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I. INTRODUCTION

This document, which is being presented to the member states for their consideration, contains the Chair’s proposal for the work plan to be adopted by the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) for the 2011-2012 period.
This proposed Work Plan suggests the measures to be taken to comply with the mandates entrusted to CISC, includes a tentative timetable for the Committee’s meetings, and lays out the general framework that will steer its deliberations during the current work period.
II. OFFICERS

Under Article 21 of the Permanent Council’s Rules of Procedure, “[t]he representative of the member state presiding over the Summit process shall serve as chair of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities.  If the member state chairing the committee so requests, its term shall be renewed to ensure follow-up and fulfillment of the Committee’s coordination functions and of the mandates issued by the Permanent Council in the period concerned.  The vice chair shall be elected according to Articles 28 and 29 of these Rules of Procedure.” 

In keeping with this provision, Ambassador Luis Alfonso Hoyos Aristizábal, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS, is currently serving as Chair of CISC, while Ambassador Neil Parsan, Permanent Representative of Trinidad and Tobago to the OAS, is serving as its Vice Chair.

III. MANDATES

Under Article 22 of the Permanent Council’s Rules of Procedure, the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) performs the following functions:
a.
With respect to the Summit process:

i. To coordinate OAS activities in support of the Summits of the Americas process;

ii. To coordinate follow-up and implementation activities relating to mandates assigned to the Organization by the Summits;

iii. To request and receive contributions from civil society, relating to its participation in the Summit process, for consideration by the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG);

iv. To study topics relating to the Summit process that are assigned to it by the Council or the General Assembly and to make recommendations thereon to the Permanent Council;

v. To consider the reports prepared by the Executive Secretariat for the Summit Process and the technical dependency responsible for ministerial meetings and other sectoral meetings linked to the Summit process.

b.
With respect to civil society participation in OAS activities:

i. To implement the Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities and to present to the Permanent Council such amendments as the Committee deems pertinent;

ii. To design, implement, and evaluate the necessary strategies to increase and facilitate civil society participation in OAS activities;

iii. To promote the strengthening of relations established between civil society organizations and the bodies and dependencies of the OAS within the scope of the functions conferred upon the Permanent Council by the OAS Charter;

iv. To study matters relating to civil society participation in OAS activities that are presented to it by civil society organizations or entrusted to it by the Permanent Council or the General Assembly and to make recommendations thereon to the Permanent Council;

v. To analyze and transmit to the Permanent Council applications presented by civil society organizations to the secretary general to participate in OAS activities.

On July 13, 2011, the Permanent Council installed the Committee for the current period and assigned it the following resolutions approved by the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session:

AG/RES. 2633 (XLI-O/11) “Support for and Follow-up to the Summits of the Americas Process”

AG/RES. 2634 (XLI-O/11) “Follow-up and Implementation of the Mandates of the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain of the Fifth Summit of the Americas”

AG/RES. 2635 (XLI-O/11) “Increasing and Strengthening the Participation of Civil Society and Social Actors in the Activities of the Organization of American States and in the Summits of the Americas Process”

IV. SUMMITS OF THE AMERICAS PROCESS

Upon conclusion of the Fifth Summit of the Americas (held in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, April 17 to 19, 2009), at the First Meeting of 2009 at the Ministerial Level of the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG), held in San Pedro Sula, Honduras, June 3, 2009 on the occasion of the thirty-ninth regular session of the OAS General Assembly, the Republic of Colombia was selected by the OAS member states to serve as host country for the Sixth Summit of the Americas and as Chair of the Summits of the Americas Process.
At the Second 2009 Meeting of the SIRG at the Ministerial Level, held at OAS headquarters in Washington, September 21, 2009, the Office of Chair of the Summits of the Americas Process was formally transferred from the Republic of Trinidad and Tobago to the Republic of Colombia.

V. PARTICIPATION OF CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANIZATIONS IN OAS ACTIVITIES

At the forty-first regular session of the OAS General Assembly, the member states of the Organization of American States (OAS) reaffirmed their commitment and willingness to continue strengthening and implementing specific initiatives and effective mechanisms enabling civil society’s participation in OAS activities and in the Summits of the Americas process. 

They also decided to actively support the registration of civil society organizations and their participation in activities of the OAS and its organs, agencies, and entities, in accordance with resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities.”

Member states were instructed to continue analyzing the draft Strategy for Strengthening Civil Society Participation in the Activities of the Organization of American States (OAS) (CP/CISC-422/09 rev. 1), and the Permanent Council was asked to consider the final draft, in order to promote a coordinated approach to facilitating civil society participation in OAS activities.

