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ANALYSIS OF THE REQUEST BY ORGANIZACIÓN NACIONAL PARA EL DESARROLLO DE LOS PUEBLOS (ONALDEP) TO BE REGISTERED WITH THE OAS
This document was prepared by the Department of International Affairs/Secretariat for External Relations to provide information to the member states of the Organization of American States (OAS) on the civil society organization Organización Nacional para el Desarrollo de los Pueblos (National People’s Development Organization, ONALDEP).
The information contained in this report is provided pursuant to resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities,” and includes a summary and a list of data and documentation presented by Organización Nacional para el Desarrollo de los Pueblos (ONALDEP) in accordance with the aforementioned Guidelines.
1. Background

Organización Nacional para el Desarrollo de los Pueblos (ONALDEP) is a nonprofit organization established on July 2, 1982 in Bogota, Colombia, with a mission to promote the wellbeing of the Colombian people through sustainable projects aimed at reducing poverty, promoting human and social development, and protecting the environment.

ONALDEP conducts visits to vulnerable communities in Colombia in order to identify areas most in need and advises local organizations and helps them to find resources to improve the conditions of kindergartens and soup kitchens. As an example of activities it carries out to implement community projects, in 2011 ONALDEP helped one kindergarten in Bogota with fundraising to improve its facilities and organized an event in cooperation with the Casa de Dios Christian Church to raise funds for a soup kitchen and to expand its facilities. The Organization also visited the municipalities of San Carlos, Granada, and Medellin in the department of Antioquia to observe their areas of need and to help local authorities find funds to implement their programs.

ONALDEP works on initiatives to build capacity for local communities to generate income and become self-sufficient. In 2010, it helped a community in the municipality of Anapoima in the department of Cundinamarca to develop a fish farming project and build a tank to farm tilapia. That year’s yield was about 5,000 tilapia that were fed on organic feed such as the Californian red worm and treated goat manure. ONALDEP also provided training on the use of saltpeter for hydroponic cultivation in the municipality of La Calera, department of Cundinamarca. In 2011, it partnered with Novoclik, Tu Consulta to conduct tax forums.

ONALDEP carries out its activities with the support of volunteers and its certified financial statements record no income but instead the support of its volunteers. ONALDEP submitted its application for registration with the OAS on November 24, 2011.
