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REPORT OF THE CHAIR CONVEYING TO THE PERMANENT COUNCIL THE COMMITTEE'S RECOMMENDATIONS CONCERNING THE 38 REQUESTS FROM CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANIZATIONS AND OTHER ACTORS OR USERS OF THE INTER-AMERICAN HUMAN RIGHTS SYSTEM TO PARTICIPATE IN THE SPECIAL MEETING OF PERMANENT COUNCIL TO BE HELD ON MARCH 6, 2013 AS PART OF THE THIRD STAGE OF THE WORK PLAN FOR IMPLEMENTATION OF RESOLUTION AG/RES. 2761 (XLII-O/12) "FOLLOW-UP ON THE RECOMMENDATIONS CONTAINED IN THE REPORT OF THE SPECIAL WORKING GROUP TO REFLECT ON THE WORKINGS OF THE 
INTER-AMERICAN COMMISSION ON HUMAN RIGHTS WITH A VIEW TO STRENGTHENING THE INTER-AMERICAN HUMAN RIGHTS SYSTEM"

I. INTRODUCTION

Pursuant to a Permanent Council decision, on February 11 and 13, 2013, respectively, the General Secretariat on four occasions issued an invitation to civil society organizations and other actors or users of the inter-American human rights system to participate in the Special Meeting of the Permanent Council, to be held on March 6, 2013. The invitations were extended in keeping with the mandate contained in General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2761 (XLII-O/12), “Follow-Up on the Recommendations Contained in the Report of the Special Working Group to Reflect on the Workings of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights with a View to Strengthening the Inter-American Human Rights System,” which instructs the Permanent Council, "on the basis of the report, to draw up proposals for its application in dialogue with all the parties involved," and in keeping with the decision in the work plan for the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2761 (XLII-O/12), adopted on September 10, 2012, section C of which states: "Three (3) meetings will be held in the course of the process: Two in the second stage and one in the third.  Civil society and other actors or users of the inter-American human rights system will be invited to participate in those meetings and comment on the proposals for applying the recommendations."
At its meeting of February 25, 2013, the Permanent Council instructed the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) to meet as soon as possible and to consider the requests from the civil society organizations and other actors or users of the inter-American human rights system to take part in the special meeting that it would hold on March 6, 2013 as part of the third stage of the work plan for implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2761 (XLII-O/12).

Pursuant to the foregoing, the CISC met on Tuesday, February 26, 2013, to examine those requests, and it considered them in accordance with the provisions of resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities.” 

This report refers to the recommendations of the CISC concerning the requests submitted by the thirty eight civil society organizations and other actors or users of the system.  Section A of the report includes the twenty nine (29) requests from organizations registers in the OAS roster of civil society organizations, and section B, the nine (9) requests from organizations not registered with the OAS and other actors or users of the inter-American human rights system.
