Background
             Fundación Pro Humanae Vitae (FPHV) is a not-for-profit organization. It was founded in La Plata, Argentina, on October 31, 1995, with a mission to contribute to overall human development by helping to build a more equal and inclusive society.
Since its inception, FPHV has focused on conducting social studies and research on economic issues, social responsibility, and international relations, seeking to contribute to overall human development through job and educational training activities, international relations institutes, social economy, social responsibility, and the arts. 
The FPHV Institute of International Relations connects the organization to states, institutions, and businesses, promoting the organization's work in an effort to build partnerships and share best practices, through meetings and programs for international cooperation with various entities.
The Institute of Social Economy promotes integral development for people living in poverty, serving as a voice to articulate social issues and influence public institutions. Another of the Institute's responsibilities is business promotion, development, and support through the Manos Platenses program that has trained 150 families in handicraft production techniques and provided them with micro-finance workshops and expos where individual find new business opportunities.
The Institute for Social Responsibility promotes the importance of corporate social responsibility, through discussion with a variety of business and community leaders partnering with universities in La Plata.
The Arts Institute seeks to develop artistic skills in individuals wanting to use the arts for new income opportunities; and organizes training, workshops, and fundraising concerts for people living in poverty. 
FPHV conducts fundraising campaigns, implements collective rebuilding plans in marginalized communities, drug abuse and HIV-AIDS prevention campaigns, environmental awareness programs, sports activities as a vehicle for inclusion for at-risk young people, national and international seminars, and meetings with business leaders and academics.  
In 2002, the FPHV received the "Charity Award" from the Province of Buenos Aires Chamber of Deputies, and in 2004 and 2006 the Foundation's television program received the "Golden Lantern" award for best community service television. 
The FPHV finances its activities through voluntary contributions from more than one hundred members of the Foundation's Institute of Social Economics and from projects it runs through public entities.
FPHV submitted its application to the OAS on October 21, 2013.

Primary areas of activity and contributions that could be of interest to the OAS
FPHV promotes citizens' overall development by helping to build a more equal and inclusive society. The main areas of activity and contributions of the CSO that may be of interest to the OAS include: 
· Cooperating with state and local governments to raise awareness about the situation of people living in poverty and to influence decision-making on issues relating to social economy, the environment, social responsibility, and international relations;  
· Organizing academic seminars and educational programs to train people in entrepreneurship issues to contribute to economic and social development;
· Organizing discussions with business and community leaders on social responsibility-related issues, so as to promote good business practices; 
· Organizing workshops to promote development of artistic skills in citizens with an aptitude for music and traditional dance, strengthening the culture in La Plata and helping people find new income-generating opportunities; 
· Organizing sports events, championships, and training to connect young people to sports and keep them away from drugs;  
· Raising awareness about the importance of sustainable development by conducting environmental campaigns to help restore and conserve forest resources; and 
· Carrying out campaigns to promote health and prevention of sexually-transmitted diseases through seminars and discussions with young people.

Identification of potential areas of collaboration with the OAS
The FPHV proposes to support the OAS in the following areas:
· Promoting the principles of the Inter-American Democratic Charter and the Social Charter of the Americas in terms of human rights and integral development;
· Sharing business experiences and best practices with the Department of Economic and Social Development of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) and promoting training events on corporate social responsibility issues;
· Supporting the Department of Human Development, Education and Employment and the Department of Economic and Social Development of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) by developing job-training programs to help individuals of modest means find new income-generating opportunities; 
· Collaborating with the Department of Sustainable Development (DSD) in raising awareness about environmental care through reforestation and ecological awareness seminars;
· Contributing to the work of the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC), developing Argentine traditional music and dance courses, helping to strengthen the culture in La Plata; and
· Supporting the work of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) by conducting training and by promoting sports as a vehicle for inclusion of young people at risk of substance abuse.
