Background
Igarapé Institute (IGAINS) is a non-profit think tank that was founded in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, on July 4, 2011. IGAINS' objective is to propose solutions to social challenges via three avenues:  anti-drugs policy, prevention and reduction of violence, and international cooperation.  It also seeks to stimulate citizen participation in areas relating to security and development.
The Institute has offices in Brasilia and São Paulo.  It also carries out projects under strategic partnerships with organizations in Colombia, Haiti, Mexico, Guatemala, the United States, sub-Saharan Africa, and Western Europe.
IGAINS is currently part of the Secretariat of the Global Commission on Drug Policy. It is also designing indicators to track the progress of alternative drug policies in Latin America and the Caribbean through studies and research, which it has published in reports such as "Violence, Drugs, and Firearms 2013" [Violencia, Drogas y Armas 2013] and "A Drug Policy that Works" [Política de Drogas que Funcione]. It also carries out other awareness-raising activities in partnership with governments, the private sector, and civil society 
Since 2011, IGAINS has been a member of the United Nations reference group of experts and the high-level group to contribute to the debate on "Conflict and Fragility in the Post-2015 Development Agenda." It is also a member of the World Bank's Hive. In 2012, the Institute formed a partnership with Google Ideas and SecDev Group to develop new applications for the organization's annual reports on matters concerning the flow of arms in the world.
IGAINS funds its activities through resources from projects that the organization carries out with financing from the Kingdom of Norway, the United Nations Stabilization Mission in Haiti, the Bernard Van Leer Foundation, Open Society Foundation, Pense Livre, and Virgin Mobile.

· Research on topics related to the international arms trade, violence, and drugs, with a view to contributing to the development of public policies on defense and security;
· Organizing academic seminars and educational programs on topics related to violence prevention and reduction, partnership for development, and drug policy;
· Providing training and publishing reports and reviews on the international arms trade, violence reduction, security, and drugs.

OAS work areas to which the CSO can provide support
IGAINS is interested in supporting OAS activities in the following areas:
· Supporting the efforts of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) by providing information and acting as a consultative body on drug policy formulation.
· Contributing to the work of the OAS Permanent Council's Committee on Hemispheric Security by sharing reports on such topics as illegal arms trading, the expansion of transnational crime networks, and drug trafficking;
· Participation in special meetings held by the Committee on Hemispheric Security to consult academics and experts on hemispheric security and defense matters; and
· Supporting the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) by promoting hemispheric cooperation to prevent, combat, and eliminate terrorism as well as conducting studies to help strengthen the fight against terrorist organizations.
· Promoting the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA) in the different countries in the Hemisphere by stressing the importance of this mechanism in the fight against organized crime.
