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ANALYSIS OF THE APPLICATION BY MAKAIA 
TO BE REGISTERED WITH THE OAS
This document was prepared by the Department of International Affairs/Secretariat for External Relations to provide information to the member states of the Organization of American States (OAS) on the civil society organization Corporación MAKAIA Asesoría Internacional.
The information contained in this report is provided pursuant to resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities,” and includes a summary and a list of data and documentation presented by Corporación MAKAIA Asesoría Internacional in accordance with the aforementioned Guidelines.
1. Background

MAKAIA is a non-profit, autonomous, independent and self-sufficient organization subject to private law, based in Colombia. It was founded in 2006 to promote the institutional strengthening of civil society organizations, local governments, and non-profits committed to social and economic development in Colombia and Latin America. 

MAKAIA regards civil society participation as vital for the economic, political, and cultural development of Latin America; for poverty eradication; for the promotion of democracy; and for the consolidation of peace and security.

MAKAIA provides services in a number of thematic areas, such as boosting management of social organizations and projects; knowledge management; the design and execution of development strategies and projects; and technical know-how.

MAKAIA has a web platform for management, cooperation and knowledge of civil society organizations, called Nodo Ká. It posts invitations to meetings, competitions, events and news in a number of areas of interest.

MAKAIA has an on-line training platform called DiCampus, which has provided counseling to more than 400 civil society organizations through virtual courses on a number of subjects. In addition, MAKAIA has provided training for persons with disabilities and older adults through its participation in Colombia's National Appropriation of Information and Communication Technologies Project.

MAKAIA is a corporation governed by the laws of the Republic of Colombia, by its Statutes and by in-house Rules of Procedure that describe its governing bodies. MAKAIA finances its activities with funds from the social development organizations Crown Agents USA and International Research & Exchanges, and from The Trust for the Americas, EAFIT University, Bancolombia, and so on. 
MAKAIA applied for registration with the OAS on April 14, 2014.
