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In the methodology for the presentation and negotiation of draft resolutions to be submitted to the thirty-eighth regular session of the General Assembly (document CP/CSH-966/08 rev. 1) the Chair had suggested rationalizing the work of the Committee by adopting a UN approach of biennialization of resolutions. In order to accomplish this, the Chair suggests that the following language be incorporated in all applicable resolutions:

 “To instruct the Permanent Council to carry out the activities mentioned in this resolution within the resources allocated in the program-budget of the Organization and other available resources, recognizing that in order to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of the Organization, this resolution and its mandates and implementation are valid for two years.”
NOTE: By incorporating this language the Committee would assure that the mandates be valid for the next two years. Although a resolution is not presented next year, its mandates will be incorporated into the Committee’s work plan for the following year. This does not, however, limit the possibility for delegations of presenting a new resolution next year on the same topic if deemed necessary.
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
