DRAFT RECOMMENDATIONS

1.  Establish an annual meeting of national authorities on Transnational Organized Crime. 

“To  hold OAS National Authorities’ Commission Meetings to address effective cooperation and execution of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime among member States and relevant international organizations.”

2.  Establish a subcommittee of the Committee on Hemispheric Security on TOC which would continue to consider the issue of TOC and its placement within the OAS and the General Secretariat.

“To declare that the work of GTDOT has been completed and transform the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime (GTDOT)  into  a Special Subcommittee on Transnational Organized Crime, under the Permanent Council, Committee on Hemispheric Security. To request that this Special Subcommittee continue to consider the issue of Transnational Organized Crime and make recommendations on the future [USA: structures to support it placement of the issue] within the OAS and  the General Secretariat [Per: considering the options presented by the Technical Working Group]”

3.  Establish a voluntary OAS Fund for TOC capacity building programs for member states.

“To establish a specific voluntary fund for fighting transnational organized crime administered by the General Secretariat open to voluntary contributions from member and permanent observer states and international organizations.”

4. Seek internal reorganization of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security [Bra: ’s Department of Public Security] to better support full implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime and to support member states’ cooperation on this issue, including the meeting of national authorities.  

“Request that the OAS internally reorganize the [Bra: Secretariat for Multidimensional Security Department of Public Security] in order to better serve OAS member states on the issue of Transnational Organized Crime; including supporting an annual OAS National Authorities Commission Meeting.”

5.  Use the Hemispheric Information Exchange Network for Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matters and Extradition (the “Network”) among our countries to share relevant information on TOC.

“To [Arg: invite urge] Member States to contribute financially to and use the OAS Hemispheric Information Exchange Network for Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matters and Extradition to share relevant information on TOC.”
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
