COMMITTEE ON HEMISPHERIC SECURITY

Summary of the meeting of October 7, 2010

The following delegations took part in the meeting:  Argentina, the Bahamas, Barbados, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Grenada, Guatemala, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.
1. Presentation by the Inter-American Defense Board on the implementation of confidence- and security-building measures and on Defense White Papers [AG/RES. 2573 (XL-O/10)]

The presentation of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB), offered by the Chair of the IADB, Lieut. Gen. José Roberto Machado e Silva, on the implementation of confidence- and security-building measures (CSBM) and on defense white papers, was published as document CP/CSH/INF.232/10.

The delegation of Mexico mentioned that the IADB had worked on a standard reporting format for CSBMs.  In this connection, it suggested that the IADB distribute that format to the member states through the Committee.  In this way the states would be able to analyze the format at the coming forum in Lima.  One outcome of the Fourth Forum could be a recommendation from the Forum to the CSH to recognize this format developed by the IADB.  This would strengthen relations between the IADB, the CSH, and member states, and a tangible outcome could result from this interaction.


The delegations supported the proposal of the delegation of Mexico and asked the IADB again to distribute its proposed CSBM format.


The delegation of Chile noted that some countries had provided information on a number of measures that were not included in the consolidated list.  In this regard, it suggested that the format that the IADB submitted could include a point entitled “Other/miscellaneous” (#37), for example, and it recommended that this new measure be included in the draft resolution for this year.  With respect to defense white papers, it mentioned that Chile has published three white papers.  It also mentioned that the items in the list of contents of the document submitted by the IADB on defense white papers should have been developed a little further.

The delegation of the United States underscored the importance of the support of member states for the IADB.


The delegation of Ecuador reflected as to whether the instruments available genuinely reflected the reality of the region and on the role of the IADB and its intelligence capacity in this context.


The chair of the IDB said that despite the recent budget cuts member states appeared more interested in knowing about the activities of the Board.  Although they were aware that further improvements were needed, he stressed the necessity of the support and participation of states as it was they who governed the IADB.

He also thanked the delegation of Mexico for its suggestion and mentioned that the format could be found in the 2009 report.  In this connection, he said that, as an advisory agency, the IADB had the task of making recommendations and he drew attention to the importance of including an additional item so that states should not be confined to certain measures but were also at liberty to report on other activities.

As regards the defense white papers, he explained that what had been approved was resolution CP/RES. 829 (1342/02) “Adoption of the Guidelines on Developing National Defense Policy and Doctrine Papers” and that the model had been put forward as a guide.  In addition the IADB had taken into consideration the United Nations resolution on the issue and also a focus on smaller countries.

2. Fourth Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-building Measures (Lima, Peru – November 15 and 16, 2010)

· Consideration of the Draft Agenda (CP/CSH-1249/10)

The delegation of Peru made the following three observations:

· The idea is that this meeting will be held according to the CICAD format; that is, there will be a presentation on each agenda item.

· Peru regards this forum as an opportunity for progress in reporting on confidence- and security-building measures.

· The meeting will be paperless.


The delegation of El Salvador applauded the inclusion of items 8 and 9, and inquired about the participation of the Chair of the CSH in this meeting.


The delegation of Chile requested the replacement of “on” with “of” in item 6 of the draft agenda.


The delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela requested the inclusion of the Stockholm International Peace Research Institute (SIPRI) in item 7 of the draft agenda.

The delegation of Canada requested clarification in connection with item 9 as to whether or not there would be any specific presentations.

The delegation of Peru explained that the reason they had been grouped together was to examine the experiences of the subregions.


The delegation of Ecuador mentioned the need to include a presentation by the South American Defense Council and suggested that UNASUR be invited.

The delegation of Bolivia expressed thanks for the inclusion of a presentation by the Pro Tempore Secretariat of the Conference of Ministers of Defense of the Americas.


The draft agenda of the Fourth Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-building Measures was adopted with the changes suggested by the delegations.

· Consideration of the Draft Rules of Procedure (CP/CSH-1253/10)

The Chair referred to Article 8 of these rules of procedure, which provides, “The Committee on Hemispheric Security shall appoint an interim Forum chair, who shall serve until the Forum elects its chair.  The Forum shall also elect its vice chair and its Rapporteur.” In this connection, he said that he would not attend this Forum on this occasion and suggested as the interim chair of the Forum, Mr. Héctor Ortega Nieto, Vice Chair of this Committee.  The Committee agreed to the above suggestion.

The Draft Rules of Procedure of the Fourth Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-building Measures were adopted.

· Consideration of the Draft List of Guests (CP/CSH-1250/10)


The delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela requested the inclusion of the Stockholm International Peace Research Institute (SIPRI) among the guests.

The delegation of the United States inquired if this organization met the participation requirements under resolution CP/RES. 759.


The Chair, taking into account Article 6 of the recently adopted rules of procedure of this forum, which states, “International or national nongovernmental organizations or agencies and individuals of recognized competence in the matters to be considered may attend the Forum as special guests, if the Committee on Hemispheric Security or the Forum so decides,” and considering that this organization had already participated on several occasions in formal meetings of the CSH, suggested that said organization be included in the list of guests.  The Committee welcomed the decision.

The list of guests for the Fourth Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-building Measures was adopted with the amendments suggested by the member states.  The above list will remain open for the inclusion of new guests if the Forum so decides.
3. Consideration of the Draft List of Guests Invited to the Meeting of Experts in Public Security to Prepare for MISPA III (Santiago, Chile – November 18 and 19, 2010) (CP/CSH-1251/10)


The delegation of Argentina requested that this list not be definitive and that the suggestion be permitted of new names before the meeting was held.

Ms. Alison August Treppel of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security suggested the inclusion of the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE) in this list, to which the Committee agreed.

The list of guests invited to the Meeting of Experts in Public Security to Prepare for MISPA III (CP/CSH-1251/10), which will be held on November 18 and 19, 2010, in Santiago, Chile, was approved by the Committee.
4. Presentation by the delegation of Bolivia on the Ninth Conference of Ministers of Defense of the Americas


The delegation of Bolivia provided details on the staging of the Ninth Conference of Ministers of Defense of the Americas, which will be held in Santa Cruz de la Sierra, Bolivia, from November 22 to 25, 2010.

5. Other business


The delegation of Chile announced that it would soon send out the notice of convocation for the Meeting of Experts in Public Security to Prepare for MISPA III and mentioned that the undersecretary would send a personal letter to his counterparts.
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
