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The Committee met under the chairmanship of the Permanent Representative of Belize to the OAS, Ambassador Néstor Méndez, to consider the items on the order of business, document CP/CSH-1355/11 corr. 1.

The following delegations participated in this meeting:  Argentina, The Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, the Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.
1. Preparations for the Third Meeting of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime [AG/RES. 2543 (XL-O/10]
· Components of the Work Program of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime (CP/CSH-1018/08 rev. 3)

The delegations considered document CP/CSH-1018/08 rev. 3, which was approved by the Committee with the changes introduced on the floor.  The final version of this document was published as CP/CSH-1018/08 rev. 4.
· Draft Schedule (GT/DOT-III/doc.7/11)

The delegations considered document GT/DOT-III/doc.7/11, which was approved by the Committee without changes.  The final version of this document was published as GT/DOT-III/doc.7/11 rev. 1.
2. Report of the Chair of the Working Group to Prepare the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (CSH/GT/MISPA III-24/11)
Colonel Colin Mitchell, Alternate Representative of Trinidad and Tobago and Chair of the Working Group to Prepare the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, presented that working group's report, which was distributed as document CSH/GT/MISPA III-24/11.
The Chair of the Working Group reported on the current status of the MISPA III documents:
· Draft Rules of Procedure (CSH/GT/MISPA III-4/11 rev. 1) 
This document was approved by the Working Group at its meeting on September 15, 2001.
· Draft Agenda (CSH/GT/MISPA III-2/11 rev. 7)
This document was approved at the Working Group's meeting on October 13, 2011. It pointed out that the Port of Spain document referred to in item 9 on the agenda was still being considered and should be amended once an agreement is reached on this subject.
· Draft schedule(CSH/GT/MISPA III-3/11 rev. 6)

This document was considered at the meetings held on September 22 and 29, and October 28, 2011, and at the informal meeting held on October 11, 2011. 
· Guest list (CSH/GT/MISPA III-5/11 rev. 3)
This document was approved at the meetings of the Working Group held on September 22 and October 20, 2011.
· Document “Port of Spain Strategy for Police Management” (CSH/GT/MISPA III-7/11 rev. 6 corr. 1)

The following paragraphs have still to be approved:  5 ter of the Preamble and 11 bis and 11 ter of the operative paragraphs section. Note also that paragraph 11 has been approved ad referendum of Paraguay.
· Draft document on the MISPA process: "Document of Port of Spain" (CSH/GT/MISPA III-10/11 rev. 3 corr. 1)

The Working Group approved Articles I, II, and III with the exception of the fourth paragraph of Article 1.1, regarding the title, which is still under consideration.  The rest of the document is still pending.
3. Establishment of the order of precedence for the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas
The order of precedence of the member states and permanent observers of MISPA III was established by lot pursuant to Article 18 of the draft Rules of Procedure of the MISPA.
· Member states 
Mr. Giovanni Snidle, Alternate Representative of the United States and Vice Chair of this Committee, drew by lot the name of the delegation of Chile which therefore has first place in the order of precedence of the member states.
· Permanent observers 
Mr. Rodrigo Amaya, Alternate Representative of Colombia and Vice Chair of the Working Group to Prepare MISPA III drew from the urn the name of the delegation of Pakistan, which therefore has first place in the order of precedence of the permanent observers.
4. Consideration and approval of the documents of the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas
The following documents were approved by the Committee and submitted for consideration by the Permanent Council, with a view to being subsequently forwarded to the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas:
· Draft Rules of Procedure (CSH/GT/MISPA-4/11 rev. 2)
· Draft Agenda (CSH/GT/MISPA-2/11 rev. 8)
· Draft schedule(CSH/GT/MISPA-III-3/11 rev. 7)
· Guest list (CSH/GT/MISPA III-5/11 rev. 4)
· Document “Port of Spain Strategy for Police Management” (CSH/GT/MISPA III-7/11 rev. 6 corr. 1)

The delegations also pronounced on the document entitled "Recommendations of Port of Spain," which was approved ad referendum of the delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela. Preambular paragraph 7 stays in square brackets pending an agreement on a title for the "Document of Port of Spain."  The revised version was distributed as document CP/CSH-1361/11.
· Draft document on the MISPA process: "Document of Port of Spain" (CSH/GT/MISPA III-10/11 rev. 3 corr. 1)

Finally, the delegations pronounced on document CSH/GT/MISPA III-10/11 rev. 3 corr. 1, and agreed to finalize discussion of the document at the meeting scheduled for November 8, 2011. The revised version was distributed as CSH/GT/MISPA III-10/11 rev. 4.

5. Other business

The delegation of Panama invited the delegations to a reception in the OAS's Patio Azteca to celebrate the 108th anniversary of its country's independence.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
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
