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The Committee met under the leadership of the Permanent Representative of Guyana to the OAS, Ambassador Bayney Karran, to consider the items on the order of business, document CP/CSH-1466/13.

The following delegations participated in this meeting:  Argentina, Barbados, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.
1. Progress report on the Hemispheric Drug Strategy and its Plan of Action
· Presentation by the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security

Ambassador Paul Simons, Executive Secretary of CICAD, spoke about the report on drugs, which was prepared pursuant to a mandate from the last Summit of the Americas. Ambassador Simons' presentation was distributed as document CP/CSH/INF-348/13.

The delegation of Panama expressed appreciation for the presentation and commended Ambassador Simons' work at the helm of CICAD.

The delegation of Colombia noted the importance of forums like this for hearing reports of this kind.

The delegation of Guatemala asked whether the dates for the launch of the report remained the same or whether a postponement of the presentation was being considered.

The delegation of Argentina reiterated that the member states needed to be taken into account in setting the date to launch the report.

The delegation of the United States underscored the importance of progress reports of this kind being presented to this Committee on an ongoing basis.
2. Establishment of criteria and guidelines for the selection of experts on confidence- and security-building measures, including a description of the experts’ profile, taking into consideration the document “Criteria, Guidelines, and Required Profile for Selection of Experts on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures” (CP/CSH-1385/12 rev. 2)

The Committee adopted the document “Criteria, guidelines and required profile for selection of experts on confidence- and security-building measures,” which was distributed as CP/CSH-1385/12 rev. 3.

3. Draft agenda of the Fifth Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures (CP/CSH-1461/13 rev. 1)

The delegation of Peru suggested that effort be made to create synergies between the United Nations and the OAS on this issue, noting the new military expenditures format adopted recently by the United Nations and which could be of interest for this meeting. It further requested that the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE) and the permanent observers be invited.

The delegation of the United States suggested adding the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE) and ASEAN as invitees to this Fifth Forum.

The Committee adopted the document “Draft Agenda of the Fifth Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures,” which was distributed as CP/CSH-1461/13 rev. 1.
4. Draft agenda for the Meeting of National Points of Contact of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) (CP/CSH/1464/13)

The delegations of Chile and Canada presented the draft agenda for the Meeting of National Points of Contact of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) (CP/CSH/1464/13)


The Committee adopted the document "Draft Agenda for the Meeting of National Points of Contact of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) (CP/CSH/1464/13), which was distributed as CP/CSH-1464/13 rev. 1.

The Committee decided to hold the (day-long) Fifth Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures and the (half-day) Meeting of National Contact Points of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) on consecutive days.

5. Consideration of the topic "The Americas as an Antipersonnel-Land-Mine-Free Zone"
· Presentation by the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security

Mr. Carl Case, General Coordinator of the AICMA Program, Department of Public Security, presented the "Report of the General Secretariat on implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) “Advancing Hemispheric Security:  A Multidimensional Approach,” relating to the subheading “The Americas as an Antipersonnel-Land-Mine-Free Zone” (CP/CSH-1468/13). Mr. Case's presentation was distributed as document CP/CSH/INF-347/13.


The delegation of Colombia thanked the donors, commended the supporting role played by AICMA, and expressed interest in encouraging private sector participation and investment through corporate social responsibility to generate employment opportunities for the people affected by this problem.

The delegation of Peru spoke about its nationally-recognized mine program. It also requested inclusion of the Secretariat's thoughts as to how to proceed where there are difficulties with donations.

The delegation of Canada stated that it was providing $1 million for this area in Colombia.

The delegation of Ecuador expressed its support and appreciation for this program. It noted its record of zero victims since 2004.

The delegation of Dominica said that this issue presented the Organization with an opportunity for success, noting further that it would be useful to prepare an annual progress report on this subject matter.

The delegation of the United States suggested that the Secretariat could make a presentation on this issue to the Permanent Council, for the benefit of the permanent observers.
6. Other business

The Chair urged the delegations to send in their nominations for chair of the Fifth Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures and the Meeting of National Points of Contact of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions.

On behalf of the Chair of the Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime, he also announced that the informal meeting scheduled for Monday, February 11, 2013 would be held on Wednesday, February 13, 2013.
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
