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Summary of the meeting of August 26, 2014

The CSH Chair, Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS, chaired the Committee's first regular meeting for the 2014-2015 term.

The statutory quorum was established by the presence of representatives of Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Panama, Peru, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business


The Committee adopted the order of business for the meeting, document CP/CSH-1580/14, as submitted.

2. Message from the Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security, Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, on the start of the Committee’s work for its 2014-2015 term


In his first address to the Committee as its Chair, Ambassador Andrés González Díaz again thanked the delegations for entrusting him with steering the work of the CHS for the 2014-2015 period. He stated his commitment to fulfilling mandates that the CSH has been assigned to follow up and/or implement, adding that the work will succeed and objectives achieved through the consensus, interest, and effort of all delegations.

Ambassador González noted as well that it will receive valuable expert advice from the team of the Secretariat of Multidimensional Security on the substantive part of the different issues and mandates assigned to the CSH, which are detailed in resolution [AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) and in resolutions from other General Assembly sessions. The Chair also recalled that the CSH had received support and the advice from the Secretariat of the Permanent Council to successfully move its meetings and negotiations forward.
The Chair thus embarked on the work of the CSH, which will follow a Work Plan and Schedule of Meetings for the 2014-2015 period, the preliminary version of which will be circulated for consideration by delegations in the coming weeks.

3. Election of the vice chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH)

Pursuant to Article 29 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the Committee proceeded to elect the Vice-Chair.  The delegation of Brazil nominated Ambassador Leonidas Rosa Bautista, Permanent Representative of Honduras to the OAS, with the delegation of Peru seconding that motion and proposing that the election be held by acclamation.

The delegations elected Ambassador Rosa Bautista by acclamation. The CSH Chair, Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, congratulated the Vice Chair on his election.  Next, the newly-elected Vice Chair of the CSH, Ambassador Rosa Bautista, delivered a statement, pledging commitment to the work of the CSH and thanking the delegations for the confidence they had placed in him.

4. Election of the Chair of the Working Group to prepare for the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons (Brasilia, Brazil, December 4 and 5, 2014)

At its meeting on August 20, 2014, the Permanent Council decided to establish, under the purview of the Committee on Hemispheric Security, a Working Group to prepare for the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons. That meeting will be held in Brasilia, Brazil, on December 4 and 5, 2014. The Council also decided that the Group would be led by Brazil and open to participation by all member states.
On that date it was therefore announced that the delegation of Brazil had appointed its Alternate Representative and delegate to the CSH, Ms. Viviane Prado Sabbag, to serve as Chair of this Working Group.

The CSH took note of Ms. Prado Sabbag's appointment to steer the Committee's work as Chair, an appointment that enabled the Group to begin its work.
Thanking the delegation of Brazil for its offer to host the aforementioned meeting, the Chair of the CSH pledged all the support needed to complete the relevant preparations for the event.

The Chair of the Group announced that the work would begin with informal preliminary consultations in preparation for the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons.

5. Other business
There being no further business, the Chair adjourned the meeting.
