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Summary of the meeting of December 11, 2014

The Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH), Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS, chaired this regular meeting of the Committee.

The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business


The order of business, document CP/CSH-1605/15, was adopted by the Committee without any changes.

2. Presentation on the activities of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security


As it has been doing in the course of this session (2014-2015), the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security submitted a verbal report. The report was delivered by the Secretary, Ambassador Adam Blackwell.


The report mainly dealt with two recent events:

a. The Fifty- sixth regular session of CICAD, held in Guatemala City, Guatemala, from November 19 to 21, 2014
b. The Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons, held in Brasilia, Brazil, on December 4 and 5, 2014

c. Document containing the presentation by Ambassador Adam Blackwell (TEXTUAL)

3. Schedule for the Preparations for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (Peru 2015) (MISPA V) (resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) - OP 9)


Of particular note in the Committee’s attention to this matter was the presentation given by the delegation of Peru, the country that is organizing and will host MISPA V.


The presentation relied on the document “V Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA V), Arequipa, Peru – November 18-20, 2015 (Proposed schedule of preparatory meetings based on the mandates in resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14), ‘Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach’)” (CP/CSH-1608/14)
The delegations offered their preliminary responses to the proposal of Peru.

4. Follow-up on mandates in support of implementation at the hemispheric level of United Nations Security Council Resolution 1540 (2004) [resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) - OP 11]
Consideration of this item commenced with a presentation from the Technical Secretariat of CICTE, which was delivered by its Executive Secretary, Mr. Neil R. Klopfenstein.

In the discussion on the topic, several delegations read out verbal reports noting the efforts being pursued by their governments to implement United Nations Security Council Resolution 1540. Delegations also inquired if the practice would be resumed of holding videoconferences with regional coordinators on the subject and the Chair of the 1540 Committee (http://www.un.org/en/sc/1540/); if a report from the Office of the Assistant Secretary General would be received on the matter; and about progress with respect to selection and appointment of a regional coordinator for the Americas on the subject.

Mr. Klopfenstein mentioned that efforts were proceeding to have in place a regional coordinator for the Americas on the matter but that the budgetary implications were hampering a final administrative decision on the part of the General Secretariat.

5. Preparations for the Second Conference of States Parties to the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) [resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) - OP 93]
After due consideration, the Committee decided:

a. To consider February 13, 2015, as the date for holding the event, which would require the approval of the Permanent Council, as the date originally set by the General Assembly was January 29, 2015 

b. To invite the interested parties to an informal meeting of the States Parties to the Convention on December 18, 2014, with a view to determining the steps to follow in preparation for the event, in keeping with the mandate of the General Assembly

c. To revisit the matter at future meetings of the Committee 
6. Preparations for the Sixth Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures [resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) - OP 17]
After due consideration, the Committee decided:

a. To include the names of the additional guests whose invitation was requested at the meeting (CP/CSH-1607/14 rev. 1)
b. To take note of the draft schedule of the Forum (CP/CSH-1606/14) and postpone its adoption until a future meeting of the Committee
7. Other business

· The delegation of Venezuela mentioned that it would propose amendments to a number of items in the CSH Work Plan.

· The delegation of Peru thanked the meeting for the favorable response to its proposed schedule for the preparations for MISPA V.

· The Committee bade farewell to Minister Raúl Salazar, who, having completed a tour of several years with the Permanent Mission of Peru, was returning to his country in order to serve his government in a new position.

There being no further business, the Chair adjourned the meeting.
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
