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Summary of the meeting of November 25, 2014
The Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH), Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS, chaired this regular meeting of the Committee.
The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Argentina, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business

The order of business, document CP/CSH-1601/14, was adopted by the Committee without any changes.
2. Presentation of the report of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) on participation by civil society organizations in the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons

Following the presentation on the topic by the Chair of the CISC, the Committee on Hemispheric Security approved the inclusion of additional civil society organizations on the list of invited guests for the meeting, after which the committee approved—and the secretariat distributed—a consolidated document:  CP/CSH-1600/14 rev. 1.
3. Presentation of the verbal report on the activities of the Chair of the Working Group to Prepare for the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons

The Chair of the Working Group, Ms. Viviane Prado Sabbag, Alternative Representative of Brazil to the OAS, initiated consideration of this topic by formally presenting to the CSH the main documents that were negotiated in the framework of the Working Group, which concluded its activities on the morning of November 25, 2015. Those documents were:
a. Second Work Plan against Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere 2015–2018 
At the meeting of the CSH, the delegations of Nicaragua and Bolivia withdrew their ad referendums. The delegation of Colombia, however, maintained its ad referendum on paragraph 55, with a view to the document's consideration by the Meeting of National Authorities in Brasilia on December 4 and 5.
Following its consideration by the Committee, the final text of the Second Work Plan was distributed as document CP/CSH-1602/14 prior to its referral to the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities.
b. Draft Inter-American Declaration against Trafficking in Persons (Declaration of Brasilia) 

Following its consideration by the Committee, the final text of the Declaration of Brasilia, which contained no reservations or ad referendums, was distributed as document CP/CSH-1603/14 prior to its referral to the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities.
4. Other business
There being no further business, the Chair adjourned the meeting.
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
