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The CSH Chair, Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS, presided over this regular meeting of the Committee.
The statutory quorum was established with representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Barbados, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, United States, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business

3. Preliminary considerations for the “…review, through the appropriate body, of the structural causes, triggers and multiple factors that contribute to violence and crime, such as the global world drug problem, with a view to the consideration of said review and other elements in drafting the Hemispheric Plan of Action on Drugs 2016-2020” [AG/RES. 1 (XLVI-E/14) “Reflections and Guidelines to Formulate and Follow Up on Comprehensive Policies to Address the World Drug Problem in the Americas”]
To get started on the consideration of this topic, as background information the Committee Chair referred to the “Regional Human Development Report for Latin America 2013-2014 - Citizen Security with a Human Face: Evidence and proposals for Latin America”

In considering this topic, delegations made a series of introductory remarks, among them:
· For the discussion on this topic, the suggestion was to focus on violence and crimes most connected to the worldwide drug problem.
· Other suggestions include:
· Developing a methodology for the OAS to address this issue;
· Avoid a reactive approach and focus instead on crime and violence prevention; 
· Researching the structural causes, triggers, and multiple factors contributing to violence and crime, which could reduce crime in a more consistent manner;
· Endeavoring to build violence and crime prevention policies for young people, as different studies show young people to be most affected by and most vulnerable to violence and crime;
· Inviting the organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS (starting with the CICAD), the relevant bodies of the United Nations system, and specialized civil society organizations, to contribute to this dialogue by sharing their specialized views and concrete proposals on the subject and, in particular, to the preparation of the Hemispheric Plan on Drugs 2016-2020;
· Taking into consideration the Secretary General's report on the World Drug Problem in the Americas:

· They requested that no more studies be done for the time being.
· The Secretariat for Multidimensional Security was asked to:
· prepare a bibliography or inventory of all existing studies on the subject so the delegations can do a proper analysis.
· draw up a proposed methodology for the “…review, through the appropriate body, of the structural causes, triggers, and multiple factors that contribute to violence and crime, such as the global world drug problem” for this Committee's consideration.
· report on progress made by CICAD in this subject area.

Finally, Secretary for Multidimensional Security Ambassador Adam Blackwell said it would be useful to hold a meeting of experts on these issues. He noted, too, that CICAD and its Executive Secretariat, as well as the Department of Public Security, were taking action in these areas, and that it was therefore important to consider both approaches.
4. XI Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas (Arequipa, Peru, October 12-14, 2014)

The Committee heard the presentation by the delegation of Peru, on the Eleventh Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas (Arequipa, Peru, October 12-14, 2014) and on the progress made there.

In his presentation, Ambassador Juan Federico Jiménez Mayor, Permanent Representative of Peru to the OAS, delivered to the CSH Chair the Declaration of Arequipa issued by the XI Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas, which document was later distributed as document CP/CSH/INF.417/14.

Ambassador Jiménez Mayor also noted, and thanked the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) for, the support Peru received during the Conference.

Speaking next, the Chair of the IADB Council of Delegates, General Werther Araya Menghini, described the IADB's role in representing the OAS in supporting Peru, as Secretariat Pro Tempore of the Conference of Defense Ministers, in the activities carried out through it.

A number of delegations thanked the organizers, commending them on a successful XI Conference of Defense Ministers.
5. Other business
· A number of delegations expressed solidarity with the people and government of Canada in the wake of the October 22 shooting that took place on “Parliament Hill” in Ottawa, Canada, resulting in casualties. The delegation of Canada thanked the delegations for their solidarity.
· The delegation of Bolivia commended the delegation of Venezuela on its recent election to membership on the UN Security Council. The delegation of Nicaragua endorsed those comments.
· The delegation of Ecuador requested the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security to submit information on Cyber-Security Week, held October 20-24, 2014, at OAS headquarters.
· The meeting was also reminded of the launch of activities by the Working Group to prepare for the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons (Brasilia, Brazil, December 4 and 5, 2014)
· The delegation of the Dominican Republic renewed its invitation for the other delegation to take part in events celebrating "Dominicanness."
· There being no further business, the Chair adjourned the meeting.
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
