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Summary of the meeting held on October 2, 2014
The Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH), Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS, chaired this regular meeting of the Committee.
The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, The Bahamas, Barbados, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, and Uruguay.

1. Adoption of the order of business

The order of business, document CP/CSH-1584/14 corr. 1 was adopted by the Committee with no changes.
2. Presentation of the Draft Work Plan and Calendar of Activities of the CSH
Consideration of this topic began with the presentation of the Chair's proposed “Draft Work Plan and Calendar of Activities of the Committee on Hemispheric Security for 2014-2015”, by Ambassador Andrés González Díaz,  the Committee's Chair and Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS (CP/CSH-1583/14).
The Secretary for Multidimensional Security then took the floor to second the Chair's presentation and to offer his Secretariat's support with implementing the activities derived from the General Assembly mandates.
The delegations of the member states then took the floor to convey their first impressions of the contents of the document, underline the issues that their governments regarded as priorities, propose a few changes, and/or announce that they would be making further comments.
One of the delegations reminded the floor of the contents of Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, which reads as follows: 
Committee on Hemispheric Security
Article 20.  The functions of the Committee on Hemispheric Security are to study, and make recommendations to the Permanent Council on, any matters relating to hemispheric security that may be entrusted to it by the Permanent Council and, through it, by the General Assembly, in particular with a view to promoting cooperation in this area.
The Committee decided that observations and recommendations of the member states to the Draft Work Plan and Calendar of Activities of the CSH would be received up to October 9, the date on which, hopefully, the document would be approved. 
3. Presentation of the Work Plan of the IADB (August – December 2014) 

The Chair of the Council of Delegates of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB), General Werther Araya Menghini, was entrusted with presenting the aforementioned Work Plan of the IADB. The Secretariat of the IADB and the Inter-American Defense College also attended the presentation. 
Afterwards, the delegates thanked the IADB for delivering and presenting the document and suggested a few amendments to it, which General Araya welcomed and which were subsequently included in a revised version of the document. (CP/CSH-1581/14 rev. 1)
The delegations then asked questions and offered observations and recommendations. The IADB then had an opportunity to reply. In the course of the dialogue, inter alia,
· The delegations underscored and thanked the IADB for its work and support in aspects that were priorities for each government and regional necessities. 
· They inquired about the accreditation of the Inter-American Defense College as a higher education institution.
· The Director of the College described the contents of the IADB’s M.A. in Hemispheric Defense program.
· Delegations stressed that the IADB abides by its Statutes (adopted by an OAS General Assembly resolution in 2006) and its Rules of Procedure.
· They mentioned the working relationship between the IADB and the OAS and recent progress made with respect to the Organization's Strategic Vision.
· They inquired about the resources available to the IADB for carrying out its operations and fulfilling its mandates.
· The IADB answered that it needed more than US$3 million to conduct its operations, but in fact received one third of that. It explained that the money it receives from the OAS Regular Fund is used to cover its payroll expenses. It added that the member states of the IADB sent civilian and military personnel on a voluntary basis to enable the IADB to meet its obligations.
· They asked whether the IADB had cooperative ties with other institutions, organizations, or think tanks, regarding defense matters, in such a way as to permit joint progress with studies and reports within its sphere of competence.
· The IADB reported that it did already have cooperative ties and was attempting to expand them in order to be able to comply with the tasks entrusted to it.
· They asked what connections the IADB had with the Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas
· The IADB explained that it supported the work of that Conference when invited to do so by the country acting as its pro tempore Secretariat, i.e., the country hosting the Conference. 
4. Other business
There being no further business, the Chair adjourned the meeting.
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
