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INTRODUCTION

The activities scheduled by the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) include seven (7) special events mandated by the General Assembly.  They also include three (3) preparatory meetings for MISPA II, six (6) meetings for follow-up on institutional matters and nine (9) meetings for the preparation of draft resolutions of the General Assembly.

At its regular meeting of July 15, 2009, the Permanent Council instructed the Committee on Hemispheric Security to take up and implement 21 General Assembly resolutions and to consider three annual reports.  The purpose of this calendar of activities is to organize the work of the Committee for the term running from July 2009 to July 2010, so that it may complete its work before the fortieth regular session of the General Assembly.
I. OFFICERS
For the term covered in this plan, the CSH was installed by the Permanent Council on July 15, 2009.  On that date, in accordance with Article 28 of its Rules of Procedure, the Council elected Ambassador Graeme Clark, Permanent Representative of Canada to the Organization of American States (OAS), to serve as Committee Chair.

The Committee, in accordance with article 28A of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, elected the following three vice-chairs at its meeting held on September 17, 2009:

II. MANDATES
Under Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the CSH has the following functions: 
· To study, and make recommendations to the Permanent Council on, any matters relating to hemispheric security that may be entrusted to it by the Permanent Council and, through it, by the General Assembly, in particular with a view to promoting cooperation in this area.

III. PROCEDURE

a)
Preparation for special events
During the 2009-2010 term the Committee will hold a series of special events (7) for which effective, dynamic preparation will be required.


The second half of 2009 will be devoted to preparations for the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, to be held in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic in November 2009.  The mandate for this meeting was established in the “Commitment to Public Security in the Americas” (MISPA/doc.7/08 rev. 4) and AG/RES. 2444 (XXXIX-O/09) “Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas”. 
The agendas for the meetings scheduled for the second semester of 2009 have already been approved by the Committee, with the exception of the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, whose documents will be considered by CSH.
The Chair proposes to the Committee that the deadline for presentation of agendas for events to be held in the first semester of 2010 be December 1, 2009. For the special events scheduled for this period, the Chair requests delegations to kindly present their suggestions on the topics of the meetings (proposals should contain suggestions both on topics to be addressed at each special event and regarding the guest panelists, with the understanding that the CSH is not responsible for covering the costs those presenters may incur). 

On the basis of these suggestions and observations, and with assistance from the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security, the Chair will prepare a draft agenda for each special event.

Under resolution AG/RES. 2461 (XXXIX-O/09), the Permanent Council will convene, within the framework of the Working Group to Prepare a Regional Strategy to Promote Inter-American Cooperation in Dealing with Criminal Gangs of the Committee on Hemispheric Security, a second special meeting to continue analyzing the phenomenon of criminal gangs, in accordance with national and subregional priorities, at which member states, agencies of the inter-American system, and other international organizations and civil society may present their views and experiences at the national, subregional, and hemispheric levels, with a view to continuing to prepare a regional strategy to promote inter-American cooperation in dealing with criminal gangs, in accordance with resolution AG/RES. 2380 (XXXVIII-O/08).

Working Group to prepare the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas

Resolution AG/RES. 2444 (XXXIX-O/09) requests the Permanent Council to convene, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, any meetings it deems necessary for the member states to be able to coordinate preparations for the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, to be held in the Dominican Republic in the last quarter of 2009. The Permanent Council, at its meeting held on September 16, 2009 requested that this Committee should have a working group to prepare the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas.

This working group will be in charge of negotiating the preparatory documents for MISPA II  to take place in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic, as established in resolution CP/RES. 957 (1714/09) approved at the Permanent Council.
c)
Follow-up on institutional topics
As for the other activities related to institutional follow-up of the Committee, these will be included in the calendar. The purpose is to fulfill all the mandates issued to the Committee by the General Assembly. 

d)
Negotiation of draft resolutions
At the beginning of 2010, the Chair will propose a method for organizing the work of the Committee and streamlining the presentation and negotiation of draft resolutions to be presented to the General Assembly at its fortieth regular session.
This work calendar outlines the mandates assigned to the CSH along with the activities to be executed and the areas to which they will be entrusted.  This document will be amended by the CSH itself in order to accomplish the assigned tasks, with the aim of ensuring optimal results.


I am pleased to present this draft calendar of activities and welcome the members’ suggestions on the procedures proposed, as well as their support in achieving the objectives set for the Committee by the Permanent Council and the General Assembly.
