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INTRODUCTION

The activities scheduled for the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) include five special sessions mandated by the General Assembly.  Fifteen meetings to follow up on institutional matters and six more meetings to prepare draft General Assembly resolutions have also been programmed.

At the Permanent Council’s regular meeting on July 21, 2010, it asked the CSH to take up and implement twenty General Assembly resolutions and to consider three annual reports.  The purpose of this Schedule of Activities is to organize the work of the CSH for the period running from September 2010 to May 2011, so that it can complete its work prior to the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly.
I. OFFICERS
On July 14, 2010, the CSH was installed by the Permanent Council for the period covered by the present schedule.  Subsequently, at the Permanent Council’s meeting on July 21, 2010, and pursuant to Article 28 of its Rules of Procedure, Ambassador Jorge Skinner Klee, Permanent Representative of Guatemala to the Organization of American States (OAS) was elected to chair the CSH.

At the meeting held on September 16, 2010, and pursuant to Article 28A of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the Committee elected three Vice Chairs:
· Héctor Ortega Nieto, Alternate Representative of Mexico
· Giovanni Snidle, Alternate Representative of the United States

· Carlos Rodríguez, Alternate Representative of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela

II. MANDATES
In accordance with Article 20 of the Permanent Council’s Rules of Procedure, the CSH has the following functions: 
· To study, and make recommendations to the Permanent Council on, any matters relating to hemispheric security that may be entrusted to it by the Permanent Council and, through it, by the General Assembly, in particular with a view to promoting cooperation in this area.


At its meeting on July 21, and pursuant to Article 30 of its Rules of Procedure, the Permanent Council decided that, in the context of the provisions of Article 20, the CSH would be responsible for carrying out the mandates indicated in the document on the “proposed distribution of mandates emanating from the fortieth regular session of the General Assembly and mandates carried over from previous years” (CP/doc.4498/10 rev. 2), as follows:

III. PROCEDURES

a.
Preparation of special sessions
The CSH will hold five special sessions during the 2010-2011 period.


In 2011, the Committee will prepare for the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, to be held in Trinidad and Tobago. 
As for the special sessions scheduled during this period, the Chair will request delegations to submit suggestions on the agendas.  (Their proposals should include suggestions on the topics to be discussed at each special session and on the panelists to be invited, with the understanding that the CSH will not be responsible for defraying the expenses they incur to participate in these sessions.)

Based on these suggestions and comments, and with the assistance of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security, the Chair will draw up a proposed agenda for each special session.

b.
Working Groups
At its meeting on September 16, 2010 the Committee established the “Informal Working Group to Reflect on the Issue of the Inter-American Defense Board,” taking into account Article 13 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, which states that “the committees may establish subcommittees and working groups, and must specify their mandate in each case.”
The purpose of this informal working group is to provide a forum for member states to reflect on this issue.

At this meeting, César Martínez, Alternate Representative of El Salvador, was elected as Chair of the Informal Working Group.

c.
Follow-up on institutional topics
Activities related to follow-up on institutional topics will be included in the schedule.  The agendas for these meetings will be coordinated by the Chair, with the support of the Secretariat on Multidimensional Security and the Secretariat of the Council, together with the countries proposing each of the topics.  The purpose is to carry out the mandates that the General Assembly has entrusted to the CSH.

d.
Negotiation of draft resolutions
In early 2011, the Chair will propose a methodology to organize the work of the CSH and to simplify the presentation and negotiation of draft resolutions to be presented to the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly.

Finally, mindful of the Organization’s budgetary situation, the Chair proposed at the meeting of September 16, 2010 that meetings be “paper-less.” Documents would therefore not be distributed in room, except when necessary. With the support of the Secretariat, the Chair will also use teleconferencing and other communication media.
This work schedule will include a list of the mandates for the CSH, the activities to be carried out, and the areas to which they will be assigned.  The CSH will amend this document in order to complete the work assigned to it and achieve optimal results.

I am pleased to submit this draft Schedule of Activities and I am looking forward to receiving suggestions from member states on the procedures proposed.  I also look forward to your support in achieving the objectives set by the Permanent Council and the General Assembly for the CSH.

Request the General Secretariat to update annually the Register of Experts on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures on the basis of the information provided by member states prior to July 1 every year, and to distribute it to member states prior to July 30 of each year [AG/RES. 2447 (XXXIX-O/09)]

· July 15 of every year – Consolidated list of confidence- and security-building measures

Urge member states to provide information to the General Secretariat on implementation of confidence- and security-building measures, in accordance with document CP/CSH-1043/08 rev. 1 “Consolidated list of confidence- and security-building measures (CSBM) to be reported in accordance with OAS resolutions,” by July 15 of each year, at the latest. · July 15 of every year – United Nations Register of Conventional Arms and the United Nations Standardized International Report on Military Spending

Reaffirm the goal of the participation of all member states in the UN Register of Conventional Arms and the UN Standardized International Report on Military Spending by 2010 at the latest, and reiterate its request to member states that they provide this information to the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States (OAS) by July 15 of each year, at the latest.
