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This consolidated report of the status of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons (CITAAC); adopted in Guatemala, Guatemala in 1999 at the Twenty Ninth Session of the General Assembly, entered into force in 2002 having the General Secretariat as the depositary of the Convention; is prepared by the Department of Public Security (DPS) of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security (SMS); in compliance with paragraph 3 of Article XIV of the Convention: “…The depositary shall provide to States Parties a consolidated annual report of the information provided pursuant to this Convention…”.

In the same way, in compliance with paragraph 12 of the AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12): Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach: “…To instruct the Permanent Council to convene the Fifth Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures to take place in February 2013, to review and evaluate existing CSBMs and to discuss, consider, and propose new CSBMs, in the framework of resolution AG/RES. 2625 (XLI-O/11). Also to encourage that the Forum be used to share experiences and best practices at the bilateral, subregional, and global levels, with regard to formats, application procedures and to update the Roster of Experts on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures every year...”.

Additionally, in compliance with paragraph 8 of resolution AG/RES. 2628 (XLI-O/11), in preparation for the Meeting of National Points of Contact and the Second Conference of the States Parties: “…To request that the Permanent Council, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, to convene a meeting of national points of contact in 2012, to which member States not party to the Convention will also be invited, to consider implementation of the Convention and activities aimed at promoting signature and ratification of the Convention, and to contribute to the preparation of the Second Conference of the States Parties…”.

Status of Signatures of CITAAC
As of December 2012, twenty-one (21) member States had signed the Convention. The updated list of signatories, maintained by the Department of International Law, can be found in page: www.oas.org/juridico/english/sigs/a-64.html. Since early 2011 the SMS sends yearly letters inviting non-signatories of the Convention: Antigua and Barbuda, The Bahamas, Belize, the Dominican Republic, Grenada, Guyana, Jamaica, Panama, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, and Trinidad and Tobago; urging them to sign and ratify the Convention.
Status of Ratifications of CITAAC
At the end of 2012, sixteen (16) member States had deposited their instruments of ratification and/or accession to the Convention: Argentina, Barbados, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Costa Rica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Mexico, Nicaragua, Paraguay, Peru, Uruguay, and The Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela. Furthermore, in an effort to elicit universal adoption of the Convention, the SMS sent letters to Bolivia, Colombia, Dominica, Haiti, Honduras and the United States, inviting them to ratify the Convention. Implementation of Articles III and IV of CITAAC
Seven (7) member States submitted annual reports and notifications, for the period 2011-2012, in fulfillment of the obligations set forth in Article III - Annual Reports on Imports and Exports of Conventional Weapons and in Article IV - Exchange of information on Acquisitions of Conventional Weapons: Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Ecuador, El Salvador, Mexico and Peru. The DPS coordinates a more robust response throughout the year, prior to the next General Assembly, by transmitting a verbal notes through the Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH), reminding States Parties to submit their annual reports and notifications to the Secretariat of the Committee on Hemispheric Security as per their obligations under articles III and IV of the Convention.
