PROPOSED LANGUAGE FOR THE DRAFT RESOLUTION OF THE COMMITTEE ON HEMISPHERIC SECURITY FOR THE FORTY-THIRD REGULAR SESSION OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY

(Presented by the Eastern Republic of Uruguay)

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

HAVING SEEN that the OAS General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2632 (XLI-O/11), reiterated in Resolution AG/RES. 2785 (XLII-O/12), instructed the Permanent Council to organize, through its Committee on Hemispheric Security, meetings to discuss the future of the mission and functions of the instruments and components of the inter-American defense system; 

CONSIDERING:

That, pursuant to the aforementioned mandate, the Committee on Hemispheric Security organized three formal meetings to undertake this discussion, and that said meetings were held on January 21, February 27, and March 21, 2013; 

That, following the aforementioned cycle of meetings, arising from the debates that took place was information and input pointing to the need for in-depth discussion to define the framework for hemispheric defense cooperation, such that the outcome thereof would yield proposals on the future of the mission and functions of the components and instruments available to member states for the maintenance of peace and security in the Hemisphere.

RESOLVES:


To instruct the Permanent Council to pursue this dialogue, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, and to present the outcome thereof to the General Assembly at its forty-fourth regular session.
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
