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INTRODUCTION

At its regular meeting of July 10, 2013, the Permanent Council instructed the CSH to consider and implement General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13), “Advancing Hemispheric Security:  A Multidimensional Approach,” and to consider three annual reports.

The purpose of this Calendar of Activities is to organize the work of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) for the period from September 2013 to June 2014, enabling it to conclude its activities prior to the forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly.

The programmed activities include two meetings held by the CSH on instructions from the General Assembly. They also include 20 meetings to follow up on institutional topics and to prepare draft resolutions for the General Assembly.

I. AUTHORITIES

For the period covered by this calendar, the CSH was installed by the Permanent Council on June 26, 2013. At the meeting held on August 7, 2013, and in accordance with Article 28 of its Rules of Procedure, the Permanent Council elected Ambassador Duly Brutus, Permanent Representative of Haiti to the Organization of American States (OAS), to serve as Chair of the CSH and Ambassador Rodrigo Vielmann de León, Permanent Representative of Guatemala to the Organization of American States (OAS), to serve as First Vice Chair of the Committee. 

Later, on the meeting held on September 12, 2013, the Committee elected Mister Flavio Medina, Alternate Representative of Dominican Republic and Mister Vitalino Gallardo Valencia, Alternate Representative of Peru as Second and Third Vice Chairs, respectively.

II. MANDATES

Under Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the CSH has the following functions: 

· To study, and make recommendations to the Permanent Council on, any matters relating to hemispheric security that may be entrusted to it by the Permanent Council and, through it, by the General Assembly, in particular with a view to promoting cooperation in this area.


In compliance with Article 30 of its Rules of Procedure, at its meeting of July 10, 2013, the Permanent Council decided that pursuant to the terms of Article 20, the CSH would be responsible for the mandates set out in the document “Distribution of Mandates Assigned by the General Assembly at its Forty-third Regular Session and Ongoing Mandates from Previous Years” (CP/doc.4924/13 rev. 1), namely:

1.
AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13):  Advancing Hemispheric Security:  A Multi-Dimensional Approach

2. Observations and recommendations on the annual reports of the following organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization (Article 91.f of the Charter of the Organization of American States): 

a) Inter-American Defense Board (IADB)

b) Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE)

c) Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD)

III. PROCEDURE

a.
Preparation of meetings held within the CSH framework

During the 2013-2014 period, two meetings will be held within the framework of the CSH. 
The Chair asks the delegations to kindly submit their suggestions for these meetings’ agendas. (The proposals should include suggestions both for the topics to be addressed at each special meeting and for the panelists who would be invited, with the understanding that the CSH will not be responsible for covering their expenses incurred in attending those meetings.)

Following those suggestions and comments, and with the assistance of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Secretariat of the Permanent Council, the Chair will prepare a draft agenda for each special meeting.

b.
Working groups


Operative paragraph 17 of resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) resolves “to convene the Subsidiary Technical Group on Police Management to meet during the second half of 2012. In addition, it thanks the Government of Colombia for its offer to host the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-IV) and to convene that meeting to take place during the second half of 2013. To this end, to establish, through the CSH, a working group to coordinate preparations for MISPA-IV, with the support of the Secretariat.” 


In addition, resolution CP/RES. 1014 (1915/13), “Holding of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, ”convenes the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas for November 21 and 22, 2013, in Medellin, Colombia. It also instructs the CSH to convene such preparatory meetings as it deems necessary, pursuant to the Document of Port-of-Spain: Institutionalization of the MISPA Process. 

At its meeting on May 14, 2013, the CSH elected Rodrigo Amaya, Alternate Representative of Colombia to the OAS, to serve as Chair of this Working Group.

c.
Follow-up on institutional topics

The calendar will include activities for following up on institutional topics. The agendas for these meetings will be coordinated by the Chair with the support of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Secretariat of the Council, in conjunction with the countries proposing each of the topics. The goal is to fulfill all the mandates assigned to the CSH by the General Assembly. 

d.
Negotiation of draft resolutions

As in previous years, in early 2014 the Chair will present a method for organizing the CSH’s work and simplifying the presentation and negotiation of the draft resolutions that are to be submitted to the forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly.

This Calendar of Activities details the mandates entrusted to the CSH, the activities to be carried out, and the areas to which they are to be assigned. The CSH will amend this document in order to discharge the assigned tasks and attain optimal results.

I am pleased to be presenting this draft Calendar of Activities and eagerly await the member states’ suggestions on the proposed procedures. I also look forward to receiving your support in attaining the goals that the Permanent Council and the General Assembly have set for the CSH.
