INSTALLATION, MANDATES, AND OFFICERS
In accordance with Article 28 of its Rules of Procedure, the Permanent Council installed the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH), on June 26, 2013, and, at its meeting held on August 7, 2013, elected Ambassador Duly Brutus, Permanent Representative of Haiti to the Organization of American States (OAS), as Chair and Ambassador Rodrigo Vielmann de León, Permanent Representative of Guatemala to the OAS, as First Vice Chair, respectively, of the CSH.
For its part, the Committee, at its meeting of September 12, 2013, in accordance with Article 28.a of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, proceeded to elect Mr. Flavio Medina, Alternate Representative of Dominican Republic, as Second Vice Chair, and Mr. Vitaliano Gallardo Valencia, Alternate Representative of Peru, as Third Vice Chair, of the CSH. Subsequently, in January 2014, Ambassador Rodrigo Vielmann de León, and in April 2014, Ambassador Duly Brutus, completed their service with the OAS.
Pursuant to Article 29.c of the Rule of Procedure of the Permanent Council, Mr. Flavio Medina, Alternate Representative of Dominican Republic, assumed the chairmanship of the CSH, and that Committee elected Mr. Frank Tressler, Alternate Representative of Chile, and Ms. Patricia d’Acosta, Alternate Representative of Canada, as its Second and Third Vice Chairs, respectively. The first vice chairmanship was assumed by Mr. Vitaliano Gallardo Valencia, Alternate Representative of Peru.
II.
ASSIGNMENT OF TOPICS TO THE COMMITTEE FOR CONSIDERATION – WORK PLAN

Pursuant to Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the functions of the CSH are: 

“To study, and make recommendations to the Permanent Council on, any matters relating to hemispheric security that may be entrusted to it by the Permanent Council and, through it, by the General Assembly, in particular with a view to promoting cooperation in this area.”

In accordance with Article 30 of said Rules of Procedure, the Permanent Council, decided, at its meeting of July 10, 2013, that, as established in Article 20, the CSH would be responsible for the mandates set out in the document “Distribution of Mandates Assigned by the General Assembly at Its Forty-Third Regular Session and Ongoing Mandates from Previous Years” (CP/doc.4924/13 rev. 1).


The Permanent Council assigned one single resolution to the Committee by the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session, held in the city of Antigua, Guatemala, in June 2013. In addition, the Committee was to consider the annual reports of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB), the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE), and the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD).

The Committee carried out its work according to the Calendar of Activities contained in document CP/CSH-1518/13 rev. 3, which was adopted at the meeting held on October 31, 2013, and which described the working procedure adopted by the plenary of the Committee. 

III.
PROCEEDINGS

The Committee held a total of 21 formal meetings and four informal meetings to consider the topics assigned, including the consideration of three annual reports and the draft resolution to be submitted to the General Assembly at its forty-fourth regular session. In addition, the Committee made preparations for the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA IV) and for the Meeting of National Authorities on Transnational Organized Crime.

During the period under consideration, the Committee established three working groups:  one to prepare for MISPA IV, a second to consider the provisions of paragraph 11 of resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13), and a third to classify the mandates assigned to the Committee. Details on the activities carried out are listed below:
A.
Meetings

As part of its activities, the Committee on Hemispheric Security contributed to the preparation of the following two meetings:

1. Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA IV), Medellín, Colombia, November 21 and 22, 2013
The Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA) was convened by General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) and Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 1014 (1915/13). The meeting was presided over by Mr. Juan Carlos Pinzón Bueno, Minister of Defense of the Republic of Colombia, to discuss the items on its agenda, MISPA IV/doc.1/13 rev. 1.

Pursuant to Section III, paragraph 5, of the “Document of Port of Spain:  Institutionalization of the MISPA Process,” the meeting elected Mr. Mario Zamora Cordero, Minister of Interior, Police, and Public Security of Costa Rica, as Vice Chair of the meeting.

The document “Recommendations of Medellín for Strengthening International Cooperation in the Area of Public Security,” adopted by MISPA IV, was distributed as MISPA IV/doc.4/13 rev. 1 and the “Instruction to the Secretary General of the Organization of American States (OAS) on Cooperation with the American Police Community (AMERIPOL)” as document MISPA IV/doc.8/13 rev. 1. 2. Meeting of National Authorities on Transnational Organized Crime

The Meeting of National Authorities on Transnational Organized Crime was held on April 24 and 25, in the Simón Bolívar Room, at the headquarters of the Organization, pursuant to the provisions of resolution CP/RES. 1027 (1958/14), in implementation of the provisions of paragraph 5 of General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13). 

Mr. Mario Zamora Cordero, Minister of Interior, Police, and Public Security of Costa Rica, was elected Chair of the meeting, and Mr. Pierre Estanislas Cantave Neptune, Secretary of State for Public Security of Haiti, and Mr. Jorge Chávez, Senior Prosecutor of Peru, Coordinator against Organized Crime, were elected Vice Chairs.
The meeting considered the items contained on its agenda, RANDOT/doc.1/14 rev. 1.The report on the meeting, presented by the Secretariat, may be accessed at the following link: RANDOT/doc.3/14.
B. Working Groups

The Committee established the following three working groups:

1. Working Group to Prepare for the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas 

At its meeting held on May 14, 2014, the Committee established the Working Group to Prepare for MISPA IV and elected Mr. Rodrigo Amaya Piñeros, Alternate Representative of Colombia to the OAS, as the Chair of the Working Group.  Subsequently, on September 5, 2013, the Working Group elected Ms. Patricia d’Acosta, Alternate Representative of Canada, and Mr. Flavio Medina, Alternate Representative of Dominican Republic, as Vice Chairs.

The Working Group held five formal meetings and five informal meetings to consider the Draft Agenda, the Draft Schedule, the Draft List of Guests, and the Draft Final Document (Recommendations of Medellín). The report on its activities was presented to the Committee by the Chair of the Working Group on October 31, 2013, and was distributed as document CSH/GT/MISPA IV-17/13. 
2. Informal Working Group to Consider the Provisions of Paragraph 11 of General Assembly Resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13)

On November 7, 2013, the Committee established the Informal Working Group to Consider the Provisions of Paragraph 11 of General Assembly Resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13) and elected Mr. Flavio Medina, Alternate Representative of Dominican Republic, as Chair of the Group. For its part, the Working Group elected Mrs. María Cecilia Villagra, Alternate Representative of Argentina, and Lt. Col. Ricardo Dacosta Vickers, Alternate Representative of Barbados, as Vice Chairs.

