I. INTRODUCTION
At its regular meeting of July 23, 2014, the Permanent Council installed the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH). 
The purpose of this Work Plan and Calendar of Activities is to propose a method for organizing the work of the CSH for the period from August 2014 to May 2015, so that it may conclude its general activities and discharge its principal responsibility of following up on the implementation of its mandates prior to the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly.
The programmed activities include __ meetings to conduct an institutional follow-up of the topics and to prepare the draft resolution(s) for the next regular session of the General Assembly, as well as __ special events to be held at the General Assembly’s specific behest.
II. OFFICERS
For the period covered by this Work Plan and Calendar, the Permanent Council, at its regular meeting of August 6, 2014, elected Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the Organization of American States (OAS), as Chair of the CSH.

At the first formal meeting of the CSH, held on August 26, 2014, the Committee elected Ambassador Leonidas Rosa Bautista, Permanent Representative of Honduras to the OAS, as Vice Chair.
III. MANDATES
Under Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the CSH has the following functions: 

· To study, and make recommendations to the Permanent Council on, any matters relating to hemispheric security that may be entrusted to it by the Permanent Council and, through it, by the General Assembly, in particular with a view to promoting cooperation in this area.

At its regular meeting of July 23, 2014, the Permanent Council approved its document on the distribution of mandates for the period 2014-2015 (CP/doc.5061/14 rev. 1), which assigned the following to the CSH:

1. Follow-up on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2862 (XLIV-O/14), “The Americas: A Zone of Peace, Cooperation, and Peaceful Dispute Settlement”

2. Follow-up on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14), “Advancing Hemispheric Security:  A Multidimensional Approach”

3. Follow-up on implementation of the current and procedural mandates assigned to the CSH, contained in document CP/CSH/INF. 394/14
4. Presentation of the observations and recommendations on the annual reports of the following organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization (Article 91.f of the OAS Charter): 

a. Inter-American Defense Board (IADB)
b. Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE)
c. Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD)
In addition, at its forty-sixth special session, the OAS General Assembly issued resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLVI-E/14), “Reflections and Guidelines to Formulate and Follow up on Comprehensive Policies to Address the World Drug Problem in the Americas,” which also contains mandates for the CSH.

IV. PROCEDURE
a.
Preparation for special events to be held within the CSH framework
During the 2014-2015 period, four special events will be held within the framework of the CSH.

· Joint meeting of the CSH and the CAJP, first quarter of 2015, to address the issue of combating transnational organized crime
· Annual meeting on the special security concerns of the small island states of the Caribbean (OP 53)
As concerns the three events in the first half of 2015, the Chair asks the delegations to kindly submit their suggestions for the agendas. The proposals should include suggestions both for the topics to be addressed at each event and for the panelists who would be invited, with the understanding that the CSH will not be responsible for covering their expenses incurred in attending those meetings.
Following those suggestions and comments, and with the assistance of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Secretariat of the Permanent Council, the Chair will prepare a draft agenda for each event. 
b.
Working groups
At its meeting of August 20, 2014, by resolution CP/RES. 1032 (1983/14), the Permanent Council decided to install a working group, within the framework of the Committee on Hemispheric Security, to prepare for the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons, to be held in Brasilia, Brazil, on December 4 and 5, 2014. It also decided that said group would be chaired by Brazil and would be open to the participation of all member states.

On August 26, 2014, the CSH elected Mrs. Viviane Prado Sabbag, Alternate Representative of Brazil to the OAS, to serve as Chair of that Working Group.

c.
Follow-up on institutional topics

The calendar will include activities for following up on institutional topics. The agendas for these meetings will be coordinated by the Chair with the support of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Secretariat of the Council/Secretariat of the CSH, in addition to the countries proposing each of the topics. The goal is to discharge fully and satisfactorily all of the mandates assigned to the CSH by the General Assembly. 

To assist delegations in their consideration of priority matters in the CSH, at the start of the Committee’s meetings the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security will present, as appropriate and when deemed necessary, pertinent information on the background, current status, and/or future plans regarding said matters.
d.
Negotiation of draft resolutions

As in previous years, in early 2015 the Chair, in concert with the member state delegations, will begin to move forward with work on the presentation and negotiation of the draft resolution(s) on the matters followed up on by the CSH so that necessary negotiations may be held in a timely fashion and inputs that are innovative and relevant to peoples and governments may be submitted to the General Assembly at its forty-fifth regular session.
This Work Plan and Schedule of Activities provide detailed information on the mandates entrusted to the CSH, the activities to be carried out, and the technical areas that would support the work. The CSH will amend this document in order to discharge the assigned tasks and attain optimal results.

V. CONSIDERATIONS OF THE MEMBER STATES

I am pleased to present this Draft Work Plan and Calendar of Activities for consideration by the OAS member state delegations. I eagerly await the delegations’ suggestions on the proposed procedures and time frames. Likewise, I reiterate that we all share the commitment to achieve the objectives set for the CSH by the Permanent Council and the General Assembly.
