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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,


HAVING SEEN the “Annual Report of the Permanent Council to the General Assembly 2014-2015” (AG/doc.XXXX/15), in particular the section on the activities of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH);


REAFFIRMING the norms and principles of international law contained in the Charter of the Organization of American States and the Charter of the United Nations;
RECALLING the resolutions assigned to the CSH as detailed in the “List of Resolutions Assigned to the Committee on Hemispheric Security (1995-2014) and Other Resolutions Related to Security Issues (1991-1994)” (CP/CSH/INF.278/11 rev. 3);


REAFFIRMING that the programs, activities, and tasks set out in the resolutions on hemispheric security help further one of the essential purposes of the Organization enshrined in the Charter of the Organization of American States, to strengthen peace and security in the Hemisphere, in accordance with the legal system of each country, with full respect for international law and underscoring that cooperation among member states is fundamental for the attainment of that goal;

REAFFIRMING ALSO the provisions of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, adopted in Mexico City in October 2003, which provides that the “new concept of security in the Hemisphere is multidimensional in scope, includes traditional and new threats, concerns, and other challenges to the security of the states of the Hemisphere, incorporates the priorities of each state, contributes to the consolidation of peace, integral development, and social justice, and is based on democratic values, respect for and promotion and defense of human rights, solidarity, cooperation, and respect for national sovereignty”;

REAFFIRMING the importance of adopting policies, programs, and actions to prevent and address violence, crime, and insecurity;


EMPHASIZING  the importance of continuing to contribute to global efforts and the steadfast commitment of Latin America and the Caribbean to nonproliferation of weapons of mass destruction and in particular the cause of complete and verifiable nuclear disarmament and the nonproliferation of nuclear weapons, in keeping with the principles and purposes of the Charter of the United Nations;
RECALLING that the Declaration of Santiago (1995), the Declaration of San Salvador (1998), the Consensus of Miami, and resolution AG/RES. 2447 (XXXIX-O/09), “Confidence- and Security-Building in the Americas,” among other resolutions on confidence- and security-building measures (CSBMs), are foundational pillars of the confidence- and security-building system in the Hemisphere and constitute a direct forerunner of those adopted subsequently at the regional and subregional levels;

REAFFIRMING OAS General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2862 (XLIV-O/14) declaring “the consolidation of the zone of peace and cooperation in the Americas”;

REAFFIRMING ALSO the progress made at the forty-sixth special session of the OAS General Assembly on “Reflections and Guidelines to Formulate and Follow Up on Comprehensive Policies to Address the World Drug Problem” and the importance of continuing the dialogue so as to prepare for and contribute to the special session of the United Nations on the world drug problem, to be held in 2016.;

UNDERSCORING the importance of the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA), the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC), and the Inter-American Convention against Terrorism;


HAVING SEEN the annual reports of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) (CP/doc.), the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) (CP/doc.), and the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) (CP/doc.);


EXPRESSING ITS SATISFACTION with the holding or preparations for the of the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-V), in Peru to be held on November 19 and 20, 2015; the fifteenth regular session of CICTE, on March 18,, 2015; the Meeting of National Authorities on Transnational Organized Crime; the fifty-seventh regular session of CICAD; and the sixteenth regular meeting of the Consultative Committee of CIFTA, on May 6, 2014;


BEARING IN MIND the results of the above-mentioned conferences and meetings,
RESOLVES:

I. ACTIVITIES OF THE COMMITTEE ON HEMISPHERIC SECURITY

AND THE MEMBER STATES


1.
To reaffirm to the Permanent Council and to the General Secretariat the applicable mandates contained in past resolutions of the General Assembly on hemispheric security and mentioned in the preambular part of this resolution; and to urge member states to continue contributing to the attainment of the objectives established in said resolutions through the development and execution of activities, the submission of reports, the exchange of information, the adoption of measures and policies, and cooperation, support, and mutual assistance; and to instruct the General Secretariat to provide necessary support to those ends.


2.
To instruct the Permanent Council to continue, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) and pursuant to the mandates in this resolution, participating in, holding consultations with, and sharing experiences and information with other regional and international forums.


3.
To recognize the central role of the CSH in security and defense matters in the framework of the Organization of American States (OAS), and to instruct the Permanent Council to continue, through the CSH, to promote and coordinate cooperation among the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization.

