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I. INTRODUCTION
At its regular meeting of July 29, 2015, the Permanent Council installed the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) for the 2015-2016 term.

The purpose of this Work Plan and Calendar of Activities is to propose a method for organizing the work of the CSH for the period from August 2015 to May 2016, so that it may conclude its general activities and discharge its principal responsibility of following up on the implementation of its mandates prior to the forty-sixth regular session of the General Assembly.

The programmed activities include 20 meetings to conduct an institutional follow-up of topics and to prepare the draft omnibus resolution for the next regular session of the General Assembly.

II. OFFICERS

For the period covered by this Work Plan and Calendar, the Permanent Council, at its regular meeting of August 5, 2015, elected Ambassador Juan Federico Jiménez Mayor, Permanent Representative of Peru to the OAS, as Chair of the CSH for the first part of the 2015-2016 work period  (that is, the second half of the 2015 calendar year), and elected Ambassador Marco Vinicio Albuja Martínez, Permanent Representative of Ecuador to the OAS, to serve as Chair of the CSH for the second part of the 2015-2016 work period (that is, the first half of the 2016 calendar year).

That regular meeting was also apprised of the Permanent Council’s willingness to have Ambassador Marco Vinicio Albuja Martínez, Permanent Representative of Ecuador to the OAS, serve as First Vice Chair of the CSH for the first part of the 2015-2016 work period (that is, the second half of the  2015 calendar year); and Ambassador Juan Federico Jiménez Mayor, Permanent Representative of Peru to the OAS, as First Vice Chair of the CSH for the second part of the 2015-2016 work period (that is, the first half of the 2016 calendar year).

The formula for Vice Chair of the Committee, outlined in the preceding paragraph, was reaffirmed at the CSH meeting on August 26. At that meeting as well, Ambassador Bocchit Edmond, Permanent Representative of Haiti, was appointed as Second Vice Chair and Ms. Patricia D’Costa, Alternate Representative of Canada to the OAS, as Third Vice Chair.

III. MANDATES

Under Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the CSH has the following functions: 
· To study, and make recommendations to the Permanent Council on, any matters relating to hemispheric security that may be entrusted to it by the Permanent Council and, through it, by the General Assembly, in particular with a view to promoting cooperation in this area.

At its regular meeting of August 5, 2015, the Permanent Council approved its document on the distribution of mandates for the 2015-2016 term (CP/doc.5141/15 rev. 1), which assigned the following to the CSH:

From the forty-forth regular session, 2014: (CP/doc.5061/14 rev. 1):

1. Follow-up on implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2862 (XLIV-O/14), “The Americas: A Zone of Peace, Cooperation, and Peaceful Dispute Settlement”

2. Follow-up on implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14), “Advancing Hemispheric Security:  A Multidimensional Approach” 

3. Follow-up on implementation of the current and procedural mandates assigned to the CSH, contained in document CP/CSH/INF.394/14.
From the forty-sixth regular session, September 2014:

4. Follow-up on implementation of resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLVI-E/14), “Reflections and Guidelines to Formulate and Follow Up on Comprehensive Policies to Address the World Drug Problem in the Americas” (Operative paragraph 8)
From the OAS Charter:

5. Presentation by the member states of observations and recommendations on the annual reports of the following organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization (Article 91(f) of the OAS Charter): 

a) Inter-American Defense Board (IADB)

b) Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE)

c) Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD)

IV. PROCEDURE

In this draft Plan the intention is to suggest to all delegations the need for constant interaction based on mandates. The aim is to work in a sustained manner and with all the delegations, based on dialogue and discussion on substantive consensus issues. A set of activities is being established, among them special events, working groups, follow-up to institutional matters, and negotiation of resolutions. It is our hope that this will produce concrete products in developing this important pillar of the Organization: security.

The approach will be to insist on dialogue during regular CSH meetings, based on thematic agendas whereby the organs responsible for security issues report to the member states on their activities and fulfillment of mandates. In all this, the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security will provide us with technical support.

In terms of helping the states to better cooperate to define hemispheric policies, we propose that in this annual exercise, the CSH could consider including in its work plan discussion of a special topic under multidimensional security mandates, which special topic must find consensus among the countries and must identify specific action to benefit the peoples of the Americas and the legitimacy of the OAS itself.

We also consider it important to incorporate the issue of multidimensional security under the Permanent Council itself. In that regard, we feel the Chair should provide those bodies with feedback on the actions that the CSH is taking.

