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INTRODUCTION

At its regular meeting on September 6, 2007, the Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CHS) proposed to present at the beginning of 2008 a methodology with the purpose of organizing the work of the Committee and increasing the efficiency of the work carried out for the presentation and negotiation of draft resolutions to be submitted to the thirty-eighth regular session of the General Assembly.
I. MANDATES
According to Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the CHS has the following functions: 

· To study, and make recommendations to the Permanent Council on, any matters relating to hemispheric security that may be entrusted to it by the Permanent Council and, through it, by the General Assembly, in particular with a view to promoting cooperation in this area.

Pursuant to Article 30 of its Rules of Procedure, at the meeting on July 12, 2007, the Permanent Council decided that, in the framework of the functions established in Article 20 of its Rules of Procedure, the CHS would have responsibility for the following mandates, assigned in document “Assignment of Mandates Issued by the General Assembly at its Thirty-Seventh Regular Session” (CP/doc.4238/07 rev. 2):

II. Methodology 

The following suggestions could serve as basic guidelines for presenting and negotiating resolutions: 

· Rationalize the work of the Committee by adopting a UN approach of biennialization or triennialization of Committee resolutions.  (UNGA 59/95 and 58/316)

· Prepare an overall Committee resolution on various themes to continue existing mandates of past OAS General Assemblies.

· Limit the time for negotiating each resolution (E.g.: 30 minutes per resolution in each session). This timing will depend on the number of resolutions to be considered in each session.

· Prepare draft resolutions that, if possible:

· Contain less number of preambular and operative paragraphs. 

· Avoid repetition of identical paragraphs in different resolutions.

· Consider limiting the number of special sessions. If special sessions are being proposed, take into consideration their timing so that they take place no later than Mid-March of 2009 and preferably that they are distributed evenly through the year, scheduling some during the second semester of 2008. Also, be more selective of special sessions versus regular meetings of the Committee
· During the negotiation process, if considered appropriate, delegations will seek to reach agreements in informal consultations among Member States prior to taking up matters in formal discussions.

· Establish timelines for submitting draft resolutions to the CSH - Set April 18, 2008 as a deadline for submitting any additional resolutions.
· Resolutions with financial implications should be negotiated ahead of time so they can be transmitted to CAAP.
· Identify ways to gather resolutions together by similar thematic areas, combining texts into combined resolutions, when possible.
