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AGREEMENT OF THE Permanent Council on the inclusion of footnotes
and annexation of documents to draft resolutions to be submitted
to the General Assembly for consideration

(Adopted at the regular meeting held on April 20, 2011)

· As of the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly and at its sessions thereafter, footnotes referring to any parts of a draft resolution shall be limited to a maximum of two lines. For footnotes that exceed that length, the first two lines will begin on the corresponding page and the remainder of the note will continue at the end of the text of the draft resolution. The same practice will apply for draft resolutions to be adopted by the Permanent Council. 
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As of the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly and at its sessions thereafter no documents should be included in draft resolutions, except if they are documents to be adopted or approved by the General Assembly such as conventions, charters, statutes and the like. Any references to documents in the text of draft resolutions should be made using the appropriate title and classification and other identifying information such as name, place and date of meeting were the document was considered.
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
