CONVOCATION OF THE SIXTH MEETING OF THE REMJA WORKING GROUP ON LEGAL COOPERATION IN CRIMINAL MATTERS PURSUANT TO RESOLUTION AG/RES. 2783 (XLIII-O/13) AND THE CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE 
NINTH MEETING OF MINISTERS OF JUSTICE OR OTHER MINISTERS 
OR ATTORNEYS GENERAL OF THE AMERICAS (REMJA-IX)

(Presented by the Permanent Mission of Brazil)

THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,
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CONSIDERING the Conclusions and Recommendations of REMJA IX (REMJA-IX/doc.2/12 rev. 1) and resolution AG/RES. 2783 (XLIII-0/11), by which the General Assembly requests the Permanent Council to convene the sixth meeting of the REMJA Working Group on Legal Cooperation in Criminal Matters; and

BEARING IN MIND that item 17 of the “Document of Washington” provides that meetings of working groups shall be formally convened by resolution of the Permanent Council of the OAS,

RESOLVES:

1. To convene the sixth meeting of the REMJA Working Group on Legal Cooperation in Criminal Matters, to be held in Brasilia, Brazil, on May 15 and 16, 2014, in order to carry out the mandates contained in the Conclusions and Recommendations of REMJA-IX.
2. To request that the General Secretariat provide the necessary technical and administrative support to prepare for the aforesaid meeting in coordination with Brazil, the host country, and that it take the necessary steps so that the meeting can be held within the financial resources available in the Organization's program-budget and other resources for 2014.
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
