Two options exist for drafting this part of the Preamble:  (i) The Section can begin with the Subtitle “CONSIDERING,”(as we have done above) and then all the following paragraphs will begin with the word “That” and end with a “;”, or (ii) Omit the Subtitle “CONSIDERING” and begin each recital with alternating introductory phrases like, for example:  “TAKING INTO ACCOUNT,” “CONSIDERING,” “RECALLING,” “FURTHER RECALLING,””TAKING NOTE,” “NOTING,” “EXPRESSING ITS SATISFACTION,” “CONVINCED,” RECOGNIZING,” “MINDFUL OF,” “NOTING WITH CONCERN,””NOTING ALSO,” and they should end with a “;”

 Alll “Resolves” paragraphs (also known as operative paragraphs) should begin with an infinitive and end with a “.”.

Resolutions adopting new rules and regulations, like statutes for OAS organs, Rules of Procedure, and General Standards; approving the opening of an Inter-American Convention; or adopting a Strategic Plan, or other document (like a declaration from another Metting), should set out those rules and regulations, the Convention, or the Strategic Plan, or other document, as an appendix A, and the operative paragraph in the body of the Resolution should simply state:   

“To approve [state name of document] attached as Annex A to this Resolution.”  

If in the case of new rules and regulations, they are to take effect at a date different than that of the Resolution, either retroactively or at the beginning of the next calendar year, for example, an additional phrase should be added to that simple paragraph, which states:  “which shall enter into force on (state date)”  ]
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
