DRAFT RESOLUTION

STRENGTHENING THE ACTIVITIES

OF THE JUSTICE STUDIES CENTER OF THE AMERICAS (JSCA)


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,


TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the 2012 annual report on the activities of the Justice Studies Center of the Americas (JSCA) (CP/doc.4817/13) as well as the document “Main Actions and Projects JSCA 2012 and 2013 JSCA Plan of Action” (CP/CAJP/INF.178/13), which were presented to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs of the OAS Permanent Council on February 7, 2013; reflect specific training, research, and dissemination activities undertaken by the JSCA over the previous year to strengthen justice systems in member states; and provide information on the institutional sustainability of the JSCA and the results of its fundraising efforts,
RESOLVES:

1.
To take note of the observations and recommendations of the member states on the Annual Report of the Justice Studies Center of the Americas (JSCA) (CP/CAJP-XXXX/14) and to forward them to that entity.

2.
To congratulate the JSCA on the work it has continued to undertake in the Americas, especially in evaluating criminal justice reform processes, improving legal defense standards, identifying best practices in the investigation of complex crimes, promoting pre-trial services, producing indices on accessibility on the Internet of relevant judicial information, and actions for strengthening and knowledge of international human rights law in the framework of systems of justice in Latin America, in particular the norms contained in the American Convention on Human Rights, and mechanisms for their practical application in member states.

3.
To support and encourage the JSCA in its work to generate and disseminate new mechanisms and strategies for widening access to justice in criminal and noncriminal areas.

4.
To commend the Office of the Executive Director on the new impetus that it has outlined for establishing closer ties with the institutions of the systems of justice, judiciaries, and governments of the member states of the Organization and for giving the JSCA greater visibility and presence in criminal and civil justice reform processes in the Hemisphere.

5.
To urge the JSCA that it continue with its fundraising efforts and to make a special appeal to member states and permanent observers to make voluntary contributions so as to allow the JSCA to continue and enhance its work.
6.
To request the Permanent Council, through the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs, to continue to include on its agenda a dialogue with the JSCA to consider the best ways to expand cooperation between member states and the Center in areas that states recommend.

7.
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-fifth regular session on the implementation of this resolution.
8.
To approve the appointment of Jaime Arellano as Executive Director of the JSCA by its Board of Directors on November 15, 2013, in accordance with Articles 12 and 6 of the Statute of the Justice Studies Center of the Americas.
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
