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I. INSTALLATION AND OFFICERS


The Permanent Council installed the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) for the 2018-2019 term at its regular meeting of June 29, 2018, in accordance with Article 28 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council. In keeping with the provisions of that article, at the regular meeting of the Council of August 9, 2018, Ambassador Leónidas Rosa Bautista, Permanent Representative of Honduras, was elected Chair of the CAJP for the same term.


At the meeting of the CAJP on September 11, 2018, Ambassador Sidney Stanley Collie, Permanent Representative of The Bahamas, and Minister Counselor Libna Bonilla Alarcón, Alternate Representative of Guatemala, were elected vice chairs of the CAJP for the current term.

II. MANDATES

Pursuant to Articles 17 and 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the CAJP has the following functions:

1. Study topics related to juridical and political affairs entrusted to it by the Permanent Council. 

2. Consider the reports of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, and the Inter-American Court of Human Rights referred to in Article 91.f of the Charter. It shall also submit their reports, with observations, recommendations, and accompanying draft resolutions, to the Permanent Council.

Furthermore, in keeping with Article 30 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, at its regular meeting of September 5, 2018, the Permanent Council adopted the “Distribution of Mandates Assigned by the General Assembly at its Forty-eighth Regular Session and Previous Sessions” (document CP/doc.5429/18 rev. 6) and instructed the CAJP to follow up on the mandates contained in the following resolutions during the 2018-2019 term:
