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The Committee met to consider the topics on the order of business, document CP/CAJP-2622/08, which was adopted without objections.
1. Report on the 2007-2008 Activities of the Working Group to Prepare a Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance (CAJP/GT/RDI-82/08).
The Chair of the Working Group, Counselor María Cristina Pereira da Silva, Alternate Representative of Brazil, gave a presentation on the activities carried out by the Group. She thanked the Vice Chair, Juan Claudio Morales, Alternate Representative of Colombia; the delegations for their dedication; and the Department of International Law, the Executive Secretariat of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, the Summits Secretariat, and the Secretariat of the Permanent Council for their support and recommendations. 
The Chair then presented the draft resolution “Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance” (CAJP/GT/RDI-76/08 rev. 4) for consideration by the Committee, which adopted it and submitted it to the Permanent Council for possible forwarding to the next session of the General Assembly.  
2. The Committee was able to agree on the texts of the following draft resolutions for submission to the Permanent Council:
a) Draft resolution “Support for the Committee for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities” (CP/CAJP-2619/08), presented by the Delegation of Panama.
b) Draft resolution “Program of Action for the Decade of the Americas for the Rights and Dignity of Persons with Disabilities (2006-2016) and Support for Its Technical Secretariat (SEDISCAP)” (CP/CAJP-2620/08), presented by the Delegation of Panama. 
3. The Committee listened to presentations on the following draft resolutions but did not reach a definitive agreement on them:
a) Draft resolution “Access to Public Information: Strengthening Democracy” (CP/CAJP-2617/08), presented by the Delegation of Peru.
b) Draft resolution “Seventh Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law” (CP/CAJP-2623/08), presented by the Chair.
4. Other business
The representatives of the United States, Mexico, and Peru invited interested delegations to take part in the informal meetings to be held the following Monday to negotiate several draft resolutions. There being no further business to consider, the meeting was called to a close. 
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
