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Summary of the meeting held on April 10, 2008
The Committee met to consider matters in the Order of the Day, document CP/CAJP-2591/08, which was approved without objections.
1. Report from the Executive Secretariat of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) regarding resolutions:

AG/RES. 2267 (XXXVII-O/07) “Right to Truth”
AG/RES. 2262 (XXXVII-O/07) “San Salvador Protocol: Structure and operation of the Working Group to review the periodic reports of States parties”

Dr. Santiago Cantón, Executive Secretary of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, reported on the progress made in these two subjects.  Briefly, Dr. Cantón explained that although the final reports will not be ready in time for the General Assembly in June, there has been significant progress made toward achieving compliance with the mandates. For example, on the subject of the “Right to Truth” the Secretariat has scheduled a meeting with experts on the subject for the month of May.  With regard to the “San Salvador Protocol,” the subject will be approved during the IACHR meetings that will be held in July.
2. Methodology for the presentation and discussion of draft resolutions during the thirty-eighth regular meeting of the General Assembly.
The Chair of the Committee on Political and Juridical Affairs submitted for consideration by the Commission, a document with basic guidelines for the presentation and discussion of draft resolutions.  Following interventions by Argentina, Brazil, Bolivia, Colombia, United States, Nicaragua, Peru and Venezuela, and taking into account suggestions made by some delegations, the document was approved.
3. The Committee heard presentations on the following draft resolutions without reaching a final decision:
a. Draft resolution “Support for more inter-regional cooperation with the African Union (AU)” (CP/doc. 4258/08), presented by the delegation of the United States of America.
b. Draft resolution “Right to Freedom of Thought and Freedom of Expression and the importance of free and independent communications media” (CP/CAJP-2574/08 corr. 1), presented by the delegation of the United States of America.

c. Draft resolution “Right to Freedom of Thought and Freedom of Expression and the importance of communications media” (CP/CAJP-2580/08), presented by the delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.
d. Draft resolution “Sixtieth anniversary of the American Declaration of the Rights and Duties of Man” (CP/doc. 4287/08), presented by the delegation of Argentina.
e. Other matters
With no other matters to consider, the meeting was adjourned.
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
