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The meeting was chaired by Ambassador Hugo de Zela, Chair of the Committee and Permanent Representative of Peru to the OAS. The order of business for the meeting was published as document CP/CAJP-2980/11 corr. 1.  The topics were considered in the order in which they are presented in this summary.

In attendance were the delegations of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, The Bahamas, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Colombia, Costa Rica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Suriname, the United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.

1. “Right to Education on Human Rights: Progress and Challenges; the Inter-American Convention for Education on Human Rights, its scope, and contributions by the states in pursuance of the Protocol of San Salvador”


The presentation was given by Dr. Roberto Cuéllar, Director of the Inter-American Institute of Human Rights, who was accompanied by the Assistant Director, Dr. Victoria Napky. 


The presentation entitled “Ninth Report on Human Rights Education and the Inter-American Covenant on Human Rights Education” was distributed as document CP/CAJP/INF.143/11.


The delegations expressed appreciation for the valuable contributions of the IIHR to the work of the bodies of the inter-American human rights system, the member states, and the OAS. They pointed to the large number of projects it had carried out during its 30 years of existence, especially the Human Rights Education Program, now 10 years old. 


The delegations expressed support for the Inter-American Covenant on Human Rights Education, which made it possible for the countries to discuss experiences in this field.  They also recognized the Institute’s many actions to promote human rights education within the national educational systems, which they said helped to build inclusive, tolerant societies and to ensure the full observance of international human rights instruments.


The delegations went on to thank the IIHR for its reports on human rights education in the framework of the Protocol of San Salvador, as well as for its organization of the interdisciplinary course and the course for member state officials on the functioning of the human rights system. 
2. Request by the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia to be granted the status of permanent observer to the Organization of American States (CP/doc.4528/11, CP/doc.4528/11 add. 1, CP/INF.6189/11)


The former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, in a note dated October 25, 2010 (CP/doc.4528/11), requested to be granted the status of permanent observer to the Organization of American States. 


On May 3, 2011, the CAJP found that the request of the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia met the requirements of resolutions AG/RES. 50 (I-O/71), “Permanent Observers to the Organization of American States,” and CP/RES. 407 (573/84), “Revised Procedures for Granting Permanent Observer Status.” Consequently it decided to recommend to the Permanent Council that it adopt the respective resolution. 


The Report of the Chair, along with the corresponding draft resolution, was presented to the Permanent Council for consideration and was distributed as document CP/CAJP-2984/11.

3. Presentation of the Report of the Chair of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance: Activities of the Working Group during the 2010-2011 Term (CAJP/GT/RDI-175/11 rev. 1)

The Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs, at its regular meeting of May 3, 2011, had the opportunity to receive the activity report of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance (2010-2011) from its Chair, Minister Counselor Danilo González Ramírez, Alternate Representative of Costa Rica to the OAS.

Comments on the report were made by the delegation of Suriname and are presented in document CAJP/GT/RDI-175/11 rev. 3.

Upon concluding its consideration of this topic, the Committee decided to take note of the activity report and to place it before the Permanent Council for consideration.  Consequently, document CAJP/GT/RDI-175/11 rev. 2 was to be included in the report to be presented by the CAJP to the Permanent Council at the conclusion of its activities for the 2010-2011 term.
