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The meeting was chaired by Ambassador Hugo de Zela, Permanent Representative of Peru to the OAS and Chair of the CAJP.  The order of business was published as document CP/CAJP-2977/11.  This summary follows the order in which the items were considered. 

The following delegations were in attendance: Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.

1. Consideration of the item “Human Rights, Sexual Orientation, and Gender Identity" [AG/RES. 2600 (XL-O/10]

Resolution AG/RES. 2600 (XL-O/10), adopted by the General Assembly in Lima, issued instructions, inter alia:
· "To request the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights to continue to pay due attention to this issue and to consider the possibility of conducting a thematic study of it at the hemispheric level."
· "To instruct the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs to include on its agenda, before the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly, the topic of “Human rights, sexual orientation, and gender identity.”

Pursuant to the aforementioned mandates, two presentations were given, followed by comments from the delegations present.

The first presentation, on the IACHR's work in this field, was delivered by Mr. Víctor Madrigal, of the IACHR's Executive.

The second presentation, on the impact of Lesbian, Gay, Transgender, Bi-sexual and Intersex (LGTBI) populations and communities on HIV/AIDS issues, was given by Mr. Edgar Carrasco, the UNAIDS  (Joint United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS) country officer in Venezuela. This organization has offered to inform the OAS regarding its activities, programs, and findings, and it is, in addition, working jointly with the IACHR to carry out a number of activities. That presentation was entitled: "Getting to Zero"  UNAIDS 2011-2015 Strategy" and published as document CP/CAJP/INF.141/11.

The delegations thanked UNAIDS and congratulated it on its work of creating key programs for  providing guidance to communities on how to treat, prevent, and educate about HIV/AIDS. They also underscored their commitment to the subject of HIV/AIDS prevention and stressed the importance of focusing on programs guaranteeing proper treatment  for carriers of the virus. They also called upon all the member states to attach priority to the subject in their domestic political agendas, bearing in mind its political, cultural, and religious dimensions. 

They also thanked the IACHR for its presentation and commitment to the issue in question. They pointed out, too, that the Commission's work highlighted the seriousness of the issue in the region. 

As regards the draft resolution on this matter: Human Rights, Sexual Orientation, and Gender Identity and Expression (Presented by the Delegation of Brazil) (CP/CAJP-2951/11), the delegations considered that including the phrase "Gender Expression" was premature given that many states have not yet passed legislation on the subject. 
2. Consideration of the item “The Human Rights of All Migrant Workers and Their Families” [AG/RES. 2593 (XL-O/10]

Resolution AG/RES. 2593 (XL-O/10), adopted by the General Assembly in Lima, issued instructions, inter alia:
· "To request the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to report to the CAJP, in the last quarter of 2010, on the implementation of the activities assigned by the Inter-American Program, by means of a comparative table indicating assigned tasks, progress made, and deadlines for completing pending tasks."
· "To arrange for regulations to be developed to govern the fund of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families so as to enable it to operate effectively and to request the Permanent Council to consider and adopt rules of procedure for it at the proposal of the General Secretariat."  

Pursuant to the aforementioned mandates, two presentations were given, followed by comments from the delegations present.

The first presentation was delivered by Ms. Marcia Bebianno of the Secretariat of the Migration and Development Program of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development and the second by Mr. Mario López-Garelli, of the  IACHR's Rapporteurship on Migrant Workers and Their Families. Finally, Ms. María Moreno of the Secretariat of the Migration and Development Program of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development gave a presentation on the drat resolution of the OAS Permanent Council entitled: "Special Fund to Finance Implementation of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families."
All the delegations also received a copy of the document entitled "Preliminary Report on the Activities of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families" CP/CAJP/INF.140/11 rev.1), presented by the Migration and Development Program of the Department of Social Development and Employment of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development of the Organization of American States. 

The delegations thanked the Migration and Development Program of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development and congratulated it on its report and presentations. 

They also took note of the presentation on the draft resolution regarding the Specific Fund and said that they would consider the Secretariat's proposal at their earliest convenience. Finally, they underscored the need to boost General Secretariat support in this field and urged the area responsible for it to take the necessary steps.
3. Presentation by delegations of the draft resolutions they were proposing that had been circulated already, in accordance with the "Tracking Table for Draft Resolutions Assigned to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP)," contained in document CP/CAJP-2964/11 rev.1. 

At this point in the order of business, the delegations or the Chair of the CAJP proceeded to present the draft resolutions in the following order:
· Human Rights and Older Persons (Presented by the delegation of Argentina) CP/CAJP-2953/11 corr.3
· Prevention and Reduction of Statelessness and Protection of Stateless Persons in the Americas (Presented by the delegation of Colombia) CP/CAJP-2970/11
· Protocol of San Salvador: Presentation of  Progress Indicators for Measuring Rights under the Protocol of San Salvador (Presented by the Chair of the CAJP) CP/CAJP-2971/11.
· Internally Displaced Persons (Presented by the delegation of Mexico) CP/CAJP-2972/11
· Study of the Rights and the Care of Persons under Any Form of Detention or Imprisonment   Presented by the delegation of Mexico CP/CAJP-2973/11
· The Human Rights of All Migrant Workers and Their Families  (Presented by the delegation of Mexico) CP/CAJP-2974/11
· Protecting Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms While Countering Terrorism  (Presented by the delegation of Mexico) CP/CAJP-2975/11
· Strengthening the Activities of the Justice Studies Center of the Americas (Presented by the delegation of Chile) CP/CAJP-2976/11
· Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Juridical Committee (Presented by the Chair of the CAJP) CP/CAJP-2955/11
4. Other business
· The delegations discussed the deadline for submitting their observations on the draft resolutions and pointed out that it would not be possible to merge the draft resolutions entitled "Support for the Committee for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities and for its Technical Secretariat" and "Program of Action for the Decade of the Americas for the Rights and Dignity of Persons with Disabilities (2006-2016) and  Support for its Technical Secretariat (Sediscap)", as these dealt with different subject matters. 
· Regarding the meeting of donors to the inter-American human rights system, scheduled for June 8, 2011 after the conclusion of the forty-first regular session of the OAS General Assembly, the delegations asked for details to be distributed as soon as possible. For his part, the Chair of the CAJP said he would press for a prompt reply from the Inter-American Court of Human Rights, but he imagined that, in principle, the meeting would take up the morning of June 8.

The being no further requests for the floor, the Chair of the CAJP adjourned the meeting. 
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
