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Minister Counselor Mayerlyn Cordero, Alternate Representative of the Dominican Republic to the OAS and First Vice Chair of the CAJP, presided over the meeting.  The order of business was published as document CP/CAJP-3013/11.

The Committee decided to postponed consideration of resolutionStrengthening of the Inter-American Human Rights System Pursuant to the Mandates Arising from the Summits of the Americas AG/RES. 2675 (XLI-O/11), “” (Dialogue of the Member States with the Court and the IACHR), for a future meeting.

The following delegations were in attendance: Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Panama, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.
1. Applications from the Republic of Albania and from the Government of Malta for the status of Permanent Observer to the Organization of American States:

In a Note dated March 28, 2011 (CP/doc.4557/11), the Republic of Albania applied for permanent observer status with the Organization of American States.

In a Note dated June 8, 2011 (CP/doc.4652/11), the Government of Malta applied for permanent observer status with the Organization of American States.

On September 8, 2011, the CAJP considered that both requests met the requirements of resolutions AG/RES. 50 (I-O/71), “Permanent Observers to the Organization of American States” and CP/RES. 407 (573/84), “Revised Procedures for Granting the Status of Permanent Observer,” according to advice it had received from the General Secretariat’s Department of International Affairs, and it therefore decided to recommend to the Permanent Council that it issue the respective resolutions.

The reports of the Chair accompanied by the relevant draft resolutions and presentations by Ms. Irene Klinger, Director of the Department of International Affairs, were referred to the Permanent Council for consideration and were distributed as documents CP/CAJP-3015/11 (Albania) and CP/CAJP-3016/11 (Malta).
2. Protecting the Human Right of Older Persons [AG/RES. 2654 (XLI-O/11)]: Start of work to implement the mandates of the resolution
For this agenda item, Counselor and Alternate Representative of Argentina Ana Pastorino presented her proposed guidelines for the establishment of the Working Group, the creation of which was approved by the General Assembly, in operative paragraphs 1 and 2 of the aforementioned resolution.
The Committee requested that the document of the delegation of Argentina be distributed and that the installation of this Working Group proceed and a Chair elected at the meeting of the CAJP on September 22.
Following the discussion on this topic, the document presented by the delegation of Argentina was distributed, taking into consideration the comments by the other delegations at the meeting (CP/CAJP-3017/11).
3. Preparations for special events related to the following General Assembly resolutions:
· AG/RES. 2678 (XLI-O/11) - Protection of Asylum Seekers and Refugees in the Americas (Course)
For this agenda item, Dr. Diego Moreno, of the Department of International Law, delivered an oral presentation on a preliminary proposal for the course on International Refugee Law organized by the UNHCR, to be held in October 2011.
Based on the comments received from the Delegations regarding the issues put forward by the UNHCR, the Department of International Law was requested to do further consultations so that a proposed agenda addressing the delegations' concerns could be presented. The document will be distributed as soon as the UNHCR's reply is received.
· AG/RES. 2679 (XLI-O/11) - Right to Freedom of Thought and Expression and the Importance of the Media (Meeting of National Authorities)
For this agenda item, the delegations insisted that civil society organizations adhere to the Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities [CP/RES. 759 (1217/99)].
The Deputy Chair requested the delegations to send to the CAJP Chair or to the Secretariat their written proposals for the preparation of this event.
· AG/RES. 2680 (XLI-O/11) -Promotion of the Rights to Freedom of Assembly and of Association in the Americas (Special Meeting)
The Deputy Chair requested the delegations to send to the CAJP Chair or to the Secretariat their written proposals for the preparation of this event.
· AG/RES. 2662 (XLI-O/11) - Right to the Truth (Special Meeting)

For this agenda item, Dr. Victor Madrigal, Principal Specialist with the Executive Secretariat of the IACHR, spoke about the work being undertaken by that body to implement the mandate of this resolution to continue preparing a report on progress on the right to truth in the Hemisphere. Dr. Madrigal noted that this would be this body’s contribution to moving forward with consideration of this issue by the CAJP, since the CAJP (on instructions from the Permanent Council) would be organizing a special meeting for the first half of 2012 on the right to the truth, to objective being to discuss the IACHR report and to share experiences.
· AG/RES. 2666 (XLI-O/11) - Protocol of San Salvador: Presentation of Progress Indicators for Measuring Rights Under the Protocol of San Salvador (Technical Meeting with the Working Group)
For this agenda item, Dr. Evelyn Jacir de Lovo, Director of the Department of Social Development and Employment, delivered an oral presentation on a proposed methodology and  agenda for the CAJP Technical Meeting with the Working Group, scheduled for Thursday morning, October 27, in the Simón Bolívar Room. The presentations were subsequently distributed to delegations as document CP/CAJP-3018/11.
4. Other business

For this agenda item, Dr. Luis Toro, of the Department of International Law, invited the delegations to participate in the International Law Seminar: Cooperation in Family and Child Law, to be held at the Organization's headquarters on October 17 and 18 this year.
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
