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Record of the meeting held on September 29, 2011

Minister-Counselor Mayerlyn Cordero, Alternate Representative of the Dominican Republic to the OAS and First Vice Chair of the CAJP, presided at the meeting, the order of business for which was published document CP/CAJP-3024/11.
The following delegations were in attendance:  Argentina, Belize, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, United States, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.

1. Consideration of the following item:

· AG/RES. 2657 (XLI-O/11) -  Meeting of Ministers of Justice or Other Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas

For this agenda item, Mr. Jorge García González, Director of the Department of Legal Cooperation, presented a report on his Department’s work as Technical Secretariat for the REMJA. It outlined the background, activities currently underway, and future work. Link to the presentation: CP/CAJP/INF-147/11.

Ms. Alison August Treppel, meanwhile, spoke about events to be held in the context of the REMJA with the support of the Department of Public Security: Third Meeting of the Working Group on Penitentiary and Prison Policies (first half of 2012); and Second Meeting of Forensic Specialists of the Americas (first half of 2012).  She also spoke about meetings whose results will be referred to REMJA IX: Third Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons (first half of 2012); and Third Meeting of Technical Group on Transnational Organized Crime (November 16, 2011, Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago).

The delegations then thanked Mr. Jorge García González for the broad and useful report and Ms. Alison August Treppel for the information she provided. They then discussed among themselves and with the presenters possible dates and venues for meetings to be held in the framework of the REMJA in the 2011-2012 period as well as the Ninth REMJA, to be held in El Salvador in 2012 (possibly in the second half).

Mr. John Wilson, of the Department of International Law, delivered a presentation for this agenda item, concerning preparations for the two aforementioned events.  Preparations for these events will be coordinated with the International Committee of the Red Cross.

The delegations then thanked the Department of International Law for its efforts and the International Committee of the Red Cross for its support for both events, and made some observations on the agenda for the Special Meeting and the agenda for the Course.  Accordingly, it was determined that the documents submitted needed to be modified and referred back to the CAJP for consideration at a later meeting.
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
