3. Consideration of the topic:  AG/RES. 2667 (XLI-O/11) - Internally Displaced Persons

A number of delegations expressed their interest that the OAS continue to encourage follow-up on this issue through concrete measures for the protection of internally displaced persons in the Americas and by its inclusion in a General Assembly resolution, a draft of which is expected soon to be submitted to the CAJP for consideration. 


In light of the efforts being pursued by the Organization to streamline the number of mandates that the General Assembly approves, several delegations were of the opinion that this resolution should be presented every two years.

4. Other business

· The delegations offered fond words of farewell and appreciation for the leadership shown in the performance of his duties to Minister Counselor Danilo González Ramírez, Alternate Representative of Costa Rica to the OAS and delegate of that permanent mission to the CAJP for the last six years.
