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Summary of the meeting of Thursday, February 16, 2012 from 2:00 to 2:30 p.m.


Minister Counselor Mayerlyn Cordero, Alternate Representative of the Dominican Republic to the OAS and First Vice Chair of the CAJP, presided over the meeting.  The order of business was published as document CP/CAJP-3040/12.

The following delegations were in attendance:  Argentina, Bahamas, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.

1. Fourteenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples


On this agenda item, the Committee took the opportunity to consider the offer by the Republic of Paraguay to host the Fourteenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus, of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights Indigenous Peoples (CP/CAJP-3037/12), as well as the corresponding draft resolution of the Permanent Council establishing the place and date of the meeting (CP/CAJP-3037/12).


In taking up this item, the Committee recalled the mandate of resolution AG/RES. 2674 (XLI-O/11) “Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples,” operative paragraph 3 of which requests the Permanent Council to instruct the Working Group to:

1. Hold up to two three-day Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus prior to the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly;

2. Convene the Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus on the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples three months in advance; and

3. Take the appropriate measures to ensure effective participation by representatives of member states and representatives of indigenous peoples in these meetings.

Next, the Vice Chair of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (Panama) and the delegation of Paraguay took the floor, the latter presenting its government’s offer to host the Fourteenth Meeting.


Based on the foregoing, the CAJP decided:

· To take note of the offer of the Republic of Paraguay to host, which is contained in document CP/CAJP-3038/12.

· To adopt the draft resolution of the Permanent Council establishing the place and date of the Fourteenth Meeting of Negotiations (CP/CAJP-3037/12 rev.1), and to refer it to the Permanent Council of the Organization, recommending that it be approved.
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
