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· On September 13, 2013, the Committee met in the Bolívar room to talk via videoconference with the National Committees on International Humanitarian Law meeting in San José de Costa Rica.
· Following is the mandate contained in operative paragraph 10 of resolution AG/RES. 2795 (XLIII-O/13), "Promotion and Respect for International Humanitarian Law," which prompted this dialogue:
10.
To provide backing for the regional meetings of national committees on international humanitarian law organized with the support of the ICRC, in particular the next hemispheric conference to be held in San José, Costa Rica, from September 10 to 12, 2013. Accordingly, to instruct the CAJP to organize and lead, with the support and participation of the General Secretariat, and in coordination with the ICRC, a dialogue with national committees oon international humanitarian law, in San José, Costa Rica, on September 13, 2013, to examine ways, means, and possible activities to forge closer cooperative ties between the OAS and the said entities in the implementation, integration, and promotion of international humanitarian law. In view of the foregoing, to invite the ICRC to submit a report on the conclusions and results of that hemispheric conference, and to ask the CAJP and the General Secretariat to present a report on the conclusions and results of the aforesaid dialogue, prior to the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly.
· In preparation for that dialogue, the following documents were published:
· Agenda (Adopted by the CAJP on August 28, 2013) CP/CAJP-3186/13 rev. 2
· Suggestions Regarding an OAS-National International Humanitarian Law (IHL) Commissions [sic] Mechanism(s) (Document prepared by the International Committee of the Red Cross and the Department of International Law)CP/CAJP/INF. 135/11 rev. 1.
· Ambassador Arturo Vallarino, Chair of the CAJP, was invited by the International Committee of the Red Cross to moderate the dialogue from San José.
· The CAJP's regulatory quorum was established with the presence in Washington of the representatives of Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Dominica, the Dominican Republic (which moderated the discussion in Washington), Ecuador, El Salvador, Haiti, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Peru, Uruguay and Venezuela.
· The dialogue began at 10:59 a.m. Washington time (8:59 a.m. San José time), and proceeded as follows:
1. Remarks by Ambassador Arturo Ulises Vallarino Bartuano, Permanent Representative of Panama to theOAS and Chair of the CAJP
2. Presentation of the conclusions and outcomes of the Hemispheric Conference of National Committees on International Humanitarian Law, held in San Jose, Costa Rica, from September 10 to 12, 2013.
a. This presentation was delivered by Dr. Mariana Salazar, Director of International Humanitarian Law in the Legal Advice department of the Mexican Secretariat for Foreign Affairs
3. Dialogue among representatives of the National Committees on International Humanitarian Law and representatives of the member states.
a. The following delegations spoke on behalf of the National Committees on International Humanitarian Law that attended the Hemispheric Conference held in San José:  Chile, Guatemala, El Salvador, Costa Rica, Bolivia, Peru and the Dominican Republic.
b. Speaking on behalf of the OAS member states were representatives of El Salvador, Haití, Mexico, Peru, Uruguay, Colombia, and the Dominican Republic.
4. Closing remarks by the Chair of the CAJP.
