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The Committee meeting, held on Thursday, October 4, 2012, was chaired by Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS.

The statutory quorum was established by the presence of representatives of:  Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.

The Committee asked him to invite as many national authorities on civil registry issues as possible so that the event would turn into a meeting of experts sharing best practices with one another, and to ask those national authorities to focus their contributions on implementation of the Program.

In reviewing this topic, the Committee received a presentation by Dr. Dante Negro, Director of the Department of International Law, on the agenda and preparations for the working meeting. The Committee made a number of preliminary observations regarding the format for the event and decided to postpone consideration of the agenda for a subsequent meeting of the CAJP.

In considering this topic, the the Committee received a presentation by Dr. Dante Negro, Director of the Department of International Law, who, among other matters, briefed the delegations on the activities of his Department of Legal Cooperation with the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), on the mandate to promote the participation of National Committees on International Humanitarian Law in OAS activities, and on the work of the Inter-American Juridical Committee on international humanitarian law.

Regarding the second matter, the delegations suggested using teleconferences and other technologies at the Organization's disposal. The Committee decided that, in preparing the draft resolution on this topic for the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly, language would be inserted to facilitate compliance with the targets set by the member states in this field.
· AG/RES. 2708 (XLII-O/12) - Recognition and Promotion of the Rights of People of African Descent in the Americas

In considering this topic, the the Committee received a presentation by Dr. Diego Moreno, an attorney in the Department of International Law, who briefed the delegations on his Department's activities in this field. The delegations commended the initiatives and efforts of the Department of International Law and the presentation was subsequently published as document CP/CAJP/INF.167/12.

In considering this topic, the the Committee received a presentation by Dr. Dante Negro, Director of the Department of International Law, who briefed the delegations on his Department's activities in this field. The delegations commended the initiatives and efforts of the Department of International Law and suggested that preparations be made to conduct a course on international refugee law prior to the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly.
