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The Committee meeting held on November 13, 2012 was chaired by Ambassador Andrés González Díaz, Permanent Representative of Colombia to the OAS.

The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Lucia, and United States.
1. Adoption of the order of business

The order of business for the meeting, document CP/CAJP-3115/12 rev.1, was adopted without changes.
2. Consideration of the following items:
a. AG/RES. 2727 (XLII-O/12) - Access to Public Information and Protection of Person Data
· The Committee heard the presentation made by the Department of Legal Services on the methodology and sources used in preparing the “ACCESS TO INFORMATION POLICY,” which the General Secretariat issued on May 3, 2012 through Executive Order Nº 12-02. Pursuant to the mandate in operative paragraph 6 of the above-mentioned resolution, the Committee followed-up on its implementation.
In this connection, the delegations expressed particular interest in the Access to Public Information Policy being compatible with those of the Organization's member states.
· Pursuant to the mandate in operative paragraph 11 of the above-referenced resolution, the Committee considered the report of the Department of International Law, presented by Mr. Dante Negro, Director of the aforementioned Department and contained in document CP/CAJP/INF.149/11.
The delegations thanked the General Secretariat for its support to member states in this area, noting their own national laws, policies, and institutions as well as some cooperation activities at the inter-American level. The Committee urged delegations to get their national governments to provide additional input on the document, for the CAJP to send a recommendation to the Permanent Council in fulfillment of the General Assembly mandates.
· Pursuant to the mandate in operative paragraph 11 of the above-referenced resolution, the Committee considered the Inter-American Juridical Committee's proposed statement of principles for privacy and personal data protection in the Americas [CJI/RES. 186 (LXXX-O/12)]: CP/INF.6418/12, presented by Dr. David Stewart, a member of the Inter-American Juridical Committee.
3. Election of officers of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs
The Committee elected Mr. Pablo Monroy, Alternate Representative of Mexico to the OAS, by acclamation, to be Vice Chair of the CAJP. His candidacy had been presented by the delegation of Chile and seconded by the delegation of Peru.
The Committee elected Ambassador Edmond Bocchit, Alternate Representative of Haiti to the OAS, by acclamation, to be Vice Chair of the CAJP. His candidacy had been presented by the delegation of the Dominican Republic and seconded by the delegation of Saint Lucia.
4. Preparations for special events related to the following General Assembly resolutions:
· AG/RES. 2714 (XLII-O/12) - Official Public Defenders as a Guarantee of Access to Justice for Persons in Situations of Vulnerability

The Committee considered the presentation by Mr. Dante Negro, Director of the Department of International Law, on this draft agenda. Regarding this agenda item, the Committee decided to resume consideration at a future meeting.
