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Summary of the meeting of October 11, 2013
The Committee meeting held on October 11, 2013 was chaired by Ambassador Arturo Vallarino.

The statutory quorum was established by the presence of representatives of:  Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business

The order of business for the meeting, document CP/CAJP-3195/13 rev.1, was adopted without changes.

2. Presentation by the Department of International Affairs on the “Report on the Participation Mechanisms and Contributions of Permanent Observers to the OAS”
After hearing the respective presentation by Mr. Jorge Sanín, Director of the Department of International Affairs, on this subject (CP/CAJP/INF.203/13), the CAJP decided to take note of the Report, express appreciation for its preparation and presentation, and recognize the signficance of this report for decision-making on the next item on the order of business.
One delegation suggested that in future, a detailed report be presented on the contributions each permanent observer makes to OAS activities, with several delegations underscoring the importance of those contributions to fulfillment of the purposes of the Organization.
3. Consideration of applications for the status of permanent observer to the Organization of American States:
· Application by Montenegro to be granted the status of Permanent Observer to the OAS: CP/doc.4852/13
· Presentation by the Department of International Affairs, during the meeting of the CAJP on May 2, 2013: CP/CAJP/INF.195/13
The delegations of El Salvador, Peru, Uruguay, United States, Colombia, Mexico, Chile, and Dominican Republic placed on record their support for the application, while the delegation of Argentina indicated that it was not yet ready to do so.
In that connection, the Committee determined that the application by Montenegro was in keeping with the provisions of resolutions AG/RES. 50 (I-0/71) “Permanent Observers to the Organization of American States” and CP/RES. 407 (573/84) “Revised Procedures for Granting the Status of Permanent Observer” and, consequently, decided to recommend that the Permanent Council issue the appropriate resolution for Montenegro to be granted the status of permanent observer.
The delegation of Argentina requested to place on record its reservation regarding the recommendation adopted by the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs.
The Report of the Chair of the CAJP on this subject and the corresponding draft resolution were published as document CP/CAJP-3196/13.

The delegations of El Salvador, Peru, Uruguay, United States, Colombia, Mexico, Chile, and Dominican Republic placed on record their support for the request, while the delegations of Argentina and Ecuador indicated that they were not yet ready to do so.
In that connection, the Committee determined that the application by the Sovereign Order of Malta was in keeping with the provisions of resolutions AG/RES. 50 (I-0/71) “Permanent Observers to the Organization of American States” and CP/RES. 407 (573/84) “Revised Procedures for Granting the Status of Permanent Observer” and, consequently, decided to recommend that the Permanent Council issue the appropriate resolution for the Sovereign Order of Malta to be granted the status of permanent observer.
The delegations of Argentina and Ecuador requested that their respective reservations regarding the recommendation adopted by the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs be placed on record.
The Report of the Chair of the CAJP on this subject and the corresponding draft resolution were published as document CP/CAJP-3197/13.

The delegations of El Salvador, Peru, Uruguay, United States, Colombia, Mexico, Chile, and Dominican Republic placed on record their support for the application, while the delegation of Argentina indicated that it was not yet ready to do so.
In that connection, the Committee determined that the application by the Principality of Liechtenstein was in keeping with the provisions of resolutions AG/RES. 50 (I-0/71) “Permanent Observers to the Organization of American States” and CP/RES. 407 (573/84) “Revised Procedures for Granting the Status of Permanent Observer” and, consequently, decided to recommend that the Permanent Council issue the appropriate resolution for the Principality of Liechtenstein to be granted the status of permanent observer.
The delegation of Argentina requested to place on record its reservation regarding the recommendation adopted by the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs.
The Report of the Chair of the CAJP on this subject and the corresponding draft resolution were published as document CP/CAJP-3198/13.
4. Joint note from the Chairs of the Permanent Council and the CAAP requesting that the Committee's mandates be classified in accordance with the procedures presented by the CAAP.
The Committee took note of the aforementioned request, heard comments by delegations, and decided to postpone consideration of this item to a subsequent CAJP meeting.
5. Consideration of changes to the Schedule of Activities/Work Plan of the Working Group on Protection of the Human Rights of Older Persons (Note from the Chair of the Working Group: CP/CAJP/INF.204/13

The Committee heard the presentation made by the Chair of the Working Group on Protection of the Human Rights of Older Persons further to the note contained in document CP/CAJP/INF.204/13, and, in that connection, decided to give approval for the meeting of experts included on the Schedule of Activities to be held from December 16-18, 2013.  In addition, the delegation of Brazil offered to distribute information on a human rights event to be held in that country in December this year, prior to the Working Group's meeting of experts.

The delegation of El Salvador congratulated the delegation of Canada on the 2013 Nobel Prize for Literature, won by a Canadian.
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
