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Summary of the meeting of March 5, 2014
The meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) held on Wednesday, March 5, 2014 was chaired by Ambassador Diego Pary, Chair of the Committee and Permanent Representative of Bolivia. 

The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Argentina, Bahamas, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Panama, Peru, and Uruguay.

1. Adoption of the order of business
The Committee Chair proposed that the third item on the order of business distributed should be discussed first and then the other items would remain in the prestablished order. Accordingly, the Committee adopted the order of business for the meeting, document CP/CAJP-3216/14. 
2. Report of the Chair of the Informal Working Group to Classify the Mandates of the CAJP
The Chair of the Informal Working Group to Classify the Mandates of the CAJP, Alternate Representative of the Dominican Republic Mayerlyn Cordero Díaz, presented the Group's final report, highlighting its recommendations and conclusions.

Several delegations praised the Chair of the Working Group for her work, thanking both the Chair and Vice Chair for the presentation of the report; noted that this exercise could help in the process of negotiating resolutions for the next General Assembly, as resolutions were similar from year to year, and requested that that possibility be considered; stressed the importance of the mandates classification exercise becoming a management tool for the Committee; and underscored the relevance of its conclusions.
The CAJP approved the report and decided to refer it to the Permanent Council for consideration.

The delegations thanked the IACHR for its presentation and for its work in the various member states, having noted the work on migration issues, justice operators, the LGBT population, and public defenders.  Some delegations asked for the IACHR Executive Secretary's presentation to be distributed.
The IACHR Executive Secretary thanked the delegations for their comments; noted the IACHR's ongoing work on the issues cited by the delegations; announced that the report on the rights of the LGBT population would be published at the end of the year; and invited member states to make every effort to provide the Commission with resources, adding that it had a renewed agenda.
