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Summary of the meeting of October 17, 2014
The meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) held on October 17th, 2014 was chaired by Ambassador Stephen C. Vasciannie, Chair of the Committee and Permanent Representative of Jamaica. 
The statutory quorum was established with the presence of representatives of Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Panamá, Paraguay, Perú, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Uruguay and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business 
The Committee adopted the order of business for the meeting, document CP/CAJP-3274/14 rev.1, as submitted.
2. Election of the Chair of the Working Group on Protecting the Human Rights of Older Persons
The Chair of the Committee offered the floor to the delegations for the election of the chair of this Working Group.

The delegation of Uruguay requested the floor to nominate Mr. Rodrigo Olsen, Alternative Representative of Chile, as Chair of the Working Group. The delegation of Colombia requested the floor to suggest that the election of Chile be by acclamation. The President declared that the Alternative Representative of Chile, Rodrigo Olsen has been elected as Chair of the Working Group on Protecting the Human Rights of Older Persons.

The Alternative Representative of Chile, Mr. Rodrigo Olsen, thanked the delegations for the nomination and stated that he will be working hard and will be also promoting team work. He encouraged the participation of the delegations in the activities of the Working Group in order to fulfill the mandates received from the General Assembly.
3. Election of the Chair of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples
The President of the CAJP offered the floor to the delegations for the election of the Chair of this Working Group.
The Delegation of Ecuador requested the floor to nominate Ambassador Diego Pary Rodriguez, Permanent Representative of Bolivia, as Chair of Working Group. The delegation of Venezuela suggested that the election of Ambassador Pary be by acclamation. The president declared that the Permanent Representative of Bolivia, Ambassador Diego Pary Rodriguez, has been elected as Chair of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.
The Alternative Representative of Bolivia, Mrs. Fiorella Caldera, on behalf of the Ambassador Diego Pary thanked the nomination and stated that the Ambassador will promote the active participation of the member states and also thanked the nomination as this topic is of particular interest for their country.
4. Other Business 
The President, on behalf of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs, congratulated the Chairs of the Working Groups for their election.
There being no further business to consider, the Committee meeting was adjourned at 3:32 P.M.
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
