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Summary of the meeting held on December 4, 2014
The meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) held on December 4, 2014, was chaired by Mr. Alberto Rodríguez, Committee Vice Chair and Alternate Representative of Chile. 

The statutory quorum was composed of the Representatives of Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Jamaica, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, the United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business
The Committee Chair proposed adoption of the order of business; it was adopted, without amendments, as document CP/CAJP-3282/14.
2. Follow-up on the reports of the Inter-American Juridical Committee: Simplified joint stock companies
The Chair reminded the Committee that, in March 2012, the Inter-American Juridical Committee adopted resolution CJI/RES. 188 (LXXX-O/12), “Draft Model Law on Simplified Joint Stock Companies”; and that resolution AG/RES. 2849 (XLIV-O/14) instructs the Permanent Council, through the CAJP, to consider the Inter-American Juridical Committee's report “Draft Model Law on Simplified Joint Stock Companies” [CJI/RES. 188 (LXXX-O/12)].

The Committee heard a presentation on the matter by Dr. David P. Stewart, member of the Inter-American Juridical Committee (CJI).  Dr. Stewart provided background information on the topic's treatment within the CJI and presented the “Draft Model Law on Simplified Joint Stock Companies,” which is available at:

The Committee also heard a presentation by Mr. Francisco Reyes--the Superintendent of Companies of Colombia, an expert, and a proponent of Act 125/08.  That Act instituted the concept of simplified joint stock companies in Colombia.  His presentation is available at:

The delegations expressed appreciation for the presentations and offered a number of comments. The Chair stated that the Committee had taken note of the Inter-American Juridical Committee's report entitled “Draft Model Law on Simplified Joint Stock Companies,” thus fulfilling its mandate from the General Assembly.

3. Follow-up on the mandates issued in resolution AG/RES. 2842 (XLIV-O/14), “Access to Public Information and Protection of Personal Data”
The Committee received a presentation by Dr. Magaly McLean, Legal Officer of the Department of International Law, on the follow-up to mandates issued in resolution AG/RES. 2842 (XLIV-O/14).  The presentation is available at:

The Committee heard a presentation by Dr. David P. Stewart, member of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, on various ways to regulate the protection of personal data.  In his view, the most appropriate legislative approach to this issue would be to follow the 12 principles previously adopted by the CJI rather than attempting to reach legislatively-worded agreements on specific items.  His view was that it would be premature under present circumstances to promote a model law on the subject (Reference: CJI/doc.465/14).
The delegations expressed appreciation for the presentations and support for the CJI's work.  They said they would pay attention to the development of this topic within the CJI.  Note was taken of the lack of reference to the development of public information law in the Caribbean.
4. Other business 

Since no other matters had been submitted for consideration, the Chair thanked the delegations and presenters for their participation.
