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Summary of the meeting held on April 24, 2015
The meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) held April 24, 2015 was presided by Ambassador Stephen C. Vasciannie, Chairman of the Committee and Permanent Representative of Jamaica.
Statutory quorum was met with the representatives of Argentina, Barbados, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

Approval of the order of business
The Chair of the Committee suggested postponing consideration of point 6 of the draft order of business. With this change, the order of business was approved, document CP/CAJP-3305/15.
2.
Follow-up of mandates in resolution AG/RES. 2842 (XLIV-O/14) – Access to Public Information and Protection of Personal Data
The CAJP took note of the document, Access to Public Information and Protection of Personal Data, with the amendment proposed by Peru, document CP/CAJP-3135/13 rev. 3. 
3.
Follow-up of mandates in resolution AG/RES. 2844 (XLIV-O/14) – Meeting of Ministers of Justice or Other Ministers or Attorney General of the Americas
As follow-up of the mandates in resolution AG/RES. 2844 (XLIV-O/14), “Meeting of Ministers of Justice or Other Ministers or Attorney General of the Americas,” Jorge Garcia Gonzalez, Director of the Office of Legal Cooperation, submitted his report on activities to the CAJP, as part of his duties as Technical Secretary of the Meetings of Ministers of Justice or Other Ministers or Attorney Generals of the Americas (REMJA). The Office has focused its work on access to justice and legal cooperation in criminal matters, through which it created a hemispheric network to develop inter-American legal instruments. The Office is currently working to prevent cyber-crimes, for which it is training justice operators, among other actors. It is also working to draft additional protocols to the “Nassau Convention on Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matters,” and is developing a binding legal document on extraditions. The delegations thank the director for his presentation and congratulated the work of the office he oversees.
4.
Follow-up of mandates in resolution AG/RES. 2848 (XLIV-O/14) – Follow-up on the Inter-American Convention against Corruption and the Inter-American Program for Cooperation in the Fight against Corruption
The Director of the Office of Legal Cooperation, Jorge Garcia Gonzalez, submitted to the CAJP the Report on the Mechanism for Follow-up on the Implementation of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption (MESICIC), which consists of a peer-review among States on the implementation of the Convention. This mechanism seeks to strengthen horizontal cooperation among States. Progress is currently being made in two primary areas:  private sector responsibility in fighting corruption and non-criminal international cooperation in fighting corruption. At the last meeting of the Committee of Experts, the Hemispheric Report was adopted and has been disseminated to the delegations. The delegations appreciate the presentation of the report and underscored that MESICIC is an effective and consolidated mechanism that should be used as a model for other mechanisms in the Organization.
5.
Follow-up of mandates in resolution AG/RES. 2854 (XLIV-O/14) – Support for the Committee for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities and Its Technical Secretariat

The Department of Social Inclusion’s portfolio includes Support for the Committee for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities. To this effect, the Department noted that the Convention has currently been ratified by 22 countries, of which 18 have sent their first follow-up report on the implementation of the Convention. The department is studying the legal capacity of persons with disabilities and gathering best practices on the matter, as well as providing technical support. The department is working with the International Telethons Organization to promote the advertising spot “Moving the Limits” (Movamos los Límites).
