STRENGTHENING OF THE INTER-AMERICAN CHILDREN’S INSTITUTE




THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

CONSIDERING:

That, in the Charter of the Organization of American States (OAS), the member states reaffirm that the education of peoples should be directed toward justice, freedom, and peace, and encourages the strengthening of the civic conscience of the American peoples, as one of the bases for the effective exercise of democracy and for the observance of the rights and duties of man;

That the Inter-American Democratic Charter states that special attention shall be given to the development of programs and activities for the education of children and youth as a means of ensuring the continuance of democratic values, including liberty and social justice; 



BEARING IN MIND:

That the Directing Council  of the Inter-American Children’s Institute (IIN) adopted the Strategic Plan 2005-2008 and the Action Plan 2007-2011, which addresses important issues in the public policies of the member ;  and


CONSIDERING the growing concern of the member states over the increasing number of at-risk children and youth and the need for the Inter-American Children’s Institute to develop the capacity to support all member states in addressing this issue;
RECOGNIZING:

The improvements already made in the IIN in fulfillment of its own mandates  in the framework of implementation of the Action Plan 2007-2011, which have been reported in the Institute’s annual reports to the General Assembly and to the Permanent Council; 

RECALLING:





The resolutions adopted by the Directing Council of the IIN in relation to the prevention and eradication of the commercial sexual exploitation, illegal trafficking in and smuggling of children, the most recent resolution being, CD/RES.10 (82-R/07), adopted on the occasion of the 82nd Regular Meeting held on July 26-27, 2007, in Cartagena de Indias, Colombia. That resolution established the “Inter-American Program for the Prevention and Eradication of Child Commercial Sexual Exploitation and Illegal Trafficking,” instructed the Director General of the IIN to develop a joint work proposal framed within this initiative, and supported the creation of an Observatory on this matter, and
That the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States has been implementing programs to combat trafficking in persons for several years, and has staff dedicated to this endeavor,
RESOLVES:

1. To commend the Inter-American Children’s Institute for the adoption of its Action Plan with definite benchmarks and detailed expected results that will enhance the member states capacity to evaluate progress achieved in its implementation.

2. To reiterate to the Director General of the IIN that the Institute must develop mechanisms to ensure that it can communicate and serve all member states. 

3. To instruct the Children’s Institute to coordinate with the Department of Public Security’s Anti-trafficking in person’s section as it develops an “Inter-American Cooperation Program for the Prevention and Eradication of Child Commercial Sexual Exploitation and Illegal Trafficking”. 

4. To instruct the Director General of the Inter-American Children’s Institute (IIN) to continue developing this initiative and to report on the progress of its implementation in the Institute’s annual reports to the OAS General Assembly.

5. To invite member states, permanent observers, international financial organizations, regional organizations, and civil society organizations to contribute to financing this program. 
6. To entrust the IIN with supporting member states developing or expanding programs to promote civil participation among young people, fostering a culture of peace and non-violence in addressing challenges in society.
7. To urge the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to support these IIN actions including follow-up of the recommendations contained in the United Nations Study on Violence and those adopted by the Sub-Regional Conference on “Culture of Peace and Prevention of Youth Violence”.

8. To request the Inter-American Children’s Institute to report to the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly on the implementation of the mandates of this resolution, the execution of which shall be subject to the availability of human and financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.  
9. Request the Children’s Institute to include in the Annual Report presented to the  next General Assembly information on the progress it has made in supporting the needs of all the member states and in implementing the benchmarks agreed upon for its action plan.   

The following should be addressed in the Committee on Migration and included in whatever resolution addresses their mandates:

· To entrust the Special Committee on Migration Issues and with the participation of the Inter-American Children’s Institute (IIN) a regional cooperation agenda for the promotion and protection of the rights of migrant children and youth, with special emphasis on the situation of children travelling without an adult.
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
