NOTE FROM THE CHAIR, FEBRUARY 26, 2013

As agreed at the meeting on February 21, this version of the reference document for the review of mandates assigned to the General Committee includes only the mandates of the resolutions to be considered at the next meeting.

The topics to be reviewed at the next meeting are:
· Women's rights, gender equity and equality (resolutions pending);
· Inter-American Telecommunication Commission;
· Simón Bolívar Humanitarian Task Force;
· Free Trade and Investment in the Hemisphere;
· Modernization and use of electoral technologies in the Hemisphere;
· Prevention and Eradication of Commercial Sexual Exploitation and Smuggling of and Trafficking in Minors; and
· Consumer protection.

The Chair wishes to advise that in the English version of the Note of February 19, the English rendering of the Spanish "vencidos" was changed to "expired" to conform to the terminology used by the Working Group.
NOTE FROM THE CHAIR, Tuesday, February 19, 2013

This revised version of the Table containing the mandates of the General Committee for 2007-2012 (See appendix/link at the end of this document), reflects the re-ordering, by topic and by resolution, of all mandates contained in resolutions assigned by the Permanent Council to this Committee for follow-up. 

It also includes the mandates that the Permanent Council was asked to follow up on. They are identified as PC mandates.

The recommendations concerning the status of mandates were based on the terms used in the original CAAP document, with a number of others added to ensure clarity regarding the current status of the mandates to be reviewed. Following is the complete list of terms: 
· Fulfilled: the mandate has been carried out. 
· Duplicated: Mandates with identical language repeated for several years
· Non mandates: Those so considered involve no action to be taken by General Secretariat and do not conform to the terms set forth in document CP/CAAP-2977/08 add. 1, in which a mandate is defined as “a request for action by the OAS General Secretariat, which originates in a resolution of the General Assembly”
. 
· Procedure: Mandates for which the activities needed to fulfill them have been included as working- or reporting methods of the General Secretariat areas.
· Expired: Mandates that meet at least one of the following conditions:
i. Mandates whose implementation period has come to an end;
ii. Mandates that are valid only during the budget cycle, in accordance with Art. 83 of the General Standards;
iii. Mandates established for an event that has already concluded; and
iv. Mandates pertaining to observations and recommendations on the annual reports of the decentralized and autonomous agencies.
· Currently in effect: The mandate is pending execution subject to available funding.
This version also incorporates information on the progress of the Working Group’s activities and discussions, as well as a column indicating the status of each mandate on the original list forwarded by the CAAP.
