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CLASSIFICATION OF CURRENT AND PROCEDURAL MANDATES OF THE GENERAL COMMITTEE CORRESPONDING TO THE 2007-2014 PERIOD 
(Proposal by the Chair of the Working Group)
The Chair of the Informal Working Group to Classify the Mandates of the General Committee attaches, for consideration by the delegations, a document containing his proposal for classifying current and procedural mandates of the General Committee corresponding to the 2007-2014 period.
Taking into account the monitoring of implementation of current and procedural mandates assigned to the General Committee -- contained in document CP/CG-1997/14 -- and the distribution of mandates arising out of the forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly and ongoing mandates from previous years, document CP/doc.5061/14 rev.1, the Chair has proceeded to consolidate the already reviewed mandates from previous years that are still in effect and to focus on the mandates contained in the resolutions adopted by the General Assembly at its forty-fourth regular session in June 2014. The list of resolutions is appended to this proposal.
Regarding the criteria used to classify the GC's mandates, the Chair opted for those set out in the joint letter of September 26, 2013 by the Chair of the Permanent Council and the Chair of the CAAP, in which they accepted the methodology proposed by the CAAP.

Priority level "A" mandates are those aimed at strengthening or executing programs and are defined as a set of actions or activities to be carried out in order to achieve a pre-established objective and which shape and guide each thematic area or line of work established by each committee of the Permanent Council and CIDI;
Priority level "B" mandates are those that cover activities to achieve a particular goal or effectively carry out a task; and
Priority level "C" mandates are those that lend political or administrative support to the activities of the various different functional areas of the Organization, with a view to contributing to their achievement of expected outcomes, as well as mandates for detecting and projecting the funding that will be required for programs and activities, as well as seeking alternative sources of financing to meet those needs as efficiently as possible.
The Chair also used the criteria presented by the Chair of the Permanent Council in his letter of October 28, 2013, addressed to the permanent representatives:

policies or policy guidelines on the issue in question.
Type B mandates: 
specific measures or activities that support the implementation of type A mandates
Type C mandates: 
operational mandates of an administrative or financial nature