This document was developed by the Department of International Affairs, in compliance with AG/RES. 2395 (XXXVIII-O/08), distributed to member states in May 2009 and presented to CISC at its January 22, 2010 meeting.  The draft Strategy highlights the importance of access to information, promoting clear and transparent procedures for civil society, and expanding opportunities for civil society participation. 

At the CISC meeting on January 22, 2010, the Chair of the Committee asked member states to send in their comments in writing to the General Secretariat, to facilitate review of the draft Strategy and to continue discussion of it at an upcoming meeting.  To date, the General Secretariat has received written inputs from the Permanent Missions of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela and Brazil.  Resolution AG/RES. 2635 (XLI-O/11) instructs member states to continue analyzing the draft Strategy and requests the Permanent Council to consider the final draft in order to promote a coordinated approach to facilitating civil society participation in OAS activities.  During the period covered by the present Work Plan, the Department of International Affairs presented a revised version for the Committee’s consideration.

At its meeting on February 19, 2010, CISC discussed the issue of the procedure to follow in the event that these organizations are opposed by a member state, or that they do not have consensus for approval and submission to the Permanent Council.  Based on the legal opinion issued on May 15, 2006 by the OAS Department of Legal Advisory Services (CP/CISC/INF.4/08), the delegations of the member states discussed the issue and voiced their suggestions and concerns on the matter.  On the instructions of the Chair of CISC, the General Secretariat sent a letter to the Chair on April 7, 2010, in which it responded to the questions of the member states (CP/CISC-494/10).  During the period covered by the present Work Plan, the Committee should resume its discussions in order to come to a consensus on this matter.

In keeping with its responsibility to promote and process applications from civil society organizations for inclusion in the OAS registry, the Department of International Affairs will submit to CISC for its consideration the applications it has received from these organizations and will report to the Committee on the action that needs to be taken to update the registry.

Moreover, the Committee has ongoing responsibilities, pursuant to resolution CP/RES. 840 (1361/03) on “Strategies for Increasing and Strengthening Participation by Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities,” approved by the General Assembly in resolution AG/RES.1915 (XXXIII-O/03).  In these circumstances, it is suggested that the Committee continue holding a special session in order first to strengthen the dialogue between OAS organs, agencies, and entities and those civil society organizations that have been duly registered to participate in OAS activities; and second, to evaluate the progress achieved in the participation of civil society organizations in OAS activities.

VI. CONCLUSIONS

The measures proposed here were conceived in close cooperation with those areas of the General Secretariat that play a key role in supporting CISC, the Summits of the Americas Secretariat, and the Department of International Affairs (DIA) of the Secretariat for External Relations (SER).  It is worth pointing out that in its deliberations, the Committee should also take note of the necessary interaction with all of the Permanent Council’s standing committees and their contributions to CISC’s work.  The Chair will be pleased to welcome the suggestions of the member states on this draft, and is certain it may rely on their support to achieve the goals established herein.

	Operative paragraph 1: To urge member states to continue to implement the commitments of the Summits of the Americas and to promote and disseminate them within their respective national administrations.

Operative paragraph 2: To renew the mandate to the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) to coordinate the activities assigned to the Organization of American States (OAS) by the Summits of the Americas. 

Operative paragraph 3: To request the CISC to present, within 60 days of the end of the Summit of the Americas, a report on the activities assigned by the Summit to the OAS during a joint meeting of the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), so that both bodies can take steps to ensure their inclusion, as a matter of priority, in programs to organize and formalize that mandate.  

Operative paragraph 4: To instruct the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to continue to give the highest priority to carrying out the initiatives assigned to them by the General Assembly, in accordance with the mandates of the Summits of the Americas, and to report regularly on these activities, as appropriate, to the Permanent Council, the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, and the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC). 

Operative paragraph 5: To request that the General Secretariat, through the Summits of the Americas Secretariat (SAS), continue to serve as the institutional memory and secretariat of the Summits of the Americas process, advising the host country of the Summit and member states, as requested, in general in all aspects related to the Summits process, supporting follow-up and dissemination of Summit mandates, offering support to member states in implementing existing mandates and those of future Summits, and supporting preparatory activities and technical coordination for the next Summit of the Americas, to be held on April 14-15, 2012. 

Operative paragraph 6: To instruct the Permanent Council to continue to promote and facilitate the participation of social actors, including civil society, labor organizations, indigenous groups, the private sector, and youth, in the Summits of the Americas process and in activities related to topics assigned to the OAS by that process, as well as the efforts of member states to foster such participation. 

Operative paragraph 7: To urge member states, through the SIRG, to report on the implementation and follow-up of the commitments established in the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain, as well as the commitments of prior Summits, the implementation of which are still ongoing.