The Group held a total of four meetings, during which the delegations made proposals and comments. Moreover, the Chair presented a list of reference documents related to the topic (CP/CSH/INF.375/14).
The “Report of the Chair on the Comments and Recommendations Presented during the Dialogue Held by the Informal Working Group to Consider the Provisions of Paragraph 11 of Resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13)” was presented to the Committee on April 10, 2014, and distributed as document CP/CSH/INF.389/14 rev. 2
3. Informal Working Group to Classify the Mandates of the CSH
This informal working group was established by the Committee at its meeting held on November 7 to classify current and procedural mandates (2007–2013) assigned to the Committee. On that occasion, the Committee elected Mr. Luis Carranza Cifuentes, Alternate Representative of Guatemala, as Chair of the Working Group.

The Working Group held three meetings to analyze the classifications of 206 mandates in total, taking as a basis the criteria submitted by the Chair of the Permanent Council by letter CP-023/13, of October 28, 2013. The Working Group determined that 15 of them were Type A mandates, 9 Type A/B, 65 Type B, 8 Type B/C, and 39 Type C. It also identified 16 mandates that had been fulfilled, 11 that had been duplicated in more recent resolutions, and 43 cases that did not contain mandates to the General Secretariat. 

The final report of the Chair of the Group (CP/CSH/INF.394/14) was presented to the Committee on April 10, 2014. It includes the list of the 206 mandates considered and identifies the classification of the 136 current mandates, including procedural mandates.
C. MATTERS ADDRESSED BY THE COMMITTEE
/
The Committee considered a total of 15 topics during this period, as listed below.
Support for implementation at the hemispheric level of United Nations Security Council resolution 1540 (2004): Pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12), the Committee held a meeting to consider the matter of support for implementation at the hemispheric level of resolution 1540. On that occasion, the Assistant Secretary General of the Organization, Ambassador Albert Ramdin, addressed the Committee on such matters as the importance of establishing a regional framework for implementation of resolution 1540 that would help build the capacity of states, noting, for example, the progress made with the support from the subregional coordinators. Ambassador Ramdin also referred to the proposal to designate an OAS coordinator for the implementation of resolution 1540.

The next speaker was Mr. Neil Klopfenstein, Executive Secretary of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE). Mr. Klopfenstein spoke about the CICTE Secretariat’s activities regarding the implementation of resolution 1540. He emphasized, among other things, the projects carried out to strengthen measures for border security and for maritime, immigration, and customs security, including capacity-building to detect the illegal smuggling of weapons of mass destruction and of chemical, biological, nuclear, and radioactive components.
The Committee also heard presentations by Mr. Terence Taylor, Coordinator of the 1540 Committee Expert Group; Mr. O’Neil Hamilton, Regional Coordinator, CARICOM-UNSCR 1540 Implementation Program; Mr. Nikita Smidovich, UN Office for Disarmament Affairs (UNODA); and Mr. Richard Cuppit, U.S. UNSCR 1540 Coordinator, Bureau of International Security and Nonproliferation, U.S. Department of State.
Mr. Taylor spoke on various aspects of resolution 1540, in particular the basic obligations established therein. He then referred to the functions assigned to the 1540 Committee and to its work program, underscoring the efforts being made to support states in their implementation of resolution 1540. Mr. Taylor’s presentation was distributed as document CP/CSH/INF.399/14.

Mr. Hamilton referred to the regional strategy developed by CARICOM for implementing resolution 1540 and highlighted the importance of cooperation among states in supporting compliance with said resolution. He also emphasized the need to adopt and update regulations that would make it possible to move forward in implementing resolution 1540 and mentioned some of the efforts made to provide training and education in the area.
Mr. Nikita Smidovich made a presentation on the activities of the UN Office for Disarmament Affairs (UNODA) with respect to the implementation of resolution 1540. He drew special attention to efforts to support the states and regional coordinators in implementing the resolution, cooperation with other international and regional organizations, and the commitment to promote productive and effective cooperation among key players in meeting the objectives of resolution 1540. Mr. Smidovich’s presentation may be found at the following link: CP/CSH/INF.392/14.
Mr. Richard Cuppit commented on the threat posed by illegal smuggling of weapons of mass destruction and of chemical, biological, nuclear, and radioactive components, and underscored in particular the importance of continuing to work on the implementation of resolution 1540 and on reporting on the progress achieved. He then mentioned various efforts made by member states to implement resolution 1540, such as the updating or adoption of national laws or regulations to ensure compliance with the commitments assumed in the nonproliferation treaties and promotion of global initiatives to combat illegal smuggling of weapons of mass destruction and of chemical, biological, nuclear, and radioactive components, for example, the Nuclear Security Summit, the Proliferation Security Initiative, and the Global Initiative to Combat Nuclear Terrorism. 

Mr. Cuppit also mentioned various programs carried out by the United States to implement resolution 1540 and to support other states in its implementation.

The delegations expressed appreciation for the presentations and emphasized the need to continue moving forward in implementing United Nations Security Council resolution 1540 as well as the importance of strengthening cooperation among states in achieving the objectives set. The Committee thanked the speakers and took note of their presentations.

Consolidation of the regime established in the Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (Treaty of Tlatelolco): On March 20, 2014, Ambassador Macedo Soares, Secretary-General of the Agency for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (OPANAL), made a presentation on the Treaty of Tlatelolco.

The delegations commented on the importance of the Treaty of Tlatelolco for keeping Latin America and the Caribbean a nuclear-weapon-free zone.
The Committee thanked the Secretary-General of OPANAL and took note of his presentation and of the delegations’ comments. The OPANAL Secretary-General’s presentation is available at the following link: CP/CSH/INF.415/14.
Declaration of San Salvador on Citizen Security in the Americas:  On April 7, 2014, Ambassador Adam Blackwell, Executive Secretary of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security (SMS), presented that Secretariat’s report in follow-up to the Declaration of San Salvador on Citizen Security in the Americas. Said report was published as document CP/CSH-1552/14.

Execution of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime and strengthening of hemispheric cooperation:  The Committee considered the topic at its meetings of November 7 and December 6, 2013, and of January 30, February 26, March 13 and 20, and April 10, 2014. 
In the course of these meetings, the Committee addressed the topic in order to set the date for the Meeting of National Authorities on Transnational Organized Crime and to consider the Draft Agenda and Draft Schedule for said meeting, which was convened by the General Assembly for the first half of 2014, through resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13), “to address execution of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime and effective cooperation among member states.” 

On February 26, the Committee agreed on the date for the Meeting of National Authorities, which was set by resolution CP/RES. 1027 (1958/14) for April 24 and 25, 2014. The Draft Agenda and Draft Schedule were approved by the Committee on March 13 and amended on March 20 and April 10. Those documents were submitted to the Meeting of National Authorities on Transnational Organized Crime for consideration. 
The Draft Annotated Agenda for the Meeting of National Authorities on Transnational Organized Crime (CP/CSH-1543/14 rev. 2) was distributed on April 2, and the Report of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security on Its Implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime (CP/CSH-1554/14), on April 11.
Section III.A.2 of the present document contains information concerning that meeting of national authorities.