Meetings of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA)

4. To encourage member states to effectively apply and continue implementing the Commitment to Public Security in the Americas, the Consensus of Santo Domingo on Public Security, and the Port of Spain Recommendations for Police Management.

5. To convene the first meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on International Cooperation, to be held in Colombia , in accordance with follow-up paragraph 5 on the Recommendations of Medellín for Strengthening International Cooperation in the Area of Public Security.

6. To consider the recommendations of the second meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on Police Management, held in Peru on April 23 and 24, 2015 in accordance with follow-up paragraph 6 of the Recommendations of Medellín for Strengthening International Cooperation in the Area of Public Security.

7. To recognize the importance of creating an OAS technical cooperation mechanism on police matters, based on the criteria of civilian oversight and technical efficiency, in order effectively to address the needs of member states and their coordination at the hemispheric level. To that end, to request the CSH to hold consultations, which may be done through a working group, in order to draw up a proposed mechanism for submission to the OAS General Assembly at its forty-sixth regular session. The aforesaid proposal should address coordination of the activities pursued by different bodies within the Organization so as to avoid overlapping efforts and make optimal use of the General Secretariat’s extant resources, as well as cooperation with other agencies at the global, regional, and subregional levels.
8. To acknowledge the technical cooperation provided by the American Police Community (AMERIPOL) to the OAS and the member states. Accordingly, it is necessary to broaden and strengthen the current memorandum of understanding between the Secretary General and AMERIPOL and to establish a technical cooperation mechanism on police matters, along with an office in the OAS, staffed with officers appointed by AMERIPOL, to advise the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and any member states that so request.

9. To request the CSH to conduct consultations, for instance through a Working Group, with a view to preparing a draft mechanism to be submitted to the OAS General Assembly at its forty-fifth regular session. That draft should spell out how the activities carried out by different bodies within the Organization will be coordinated with AMERIPOL activities, in such a way as to avoid overlapping and to make optimal use of resources already existing in the General Secretariat.
10. To Instruct the Organization of American States through the Secretariat of Multidimensional Security to strengthen the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with AMERIPOL through the creation of an official liaison office at OAS Headquarters, with AMERIPOL under the Department of Public Security (DPS).  This liaison office would support DPS and dependencies of the Secretariat, the creation of the police professionalization network, and perform those duties as outlined in the MOU.  Member States are encouraged to continue to offer and appoint liaison officers through the existing process within the AMERIPOL secretariat and the OAS secretariat.

Confidence- and security-building in the Americas

11. To continue to encourage and implement confidence- and security-building measures (CSBMs) in keeping with the provisions of the Declaration of San Salvador on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures, the Declaration of San Salvador and Santiago on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures, the Consensus of Miami, and the Declaration on Security in the Americas, urging all member states to furnish the General Secretariat, by July 15 of each year with information on the application of CSBMs.

12. To endorse the Chairman’s Conclusions (CSH/FORO-VI/doc.) from the sixth meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures held in Washington, D.C., on March 12, 2015.
/
13. To request that the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security (SMS) fully implement the central data base and online reporting of CSBMs as approved by the OAS General Assembly to improve the access and availability of members states reports and facilitate the reporting of measures.
/
Declaration of San Salvador on Citizen Security in the Americas

14. To urge member states and the General Secretariat to continue implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action to Follow up on the Declaration of San Salvador on Citizen Security in the Americas 2013-2015.

Support for the Caribbean Security Strategy

15. To invite member states and instruct the General Secretariat to continue collaborating with the CARICOM Crime and Security Strategy.

Preventing violence and crime

16. To instruct the General Secretariat, through its Secretariat for Multidimensional Security, to continue its work to establish and coordinate, in consultation with the member states, an inter-American network for the prevention of violence and crime (network) to contribute to the efforts and capabilities of the member states, particularly in areas relating to participation by the population within the framework of citizen security and community organization. 
17. To invite member states, permanent observer states, and the international community to consider donating financial and technical assistance to the Prevention of Violence specific fund to support activities designed to prevent violence and crime. 
18. To make an effort to obtain better data and strengthen evaluations and diagnostic assessments for formulating effective public policies on prevention of violence and crime, so as to better address this phenomenon in the region in a comprehensive way, and, to that end, to promote observatories on violence and crime.
/
The Americas as an antipersonnel land mine-free zone
19. To renew its support for the efforts by affected member states to rid their territories of anti-personnel land mines and to destroy stockpiles, in order to make the America’s the world’s first land-mine-free zone.