Preparation for special events to be held within the CSH framework

The special events to be held during the 2015-2016 term are reflected in the table with the Calendar of Activities.

b)
Working groups

1. At its February 27, 2014 meeting, via resolution CP/RES. 1043, the Permanent Council decided to establish a working group—within the framework of the Committee on Hemispheric Security—to coordinate all preparations for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-V), to be held in Peru, on November 19 and 20, 2015. It also decided that said group would be chaired by Peru.

On July 13, 2015, the CSH installed the working group and elected Ambassador Juan Federico Jiménez Mayor, Permanent Representative of Peru to the OAS, to serve as its Chair.

2. On December 15, 2015, the Committee on Hemispheric Security established the “Working Group on the Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime.”
The Group was formally installed by the CSH on January 14, 2016, on the terms and with the mandate contained in document CP/CSH-1692/15 rev. 3. On that date, the CSH also elected as Chair of the Group Counselor Flavio Medina Aliés, Alternate Representative of Dominican Republic to the OAS, and directed that that group begin its work as soon as possible.  On February 18, 2016, at its first meeting, the Working Group elected as its First Vice Chair Mr. Giovanni Snidle, Alternate Representative of United States to the OAS, and, as its Second Vice Chair, Mr. Francisco Javier Devia, Alternate Representative of Chile to the OAS.

c)
Follow-up on institutional topics

The Calendar will include activities for following up on institutional matters.       Approved under the Work Plan, the agendas for these meetings will be coordinated by the Chair, with the support of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Secretariat of the Council/Secretariat of the CSH, in addition to the countries proposing each of the topics. The goal is to discharge fully and satisfactorily all of the mandates assigned to the CSH by the General Assembly. 

To assist delegations in their consideration of priority matters in the CSH, at the start of the Committee’s meetings, the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security will present, as appropriate and when deemed necessary, pertinent information on the background, current status, and/or future plans regarding said matters.


In addition to the activities pursued by the various OAS organs in the area of security, it was decided to examine in depth the subject of transnational organized crime over the course of the 2015-2016 term, given its critical importance and current salience. This was suggested by a number of delegations for the following reasons:

· The spread of transnational organized crime is now the region’s biggest security challenge;

· Organized crime undermines and adversely affects democracy, citizen security, sustainable development, and human rights;

· States have realized that the ability to tackle transnational organized crime transcends the resources and capabilities of each country and that cooperation is essential to achieving effective results; and

· We have specific mandates:

· AG/RES. 2866 mandates, paragraphs 36-47. In particular paragraphs 40 and 41.  

· The Meeting of the OAS Group of Experts to consider the possibility of preparing a hemispheric plan (April 2005) and resolution AG/RES. 2116 (XXXV-O/05), "Fighting Transnational Organized Crime in the Hemisphere"

· The October 2006 Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime, which was adopted by the Permanent Council [CP/RES. 908 (1567/06)]

· Various General Assembly resolutions

· Various editions of the High-Level Hemispheric Meeting against Transnational Organized Crime (2012-2014)

A very strong argument is that the current Plan will mark its tenth year in 2016 and progress needs to be made toward a new Hemispheric Plan of Action against Transnational Organized Crime.

The Department of Public Security and experts will make presentations on a series of related issues, at the meetings called to discuss the topic, for the CSH to study in depth.

d)
Negotiation of the draft omnibus resolution

As in previous years, in early 2016 the Chair will submit a procedure to organize the CSH’s work and simplify the presentation and negotiation of the proposed language on the matters followed up on by the CSH, which should be submitted to the General Assembly at its forty-sixth regular session.

This Work Plan and Calendar of Activities provide detailed information on the mandates entrusted to the CSH, the activities to be carried out, and the technical areas that would support the work. The CSH will amend this document as necessary in order to discharge the assigned tasks and attain optimal results.

V. CONSIDERATIONS OF THE MEMBER STATES

The Chair issued his draft work plan and calendar of activities (2015-2016) for consideration by the OAS member state delegations on August 24, 2015, and presented it at the meeting of the CSH on August 26. The delegations offered comments and input with regard to substance and form, which were likewise submitted to the Committee for consideration at its meetings of September 11 and October 1, and, to the extent that they met with the approval of the CSH, were included in the final version of the document.

The final version of the CSH work plan and calendar of activities 2015-2016 was adopted at the CSH meeting of October 1, 2015, on the understanding that it was a living document and, therefore, subject to such changes as may be necessary to ensure the success of the work of the CSH.

The fourth revision, published on February 4, 2016, reflects necessary changes to dates in order to guide the work of the CSH under the chairmanship of Ambassador Marco Vinicio Albuja Martínez, Permanent Representative of Ecuador to the OAS (from January 1, 2016). Such changes, however, do not entail any modifications to the substance or form of the document already approved by CSH on October 1, 2015.