Operative paragraph 8: To request the SAS to continue to report to the CISC and to the SIRG on the activities and programs being carried out in support of member states’ efforts to implement Summit mandates, and to report to the CISC on the technical input prepared by the General Secretariat of the OAS on the Summits process, including reports on inter-American ministerial meetings linked to the Summits process.

Operative paragraph 9: To instruct the General Secretariat to continue, through the Joint Summit Working Group (JSWG), chaired by the SAS, to coordinate and promote the implementation and follow-up in JSWG institutions of the mandates of the Summits of the Americas and to hold at least one meeting of agency heads each year to review progress made and plan joint activities, as a complement to the regular interagency meetings, and provide assistance in the preparatory activities for the next Summit of the Americas, scheduled to be held in 2012.

Operative paragraph 10: In order to strengthen the Summits of the Americas process and its link to the inter-American ministerial meetings:

To urge member states to improve inter-sectoral coordination among ministers and authorities;

To instruct the SAS to keep track of ministerial meetings and provide technical guidance for member states, as requested, on ways to strengthen internal coordination on the implementation of Summit mandates;

To urge countries hosting inter-American ministerial meetings to work with the SAS to ensure follow-up on relevant mandates from the Summits of the Americas and, as appropriate, to prepare for future Summits.

Operative paragraph 11: To request the General Secretariat through the SAS to provide full support to the Government of the Republic of Colombia in the preparation for the Sixth Summit of the Americas scheduled to be held in the city of Cartagena on April 14-15, 2012.

Operative paragraph 12: To request the General Secretariat to make efforts, through the SAS and the member states, to promote and disseminate among the stakeholders involved in the Summits process the mandates, commitments, and results emanating from the Summits of the Americas so that they may contribute to their implementation.

Operative paragraph 13: To request the General Secretariat to make efforts, through the SAS, to continue to explore and implement in the Summits of the Americas process methods for promoting and increasing awareness and the participation of social actors in that process, through the use of the Summits of the Americas Virtual Community (SVC) and other information and communication technologies (ICTs).

Operative paragraph 14: To request the SAS to continue working with member states in the implementation and follow-up of Summit mandates, including promotion and training on the use of the Summits of the Americas Follow-up System (SISCA).

Operative paragraph 15: To urge member states to continue contributing to the Specific Fund for the Summit Implementation Review Group in order to provide financial support for the Group’s activities.

Operative paragraph 16: To request the General Secretariat to strengthen the SAS by providing it with the human and financial resources to fulfill its function as Technical Secretariat of the Summits of the Americas process efficiently and effectively.

Operative paragraph 17: To instruct the General Secretariat to implement the activities mentioned in this resolution within the resources allocated in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources; and to instruct the Secretary General to seek additional voluntary funds to carry out the activities mentioned in this resolution.

Operative paragraph 18: To instruct the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution.

CISC will request the SAS to coordinate the participation of social actors in the Summits process, and present a report on the principal activities undertaken.

The SAS will submit a report to CISC and the SIRG on compliance with and follow-up of the commitments undertaken by the member states.

The SAS will submit an activities report.

CISC will request SAS, in coordination with the JSWG, to submit periodic reports on the support provided by that group to the Summits process in compliance with mandates.

The SAS will schedule a meeting of the heads of institutions associated with the JSWG in advance of the Sixth Summit. 

The SAS will submit periodic reports to CISC on the activities associated with its participation in the ministerial processes.

The SAS will submit periodic reports on the progress made in the preparations for the Sixth Summit of the Americas. 

The Secretariat will submit periodic SAS reports to CISC, containing the requested information. 

The Secretariat will submit periodic SAS reports to CISC with the requested information.

The Secretariat will submit periodic SAS reports to CISC with the requested information.

The SAS will submit semiannual reports that reflect the results achieved, based on the funds provided, in compliance with this mandate.  Moreover, the CISC Chair will report quarterly to the Permanent Council on budgetary and financial management of the SIRG Specific Fund.

The SAS will submit a report.

The DIA will prepare the analyses of the documents submitted by civil society organizations that are applying for inclusion in the OAS Registry of civil society organizations and will submit them to CISC for consideration.  It will keep current the Registry of civil society organizations whose participation the Permanent Council has approved.

The DIA will submit the revised version of the draft “Strategy for Strengthening Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities” (CP/CISC-422/09 rev. 1), including the comments by the member states, to CISC for its consideration.

The General Secretariat will report on implementation of this resolution.

The Chair, with the support of the Secretariat, will prepare a report and a draft resolution for the consideration of CISC and the Permanent Council and for transmission to the General Assembly at its 42nd regular session.