Hemispheric efforts to combat trafficking in persons: At the meeting on February 26, three presentations were made on this topic. The first was made by Mr. Maurice Middleberg of the organization “Free the Slaves,” who touched on the risk factors generated by trafficking in persons. The second was made by Mrs. Sra. Anna Rodríguez of the organization “Florida Coalition against Human Trafficking,”who spoke of trafficking in persons during large events. And the third was made by Mr. Fernando García-Robles, Anti-Trafficking in Persons Coordinator of the Department of Public Security, who described advances made in implementing the Work Plan to Combat Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere.

During the first presentation, Mr. Middleberg identified five vulnerabilities generally present in cases of trafficking in persons: (1) the trafficking victim’s ignorance of his or her rights and risks; (2) the absence of organized communities to help the population; (3) socioeconomic problems, for example, the fact that children who do not attend school are more prone to being victimized; (4) low costs and risks for perpetrators of the crime; very few of them are arrested and penalties are usually light; and (5) the particular vulnerabilities of trafficking victims, who are generally stigmatized, lack necessary skills to obtain employment, or are in precarious financial situations. 

For her part, Mrs. Rodriguez commented on the diverse strategies her organization used to identify possible scenarios that might involve trafficking in persons during large events. These strategies included monitoring certain Internet pages and distributing to hotels and restaurants information on trafficking in persons, as well as flyers with the photos and names of missing persons. Mrs. Rodriguez emphasized that it was important for her organization to have contact points in police forces to which information could be sent once the possible scenarios had been detected.
Mr. García-Robles presented the Report of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security pursuant to the Work Plan to Combat Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere October 2012-January 2014 (CP/CSH/INF.386/14).
Regional Strategy to Promote Inter-American Cooperation in Dealing with Criminal Gangs: At the meeting on March 13, Ambassador Adam Blackwell, Executive Secretary of the SSM, referred to the efforts the Secretariat had been making to promote inter-American cooperation in dealing with criminal gangs, drawing attention to the benefits of the pacification processes in the region. 

On that occasion, the Coordinator of the Youth Violence Prevention Program of the Montgomery County Department of Health and Human Services commented on that department’s various programs and, in particular, on efforts being made with regard to education. He mentioned the importance of prevention and rehabilitation in addressing the matter and referred to Montgomery County’s positive youth development initiative.
Confidence- and security-building in the Americas (CSBMs): The Committee considered this item on January 30 and April 10, 2014. At the meeting in January, pursuant to the mandate issued in resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13), a proposed electronic template for online annual reporting of CSBMs undertaken by member states using the “Consolidated List” of measures was submitted to the Committee. 

On that occasion, the Committee decided to ask the Secretariat (1) to update the electronic template in consultation with the IADB, taking into account the observations made by delegations during the meeting; (2) to study the possibility of developing and implementing the project “in house,” with assistance from the Department of Information and Technology Services (DOITS); and (3) to present, by the end of April, the results of those efforts.
The proposal prepared by DOITS for implementing a reporting management system for confidence- and security-building measures was presented to the Committee at its meeting on April 10. It was distributed as document CP/CSH/INF.401/14. Subsequently, the Committee decided to include in the draft resolution to be submitted to the Permanent Council and considered by the General Assembly (CP/CSH-1559/14 rev. 9) a paragraph requesting the OAS General Secretariat to complete the implementation of the electronic template for the submission of online annual reports on CSBMs and to provide funding for this endeavor.
In addition, a document prepared by the IADB (CP/CSH-1539/14) “Update of the Inventory of Confidence- and Security-Building Measures (CSBMs) 2012,” was published on March 14, the Concept Note sent by the delegation of Ecuador on the paragraphs proposed for the draft resolution (CP/CSH/INF.408/14) was published on May 2.

Future of the mission and functions of the instruments and components of the inter-American defense system: On November 7, 2013, the Committee decided to establish an informal working group to consider the provisions of paragraph 11 of resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13). The Chair of this Working Group presented his report to the Committee on March 13, 2014 (CP/CSH/INF.389/14 rev. 2). Section III.B.2 of the present report contains information on the Informal Working Group established to consider this matter.
On December 6, Lt. Gen. Werther Araya, Chairman of the Council of Delegates of the IADB, in response to a request from delegations, presented information on: (1) hemispheric defense meetings – relationship among them and between them and the IADB; and (2) measures undertaken by the IADB to promote cooperation. The presentation made by the Chairman of the Council of Delegates of the IADB is available at the following link: CP/CSH/INF.413/14.

At the April 10 meeting, General Araya presented the conclusions the Council of Delegates reached after examining the views expressed in the Informal Working Group. The presentation made by the Chairman of the Council of Delegates was published as document CP/CSH/INF.404/14.

The Committee decided to include in the draft resolution “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach” (CP/CSH-1559/14 rev. 9) a paragraph recommending that the General Assembly consider “as fulfilled the mandate in operative paragraph 11 of resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13) concerning relations between the OAS and the hemispheric defense meetings, the IADB, and measures to promote cooperation.”
Report of the Secretariat Pro Tempore of the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA: At the Committee’s May 9 meeting, the Secretariat Pro Tempore of the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA, represented by Mrs. Gloria Polastri Amat, Alternate Representative of Ecuador to the OAS, presented an oral report on activities carried out during the 2013-2014 term. She made reference to the report of the outgoing Secretariat Pro Tempore (CIFTA/CC-XV/doc.13/14 rev. 1) and mentioned the progress made at the fifteenth meeting of the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA and at the most recent meeting of the group of governmental experts, which approved the two model legislations that had been pending.

She also referred to the paragraphs considered by the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA and included by the Secretariat Pro Tempore of that committee in the draft resolution to be considered by the CSH.

Inter-American Defense Board (IADB): The Committee considered this topic at the meetings of September 12 and December 6, 2013, and of March 20 and May 9, 2014.

On September 12, the IADB presented its Annual Work Plan (CP/CSH-1520/14) pursuant to the mandate issued in General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2631 (XLI-O/11), which exhorted the Council of Delegates of the IADB to continue coordinating its annual calendar of activities and the presentation of its approved annual work plan, through the CSH, by September each year. 