20. To acknowledge the support shown by 33 member states of the Hemisphere by ratifying the Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and on their Destruction  (Ottawa Convention); to encourage governments to continue working or lending their support to anti-mine efforts pursuant to that Convention, their anti-mine action plans, and the provision of resources at their disposal; and to urge States that have not yet done so to consider ratifying or acceding to, as soon as possible, the Ottawa Convention, in order to ensure that it is fully and effectively implemented in the Americas and contribute to its universalization.

21. To urge states that requested extensions under Article 5 of the Ottawa Convention to make every effort to meet their obligations on time.

22. To exhort the member states, permanent observers, international organizations, and the international community to consider strengthening their technical and financial support for the Comprehensive Action Against Anti-personnel Mines Program (AICMA) and for the demining programs being carried out by member states in their territories; and to continue their cooperation with projects devoted to comprehensive action against anti-personnel mines, including humanitarian demining, assistance to victims, clearance and mine risk education and prevention of accidents involving mines, as well as the socio-economic recovery of demined zones with a view to contributing to the development of the communities affected.

23. To recognize the efforts being made by the Government of Colombia within the peace process, in which dialogue with the FARC has facilitated and allowed the government to set rules and implement a Pilot Scheme for demining that contains a commitment to clear and decontaminate territories harboring anti-personnel mines (APMs), improvised explosive device (IEDs), unexploded ordnance (UXO), and explosive remnants of war (ERW). This plan will be carried with the support and coordination of Ayuda Popular Noruega (Norwegian People’s Support, APN).

24. To underscore the support provided by the AICMA program with accrediting and monitoring civilian organizations wishing to conduct humanitarian demining activities in Colombian territory, and to recognize Colombia’s efforts to achieve concrete results in developing the rules and regulations needed for these kinds of activities which supplement the work done by the Humanitarian Demining Battalion.

25. To acknowledge and express its support for the work being done by Colombia and Ecuador as Co-chairs of the Standing Committees of the Ottawa Convention on Victim Assistance and on Resources, Cooperation and Assistance, respectively.

Execution of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime and strengthening of hemispheric cooperation
26. To request the Permanent Council to continue, through the Committee of Hemispheric Security its consideration of the issue of transnational organized crime

27. To request the General Secretariat to create a coordinating body with the participation of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security (SMS), the Department of Legal Cooperation, and appropriate OAS entities in order to avoid the duplication of tasks and more effectively support member states and the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime. 

28. To hold the second virtual meeting or teleconference on transnational organized crime among members of the OAS Directory of National Points of Contact, for the purposes of implementation of the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime.

29. To urge member states to continue to use and fund the OAS Hemispheric Network for Legal Cooperation on Criminal Matters to communicate, coordinate, and exchange information.
30. To invite member states, permanent observers, and international organizations to make voluntary contributions to the specific fund to implement the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime.
31. To request that the General Secretariat create an ad hoc Working Group on Transnational Organized Crime, composed of senior representatives from the CICAD Executive Secretariat, the Department of Public Security (DPS), the CICTE Executive Secretariat, and the Secretariat for Legal Affairs. The above working group would address and coordinate SMS capacity building, training, or other activities related to transnational organized crime (TOC), in support of member states’ efforts to combat TOC.

32. To request that the Permanent Council, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, hold an annual meeting of the Committee on Hemispheric Security dedicated to the issue of transnational organized crime with the participation of national authorities.
/
Hemispheric efforts to combat trafficking in persons

33. To implement the recommendations and conclusion of the Brasilia meeting on Trafficking in persons.

Special security concerns of the small island states of the Caribbean

34. To encourage the General Secretariat of the OAS, through the SMS, to continue collaborating with the CARICOM Implementation Agency for Crime and Security (IMPACS) on security-related issues.
The drug problem in the Americas

35. To take note of the OAS Secretary General’s report entitled “The Drug Problem in the Americas” and to acknowledge the progress made and reaffirm the commitments made at the forty-third regular session of the OAS General Assembly, "For a comprehensive policy against the world drug problem in the Americas," and at the forty-sixth special session of the OAS General Assembly, "Reflections and Guidelines to formulate and follow up on comprehensive policies to address the world drug problem." Accordingly, dialogue among the member states must continue to be promoted, in preparation for the United Nations General Assembly Special Session on the world drug problem, to be held in 2016.
/
II. LEGAL INSTRUMENTS

36. To urge member states that have not already done so to give prompt consideration to ratifying or acceding to, as the case may be, the Inter-American Convention Against the illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA) and the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC).