On December 6, the Committee continued its consideration of the Annual Work Plan and received reports from the IADB in conformity with the following resolutions:
· AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12), which requested the IADB “to continue reporting to the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) on its analysis and review of technical assistance, educational, and consultancy services that the IADB can provide to member states in accordance with its Statutes, and to submit a report to the CSH by December 3, 2012,” and 

· AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13), which requested the IADB to continue, in accordance with its Statutes and in coordination with the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security, “promoting the participation of civilian authorities and officials responsible for defense matters and to promote civilian-military relations, as a complement to the educational services offered by the IADB in this field; and to make recommendations to the CSH by December each year.”

The report on the IADB’s activities pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12) was published as document CP/CSH-1532/14.


At the meeting of March 20, the Chairman of the IADB Council of Delegates presented a report on the preparatory meeting for the XI Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas and, on May 9, presented the Annual Report of the IADB for 2013. Information on said annual report may be found in section IV of the present document.
The Americas as an antipersonnel-land-mine-free zone: At the meeting of January 30, 2014, Mr. Carl Case, General Coordinator of the Comprehensive Action against Antipersonnel Mines (AICMA) program, made a presentation on that program’s activities, as did Admiral Bento Costa Lima, Director of the IADB Secretariat, for the activities of the Assistance Mission for Mine Clearance in South America, Ecuador, and Peru (MARMINAS). 

The presentations made by the General Coordinator of AICMA and the Director of the IADB Secretariat were distributed as documents CP/CSH/INF.383/14 and CP/CSH/INF.416/14, respectively.

Also published was the report of the General Secretariat on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2735 (XLII-O/12), “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach” in relation to the section “The Americas as an Antipersonnel-Land-Mine-Free Zone” (CP/CSH-1578/14).
Special security concerns of the small island states of the Caribbean: On March 27, 2014, a meeting was held to consider the special security concerns of the small island states of the Caribbean, in keeping with General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13). 

The topic of the meeting was “the link between security and development in the Caribbean.” Distinguished personalities participated in the meeting and made presentations on the following areas:

· Social development and security in the Caribbean;
· Impact of climate change on the Caribbean;
· Economic development and security in the Caribbean; and
· The drug problem in the Caribbean.
In addition, the SSM presented a report on its activities in fulfillment of the resolutions on the special security concerns of the small island states of the Caribbean (CP/CSH-1551/14).

Preventing violence and crime: On February 26, 2014, the SSM noted the importance of violence prevention to its agenda, especially with regard to prevention efforts among young people. It also commented on the importance of designing a violence and crime prevention program and on continuing to strengthen police training programs.

The Committee decided to include in the draft resolution submitted to the Permanent Council for subsequent consideration by the General Assembly (CP/CSH-1559/14 rev. 9), a paragraph recommending that the General Assembly instruct the General Secretariat to establish and coordinate, in consultation with the member states, an Inter-American Network for the Prevention of Violence and Crime.
Meetings of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA): The Committee considered this topic at its meetings of October 3 and 31 and November 7, 2013. On October 3, the Committee considered the Draft List of Invited Guests for MISPA IV, which it approved and submitted to the Permanent Council for consideration. On October 31, it received the report on the activities of the Working Group to Prepare the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (CSH/GT/MISPA IV-17/13), appended to which were the draft schedule, the draft agenda, and the draft Final Document. 

The documents appended to the report were approved by the Committee and forwarded to the Permanent Council for consideration and subsequent transmittal to MISPA IV for consideration. On October 31 as well, Mrs. Paulina Duarte, Director of the Department of Public Security of the SSM, made a presentation on the Inter-American Police Professional Training and Development Network, whose purpose is to contribute systematically and regularly to enhancing professional development in the police institutions of member states. That presentation is available at the following link: CP/CSH/INF.369/14.
Later, an item on the conclusions and proposals from the meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Group on Police Management of the Ministerial Process in the Area of Public Security in the Americas (MISPA) (GTS/GPO/doc.4/13 rev. 1) was placed on the agenda for the November 7 meeting. At the meeting of May 20, 2014, the Department of International Law (DIL) was asked for a legal opinion on the relationship between the Meetings of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA) and the General Secretariat. The document prepared by the DIL was distributed as document CP/CSH/INF.412/14.
Information on the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA IV) may be found in Section III.A.1 of the present document.

Illicit trafficking in small arms and light weapons in all their aspects
The Committee considered this topic at its meeting of May 9. On that occasion, Ambassador Zahir Tanin, Chair of the Fifth Biennial Meeting to consider the implementation of the UN Programme of Action (PoA) on small arms and light weapons, made a presentation on the draft agenda for that meeting, mentioned some of the work carried out by the United Nations on implementation of the PoA, and commented on various actions taken by states.


In addition, Mr. Ricardo Rosa Chupany, Deputy Minister of the Interior and Police of the Dominican Republic, and Messrs. Samuel De Moya and Antonio Valerio, Directors of the Ballistics and Biometrics Laboratory of the National Weapons System of the Ministry of the Interior and Police of the Dominican Republic, made a presentation on said laboratory’s experiences and good practices in weapons marking and tracing and on the biometric data of persons carrying such weapons.
In addition to considering the aforementioned topics, the Committee classified the current and procedural mandates assigned to the CSH between 2007 and 2013. Information on the results of that exercise may be found in section III.B.3 of this document.

IV. CONSIDERATION OF ANNUAL REPORTS
/

Pursuant to Article 91.f of the Charter of the Organization of American States and at the request of the Permanent Council, the Committee considered the annual reports listed below and refers them to the Permanent Council for subsequent submission to the General Assembly for consideration at its forty-fourth regular session.

A. Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE): The Annual Report of CICTE (CP/doc.4980/14) was published on March 25, 2014, and presented to the Committee on May 9 by Ambassador Allan Culham, Permanent Representative of Canada and Chair of CICTE. The Committee took note of the report and thanked the Chair of CICTE for its presentation.

B. Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD): The Annual Report of CICAD was distributed as document CP/doc.4987/14 on May 2, 2014, and was presented to the Committee on May 13 by Ambassador Paul E. Simons, Executive Secretary of CICAD. The Committee took note of the report and thanked Ambassador Simons for its presentation.

C. Inter-American Defense Board (IADB): The Annual Report of the IADB was published on March 5, 2014, as document CP/doc.4971/14 and presented to the Committee by the Chairman of the IADB Council of Delegates at the May 9 meeting of the CSH. The delegation of Chile commented on the contribution made by the IADB in its role as technical advisor in the defense area and the delegations of Argentina and Nicaragua emphasized the importance of continued implementation of IADB activities, in conformity with the Board’s Statutes. 


The delegation of the United States commented on the added value that the Inter-American Defense College provides to its students by being able to offer its own master’s program. The delegation of Canada highlighted the activities of the IADB and drew attention to the importance of continuing to strengthen it, taking into account the Strategic Vision exercise currently underway.