37. To request the Secretary General to present to the Permanent Council prior to the forty-six regular session of the General Assembly a report on the status of signatures and ratifications of, and accessions to, the CIFTA and the CITAAC.

38. To invite member states to consider signing and/or ratifying the Arms Trade Treaty. 
Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA)

39. To continue implementing the Course of Action 2012-2016 for the operation and implementation of the CIFTA. 16th regular meeting of the CIFTA Consultative Committee. 

Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions (CITAAC) 

40. To urge States Parties to submit in a timely fashion annual reports and notifications in compliance with their obligations under Articles III and IV of the CITAAC, and to identify before July 1 of each year national points of contact to contribute to the preparation of notifications and annual reports.

41. To request the General Secretariat to contact the non-member states of the Organization so that they may contribute to the objective of the CITAAC by providing information annually to the General Secretariat on their exports of conventional weapons to States Parties to the CITAAC, in accordance with Article V thereof.

42. To set January 29, 2016, at the headquarters of the OAS General Secretariat as the date and place of the Second Conference of the States Parties to the Convention, in accordance with Article VIII of the CITAAC and AG/RES. 2809 (XLIII-O/13), and to request that the General Secretariat budget for the above conference and its two one-day preparatory meetings and that it support preparations for and follow-up on said conference.

III.  OBSERVATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS ON THE ANNUAL 
REPORTS OF THE ORGANS, AGENCIES, AND ENTITIES OF THE ORGANIZATION (ARTICLE 91.F OF THE CHARTER OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES)
Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD)

Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE)
43. To invite member states to cooperate with the General Secretariat in implementing the commitments contained in the CICTE 2015 Work Plan approved by the member states of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism at its fifteenth regular session, which includes cooperation in the working areas of cyber-security, border controls, legislative assistance and combating terrorism financing, protection of critical infrastructure, strengthening strategies to counter emerging terrorist threats, and international cooperation.

44. To ratify the Declaration on “Protection of Critical Infrastructure from Emerging Threats,” adopted by the member states of the  Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) at its fifteenth regular session (March 19 and 20, 2015, Washington, D.C.) and to encourage member states to fulfill the commitments contained therein.
/
45. To instruct the General Secretariat to provide the CICTE Secretariat with the necessary support to ensure continuity in the implementation of its mandates, including support for implementing the CICTE Work Plan and for convening and holding the sixteenth regular session of CICTE, scheduled to be held at the headquarters of the Organization, in Washington, D.C., from February 24 to 26, 2016, and of the fourteenth meeting of National Points of Contact of CICTE, which will take place in conjunction with that regular session, as well as the three one-day meetings to be held on November 13, 2015; December 11, 2015; and January 15, 2016, at the headquarters of the Organization.

46. To request the Chair of CICTE to report to the General Assembly at its forty-sixth regular session on implementation of the mandates set out in the CICTE Work Plan.
/
47. To take note of what the member states had said about the need for CICTE to seek ways to further improve the efficiency of the Meeting of National Points of Contact and CICTE's financial sustainability over the long term.
/
Inter-American Defense Board (IADB)

48. To request that the IADB, to continue reporting to the CSH on its analysis and review of the technical, consultative, and educational advisory services that the IADB can provide to member states, pursuant to its Statutes, by submitting a report to the CSH in December of each year.

IV. FOLLOW-UP AND REPORTING

49. To instruct the SMS to submit in due course its 2015-2016 plan of activities for consultations or proper oversight by member states. 
50. To instruct inter-American organizations and institutions to lend their broadest possible cooperation and to coordinate as closely as possible to fulfill the mandates contained in this document. In pursuance of the efforts and public policies on security outlined in this resolution, the member states request that the OAS Secretary General undertake the necessary coordination with other international organizations and agencies to that end.

51. To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-fifth regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