The Committee expressed appreciation for the presentation of the report and took note of it and of the comments made by delegations. The PowerPoint presentation on the Annual Report of the IADB is available at the following link: CP/CSH/INF.414/14.

V.
DRAFT RESOLUTION

On April 23, 2014, the Chair presented, the draft resolution “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach,” which was referred to the Permanent Council for subsequent submission to the General Assembly at its forty-fourth regular session, in Asunción, Paraguay.

The draft resolution presented to the Permanent Council for consideration (CP/CSH-1559/14 rev. 9) contains 145 paragraphs, 121 of which have been approved (20 preambular and 101 operative paragraphs), 8 remain ad referendum, and 16 have not yet garnered a consensus.

Appendix 1 to this document contains the draft resolution and Appendix II consists of a table with the list of the proposed paragraphs for the draft resolution, with an indication of the countries that proposed them and the paragraphs that remain pending.
VI.
OBSERVATIONS OF THE CHAIR
This year, the CSH carried out all the functions assigned to it and was once again able to present a single draft resolution for consideration by the Permanent Council and subsequent submission to the General Assembly. The presentation of this single draft greatly facilitates the task of organizing the topics assigned to the Committee and corroborates the multidimensional scope of hemispheric security and its importance to the consolidation of democracy and to the development of our peoples in a culture of peace, cooperation, and respect for human rights.
The Committee’s work was successful thanks to the efforts and cooperation of the distinguished delegations of the member states, whose committed participation made it possible to move forward in fulfilling the assigned mandates. My deepest thanks to these delegations.


We cannot fail to mention the excellent work done by the Chair of the Committee during the first tem, Ambassador Duly Brutus, and by his Vice Chair, Ambassador Rodrigo Vielmann de León. Their efforts enabled us to make considerable headway in carrying out the mandates assigned to the Committee for the 2013-2014 term.

I also wish to thank Mr. Vitaliano Gallardo Valencia, Alternate Representative of Peru; Mr. Frank Tressler, Alternate Representative of Chile; and Ms. Patricia D’Acosta, Alternative Representative of Canada, for their support and their efforts in fulfilling their duties as Committee Vice Chairs.

It has been an honor for me to serve as Chair of the Committee and I would like to take this opportunity to acknowledge and express appreciation for the support and advisory services provided by the staff of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security, the Inter-American Defense Board, and the Committee Secretariat.

ADVANCING HEMISPHERIC SECURITY: A MULTIDIMENSIONAL APPROACH
(Considered by the Committee on Hemispheric Security and 
referred to the Permanent Council for consideration)


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,


HAVING SEEN the Annual Report of the Permanent Council to the General Assembly (AG/doc.), in particular the section on the activities of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH); (Paragraph approved)

REAFFIRMING ALSO the norms and principles of international law in the Charter of the Organization of American States and the Charter of the United Nations; (Paragraph approved) 
RECALLING the resolutions assigned to the CSH as detailed in the document “List of Resolutions Assigned to the Committee on Hemispheric Security (1995-2013)” (CP/CSH/INF.278/11 rev. 3); (Paragraph approved)

REAFFIRMING that the programs, activities, and tasks set out in the resolutions on hemispheric security help further one of the essential purposes of the Organization enshrined in the Charter of the Organization of American States, to strengthen peace and security in the Hemisphere, in accordance with the legal system of each country, with full respect for international law and underscoring that cooperation among member states is fundamental for the attainment of that goal; (Paragraph approved)

REAFFIRMING ALSO the provisions of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, adopted in Mexico City in October 2003, which provides that the “new concept of security in the Hemisphere is multidimensional in scope, includes traditional and new threats, concerns, and other challenges to the security of the states of the Hemisphere, incorporates the priorities of each state, contributes to the consolidation of peace, integral development, and social justice, and is based on democratic values, respect for and promotion and defense of human rights, solidarity, cooperation, and respect for national sovereignty”; (Paragraph approved)

EXPRESSING ITS SATISFACTION at the commemoration of the tenth anniversary of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, through a seminar during the October 28, 2013 special meeting of the Permanent Council, which resulted in an interdisciplinary exercise that examined the evolution of the concept of multidimensional security, in particular the issue of security and social development; (Paragraph approved)
RECOGNIZING the importance of the dialogue among participants that took place during the seminar and during the Permanent Council’s three preparatory meetings on the tenth anniversary of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, for the continued implementation of said Declaration]; (Paragraph approved)

REAFFIRMING the importance of adopting policies, programs, and actions to prevent and address violence, crime, and insecurity; (Paragraph approved) 


EMPHASIZING that the consolidation of the nuclear-weapon-free zone set forth in the Treaty of Tlatelolco constitutes a firm demonstration of the steadfast commitment of Latin America and the Caribbean to the cause of complete and verifiable nuclear disarmament and the nonproliferation of nuclear weapons, in keeping with the principles and purposes of the Charter of the United Nations; (Paragraph approved)
REITERATING that the process of collecting data and information should be undertaken in accordance with domestic law and international conventions, and with full respect for human rights, and that the exchange of information between national public security institutions is key to strengthening international cooperation aimed at preventing, confronting, and investigating phenomena that pose a threat to public security; (Paragraph approved) 

DEEPLY CONCERNED at the negative impact that surveillance and/or interception of communications, including extraterritorial surveillance and/or interception of communications, as well as the collection of personal data, in particular when carried out on a mass scale, may have on the exercise and enjoyment of human rights; (Paragraph approved)

RECALLING that the Declaration of Santiago (1995), the Declaration of San Salvador (1998), the Consensus of Miami, and resolution AG/RES. 2447 (XXXIX-O/09), “Confidence- and Security-Building in the Americas,” among other resolutions on CSBMs, are foundational pillars of the confidence- and security-building system in the Hemisphere and constitute a direct forerunner of those adopted subsequently at the regional and subregional levels (Paragraph approved) 
UNDERSCORING that peace is in itself a value and a principle and is based on democracy, justice, respect for human rights, solidarity, security, and respect for international law; (Paragraph approved)

REAFFIRMING that in the Declaration on Security in the Americas, adopted at the Special Conference on Security, in October 2003, the member states considered “that zones of peace and cooperation contribute to peace, security, and cooperation in the Hemisphere” and declared their support for “the creation of zones of peace at the bilateral or subregional level by member states.” (Paragraph approved)

UNDERSCORING the importance of the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA), the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC), and the Inter-American Convention against Terrorism; (Paragraph approved)

HAVING SEEN the annual reports of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) (CP/doc.4987/14), the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) (CP/doc.4980/14), and the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) (CP/doc.4971/14); (Paragraph approved) 
HAVING FULFILLED the mandate to consider relations between the OAS, the hemispheric defense meetings; the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB); as well as measures to promote cooperation, through the discussions of the Committee on Hemispheric Security; (Paragraph approved)

EXPRESSING ITS SATISFACTION with the holding of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-IV), in Medellín, Colombia on November 20 and 21, 2013; the fourteenth regular session of CICTE, on February 20-21, 2014; the Meeting of National Authorities on Transnational Organized Crime, on April 24 and 25, 2014; the fifty-fifth regular session of CICAD, from April 29 to May 1, 2014; and the fifteenth regular meeting of the Consultative Committee of CIFTA, on May 6, 2014; (Paragraph approved)

UNDERSCORING the holding of the meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on Police Management, in Mexico City on October 8 and 9, 2013; the twelfth meeting of National Points of Contact to CICTE, on February 20, 2014; and the seventh meeting of the OAS Group of Experts to Prepare Model Legislation in the Areas to Which the CIFTA Refers, on May 5, 2014; and (Paragraph approved)

BEARING IN MIND the results of the above-mentioned conferences and meetings, (Paragraph approved)
RESOLVES:

ACTIVITIES OF THE COMMITTEE ON HEMISPHERIC SECURITY 

AND MEMBER STATES

To reaffirm to the Permanent Council and to the General Secretariat the applicable mandates contained in past resolutions of the General Assembly on hemispheric security and mentioned in the preambular part of this resolution; and to urge member states to continue contributing to the attainment of the objectives established in said resolutions through the development and execution of activities, the submission of reports, the exchange of information, the adoption of measures and policies, and cooperation, support, and mutual assistance; and to instruct the General Secretariat to provide necessary support to those ends. To endorse the “Recommendations of Medellín for Strengthening International Cooperation in the Area of Public Security” (MISPA IV/doc.4/13 rev. 1) that emerged from the Fourth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, held in Medellín, Colombia, on November 21 and 22, 2013, and to encourage member states to effectively apply and continue implementing the “Commitment to Public Security in the Americas,” the “Consensus of Santo Domingo on Public Security,” and the “Recommendations of Port-of-Spain on Police Management.” (Paragraph approved)
5. To convene the first meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on International Cooperation, to be held in Colombia in the second half of 2014, in accordance with follow-up paragraph 5 on the “Recommendations of Medellín for Strengthening International Cooperation in the Area of Public Security.” (Paragraph approved)

26. To urge those States Parties that requested extensions under Article 5 of the Ottawa Convention to make every effort necessary to comply with their obligations within their respective clearance deadlines. (Paragraph approved)
27. To congratulate the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, which at the thirteenth meeting of the States Parties to the Ottawa Convention, held in Geneva in December 2013, was declared an anti-personnel mine-free territory, thereby fulfilling the commitment it made one year ahead of the established deadline. (Paragraph approved)
28. To firmly condemn, in accordance with the principles and norms of international humanitarian law, the use, stockpiling, production, and transfer of antipersonnel mines and improvised explosive devices by non-state actors, especially illegal armed groups in Colombia and Peru, which acts put at grave risk the population of the affected countries; and to strongly call upon non-state actors to observe the international norm established by the Ottawa Convention to facilitate progress toward a mine-free world. (Paragraph approved)
29. To note its gratitude for the cooperation that the AICMA provides to member states in the demining process and in the delivery of medical care to victims. Similarly, to note its gratitude for the support given by the Assistance Mission for Mine Clearance in South America (MARMINAS) through its participation with observers and provision of training, and to recognize the high level of cooperation between Ecuador and Peru, which has enabled great progress in clearing the Amazonian jungle area of antipersonnel mines. (Paragraph approved) 
30. To recognize that the bilateral humanitarian demining model and the management models established by Ecuador and Peru are an example of effective and efficient South-South cooperation that could be replicated in other member states and are the result of the appropriate implementation of an important confidence-building measure that includes joint training efforts, exchange of information, expertise and experience acquired in the performance of their obligations under the Ottawa Convention, and the creation of the Peru-Ecuador Binational Humanitarian Demining Unit. (Paragraph approved)
31. To underline that Colombia, which has the second largest number of new victims worldwide as a result of the use of these devices by non-state armed actors, hosted the “Global Conference on Assisting Landmines and other Explosive Remnants of War Survivors in the Context of Disability Rights and other Domains: Bridges between Worlds,” which took place in Medellin, Colombia, on April 3 and 4, 2014, and which had an important participation of the region and managed to advance the understanding of victim assistance, beyond the human rights approach embodied in the Ottawa Convention. (Paragraph approved)
32. To note that the UN General Assembly, by resolution A/RES/60/97, entitled “Assistance in mine action,” declared April 4 of every year as the International Day for Mine Awareness and Assistance in Mine Action, and to invite states to mark the day in solidarity of the Member States concerned, in particular of their populations. (Paragraph approved)
33. To renew its call for all States and other relevant parties to work together to promote, support, and advance the care, rehabilitation and social and economic reintegration of mine victims, mine risk education programs and the removal and destruction of anti-personnel mines placed or stockpiled throughout the world. (Paragraph approved) 
34. To urge all States Parties to provide the Secretary-General with complete and timely information as required under Article 7 of the Convention in order to promote transparency and compliance with the Convention. (Paragraph approved)
35. To urge the States Parties to the Convention, interested states, the United Nations, other competent international organizations or institutions, regional organizations, the International Committee of the Red Cross, and competent nongovernmental organizations to attend the Third Review Conference, to be held in Maputo, Mozambique, from June 23 to 27, 2014, in order to make a substantive contribution to the deliberations and to discuss the progress achieved in the implementation of the Cartagena Declaration, “A Shared Commitment to a Mine-Free World and the Cartagena Action Plan 2010 – 2014: Ending the Suffering Caused by Antipersonnel Mines,” and to renew their commitment to the Convention. (Paragraph approved)
Execution of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime and Strengthening of Hemispheric Cooperation

36. To include the issue of transnational organized crime in the work plan of the Committee on Hemispheric Security for 2014-2015. (Paragraph approved)
37. To request the General Secretariat, in particular, the SMS and the Department of Legal Cooperation to conduct a study on the efforts it makes and the structure it is using to deal with issues connected with combating transnational organized crime, identifying strengths and potential areas for improvement, as well as challenges and threats, in order to avoid the duplication of tasks and more effectively support member states and the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime. The study shall be presented to the CSH by the beginning of the first quarter of 2015. (Paragraph approved)
38. To [USA: convene a joint meeting of request the CSH to hold a joint meeting with and the CAJP] in the first quarter of 2015 to address the issue of the fight against transnational organized crime. (Paragraph presented by the Chair) (ARG, VEN, BRA: suggest striking this paragraph)

40.
To instruct the General Secretariat to promote a virtual or teleconference meeting in the framework of the CSH on transnational organized crime among members of the OAS Directory of National Points of Contact for implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime.

41. To encourage member states to continue to use the OAS Hemispheric Information Exchange Network for Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matters and Extradition to communicate, coordinate, and exchange information. (Paragraph approved)
42. To take note of the dialogue that took place during the Meeting of National Authorities on Transnational Organized Crime, which reaffirmed the issue as a priority for member countries, given its impact on levels of violence and its link to other specific problems that make it more complex to solve; and the need for a holistic approach to effectively tackle this transnational problem, as well as the need for increased levels of cooperation and coordination among states and for more financial and technological resources to provide better training for forces that deal with TOC.  (Proposed by the delegation of Mexico)
43. To invite member states, permanent observers, and international organizations to make voluntary contributions to the specific fund to implement the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime. [OP 6, AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13) - modified]

44. To request the Permanent Council to continue, through the CSH, its consideration of the issue of transnational organized crime and to determine the best way to advance analysis of future structures to address the issue. [OP 9, AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13)]
Hemispheric efforts to combat trafficking in persons

45. To thank the Government of Brazil for its offer to host the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons and to convene the aforementioned meeting for Brasilia, in the second half of 2014. To that end, to establish a working group to coordinate preparations for the Meeting of National Authorities, under the leadership of Brazil, with support from the General Secretariat. (Paragraph approved)
46. To request the Permanent Council, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, to review and update, as it deems relevant, the 2010-2015 Work Plan to Combat Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere, for consideration and approval by the national authorities at their fourth meeting. (Paragraph approved)
47. To welcome the “International Seminar on Strategic Coordination between Governments and Civil Society for the Integral Protection of Victims of Trafficking in Persons,” held in Lima, Peru, on September 11 and 12, 2013, and to highlight the proposals put forward, inter alia, to consider drafting an inter-American declaration against trafficking in persons. (Paragraph approved)
Follow-up to the Special Conference on Security

48. To reaffirm its commitment to the Declaration on Security in the Americas, in particular to the multidimensional approach to security, recognizing the important contribution it has made to the hemispheric agenda as well as the need to continue its implementation, considering the areas identified at the seminar commemorating the tenth anniversary, which addressed the relationship between security and social development, in order to strengthen hemispheric cooperation, help reduce poverty, promote social inclusion, and encourage a preventive approach to counter threats to regional development. (Paragraph approved)
49. To request the Permanent Council to consider, among other things, the areas identified in the commemorative dialogue and included in the report submitted by Mexico (CP/INF.6816/13) and to systematically continue with the dialogue on the Declaration on Security in the Americas on the agenda of the Committee on Hemispheric Security. Special security concerns of the small island states of the Caribbean

50. To express its pleasure with the successful holding of the Meeting on the Special Security Concerns of the Small Island States of the Caribbean, under the theme “The Link between Security and Development in the Caribbean,” held within the Committee on Hemispheric Security at the Organization of American States in Washington D.C., on March 27, 2014. (Paragraph approved)
51. To note that the Inter-American Defense Board met with representatives of the CARICOM Security Working Group in order to comply with the request made by the small island states of the Caribbean to conduct a study on the possible components of a cyber-defense strategy for those states and to present them with options for a cyber-defense system in keeping with the IADB Statutes. (Paragraph approved)
52. To encourage the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States through the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security, to continue collaborating with the CARICOM Implementation Agency for Crime and Security (IMPACS) on security-related issues. (Paragraph approved)
53. To instruct the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council on Integral Development (CIDI) to continue advancing, within the confines of their respective competence, those issues that have an impact on the security, sustainable integral development and stability of the small island states of the Caribbean. In that regard, to continue convening, the annual meeting on the special security concerns of the small island states of the Caribbean, re-emphasizing that their peculiar characteristics of small, fragile economies and scarce resources render these states particularly vulnerable and susceptible to the effects of the myriad forms of transnational organized crime and other insecurities. Consolidation of the regime established in the Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (Treaty of Tlatelolco) 

54. To call upon those states of the region that have not yet done so to sign or ratify the amendments to the Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (Treaty of Tlatelolco), adopted by the General Conference of the Agency for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (OPANAL) in resolutions 267 (E-V), 268 (XII), and 290 (E-VII). (Paragraph approved) 
55. To note its pleasure that Antigua and Barbuda; Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, and Trinidad and Tobago deposited their respective instruments of ratification of the amendments to the Treaty of Tlatelolco referred to in the previous paragraph. (Paragraph approved) 
56. To recognize the Treaty of Tlatelolco, on the 47th anniversary of its entry into force, as demonstrating the fact that the absence of nuclear weapons in the region strengthens security and confidence among the states of the Hemisphere and sets a clear example for other states that possess such weapons. (Paragraph approved) 
57. To also welcome the revitalization, strengthening, and constructive dynamics of OPANAL over the last two years, which have enabled it to forge clear goals and a renewed and increased presence and participation in international forums that deal with the nuclear disarmament and non-proliferation agenda. (Paragraph approved) 
58. To encourage those states that have ratified the relevant protocols to the Treaty of Tlatelolco to review any reservations they have made thereon, in compliance with Action 9 of the Final Document of the 2010 Review Conference of the Parties to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons. (Paragraph approved)
59. To reiterate its interest in convening, as soon as possible, in consultation with the states of the region, a conference on the establishment in the Middle East of a zone free of nuclear weapons and all other weapons of mass destruction, on the basis of arrangements freely arrived at by all the states of the region, and with the full support and engagement of the nuclear-weapon states, as a key step in attaining the elimination of weapons of mass destruction. Disarmament and Nonproliferation in the Hemisphere

60. To foster agreement and greater confidence among states in the region and to promote, as a priority objective, nuclear disarmament and nuclear nonproliferation and to contribute to complete and general disarmament toward propitiating greater trust among the member states. (Paragraph approved)

61. To reiterate the member states’ commitment to arms control, disarmament, and nonproliferation of all weapons of mass destruction and to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (NPT), the Convention on the Prohibition on the Development, Production, Stockpiling and Use of Chemical Weapons and on their Destruction (Chemical Weapons Convention), the Convention on the Prohibition of the Development, Production and Stockpiling of Bacteriological (Biological) and Toxin Weapons and on Their Destruction (Biological Weapons Convention), and the 1925 Geneva Protocol to the 1907 Hague Convention. (Paragraph approved)
62. To reiterate our resolve to achieve the peace and security of a world without nuclear weapons and to call on the States Parties to the NPT to fully implement the obligations and commitments contained in the Treaty, particularly those relating to Articles I, II, IV, and VI, as well as the commitments adopted in the final documents of the 2000 and 2010 Review Conferences of the Parties to the NPT, which include specific measures to achieve nuclear non-proliferation and disarmament and to promote peaceful uses of nuclear energy. (Paragraph approved)
63. To take note of the work of the open-ended working group to develop proposals to take forward multilateral nuclear disarmament negotiations for the achievement and maintenance of a world without nuclear weapons, established by virtue of resolution 67/56 of the United Nations General Assembly, entitled “Taking forward multilateral nuclear disarmament negotiations,” and chaired in 2013 by Costa Rica.
/ (Paragraph approved)

64. To recall that the 2010 NPT Review Conference expressed its deep concern for the catastrophic humanitarian consequences of any use of nuclear weapons and reaffirmed the need for states to comply at all times with the relevant international law, including international humanitarian law. (Paragraph approved)
65. To take note of the discussions on the Humanitarian Impact of Nuclear Weapons in Oslo, Norway (March 2013) and Nayarit, Mexico (February 2014) and to invite all member states to participate in the Third Conference on this subject to be held in Vienna, Austria, on December 8 and 9, 2014. (Paragraph approved) 
66. To urge states to consider signing or ratifying the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty (CTBT) as soon as possible, in particular the states listed in Annex 2 to the Treaty, so that it may enter into force in the shortest possible time. In this regard, to congratulate Indonesia for depositing its instrument of ratification in February 2012. (Paragraph approved)
67. To call on all states to comply fully with the Chemical Weapons Convention and to instruct the General Secretariat to explore the possibility of sharing experiences with the Technical Secretariat of the Organisation for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons (OPCW) in the area of legislative implementation of international instruments and to collaborate, within its possibilities and when so requested, in any subregional cooperation programs the OPCW may establish in the Hemisphere and to report to the CSH on its efforts. (Paragraph approved) 
68. To call on all states to comply fully with the Biological Weapons Convention and instruct the OAS General Secretariat to explore the possibility of sharing experiences with the Convention Implementation Support Unit and, as appropriate, with the Pan American Health Organization, in accordance with its mandate, in the area of the legislative implementation of international instruments and other areas complementary to the Convention, such as epidemiological monitoring, and relevant scientific information and to report to the CSH on its efforts. 73. To invite member states to consider signing and/or ratifying the Arms Trade Treaty. (Paragraph approved)
Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA)

74. To continue implementing the “Course of Action 2012-2016 for the Operation and Implementation of the CIFTA,” adopted by the Third Conference of the States Party to the CIFTA, held at OAS headquarters on May 14 and 15, 2012. (Paragraph approved)
75. To adopt the draft Model Legislation on Security Measures to Eliminate Loss and Diversion of Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and other Related Materials and the draft Model Legislation on Record-keeping, Confidentiality, and Exchange of Information related to the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and other Related Materials, both prepared by the OAS Group of Experts to Prepare Model Legislation in the Areas to which the CIFTA Refers and adopted by the CIFTA Consultative Committee at its Fifteenth Meeting on May 6, 2014. To congratulate the OAS Group of Experts to Prepare Model Legislation in the Areas to which the CIFTA Refers. (Paragraph approved)
76. To encourage member states, the Pro Tempore Secretariat, and the Technical Secretariat of the CIFTA to make use of the new information and communication technology available within the General Secretariat in order to convene meetings of the OAS Group of Experts to Prepare Model Legislation in the Areas to Which the CIFTA Refers in order to review or update, as requested by the CIFTA Consultative Committee, model legislation already developed under the Convention. (Paragraph approved)
77. To request the General Secretariat to strengthen its ability to provide technical legislative assistance on topics related to the CIFTA, in particular through the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Secretariat for Legal Affairs. (Paragraph approved)
78. To convene the Sixteenth Regular Meeting of the CIFTA Consultative Committee, in compliance with Article XXI of the Convention, as a one-day event during the first half of 2015, at OAS headquarters, in order to consider, chiefly, the topic of legislative measures, as agreed on in the Course of Action, and to ask the Technical Secretariat of the CIFTA to support its preparation and follow-up. To support the initiative of the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA to participate through the Secretariat pro tempore, in the Biennial Meeting of States on the Implementation of the UN Programme of Action on Small Arms and Light Weapons, to be convened from June 16 to 20, 2014 at United Nations Headquarters in New York. (Paragraph approved)
82. To thank the Government of the United States for its support for the project “Promoting the Marking of Firearms in Latin America and the Caribbean,” and to entrust its follow-up to the General Secretariat. (Paragraph approved)
83. To convene the first meeting of the Working Group to analyze the document “OAS Firearms Standards: Marking and Record-keeping,” to last two days, during the second half of 2014. (Paragraph approved)
84. To redouble efforts between the organs and entities of the OAS in order to create greater synergies for the implementation of the CIFTA and with the related processes, as applicable, that exist under the aegis of the United Nations: the United Nations Programme of Action on Small Arms and Light Weapons (UNPOA), the International Tracking Instrument (ITI), the Arms Trade Treaty (ATT), and the United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized Crime, particularly its Protocol against the illicit manufacturing of and trafficking in firearms, their parts and components, and ammunition, and to ask the Technical Secretariat of the CIFTA to attend the events dealing with those international instruments and to report back to the Permanent Council through the Committee on Hemispheric Security. 89. To request that the General Secretariat, through the SMS, prepare consolidated annual reports for 2013 and 2014. (Paragraph approved)

Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) 

93. To reaffirm that countering the world drug problem is a common and shared responsibility that must be addressed in a multilateral setting, that it requires an integral and balanced approach and that it must be carried out in full conformity with the purposes and principles of the United Nations Charter and other provisions of international law, the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the Vienna Declaration and Programme of Action on human rights and, in particular, with respect for the sovereignty and territorial integrity of States, for the principle of non-intervention in internal affairs of States and for all human rights and fundamental freedoms, and on the basis of the principles of equal rights and mutual respect. (Paragraph approved)
94.
To reaffirm that the world drug problem should be addressed in accordance with the provisions in the Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs of 1961, amended by the 1972 Protocol, the Convention on Psychotropic Substances of 1971 and the United Nations Convention Against Illicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances of 1988, which constitute the framework of the international drug control system. (Paragraph approved)
95.
To invite member states to implement or strengthen, as appropriate, a public health and human rights perspective in their demand reduction public policies based on an integral, multidisciplinary and intersectoral approach based on scientific evidence, according to their individual situation, which incorporates prevention, early intervention, treatment, care, rehabilitation, recovery and social reintegration measures. (Paragraph approved)
96.
Also to invite member states to promote and put in practice prevention measures, including those oriented to counter the social consequences related to the drug problem. (Paragraph approved)
97.
